Refusing to be
doWnhearted he appeared in New
York ecity last year with $4,000
worth of counterfeit money and
took ‘the boat for St. Johns, New-
foundland.

In one hour he and three confed-
'eratgs passed $3,500 worth. Bloat-
ed with success, one of the con-
‘federates returned to pass another
bill at a store where he already
lhad done famously. The proprietor
got suspicious, called a policeman.
iIn came Poirier, saw the cop and
i dashed out straight into the local
‘unl. where he tried to empty his
*poeketl of guns and money.
