"When we buy away from home 
we get the goods and lose the 
money; when we buy at home we 
have both the goods and the mon­
ey ”

Employing home labor should 
appeal to the merchan t on the 
same principle. We make our mon­
ey in our home town and that is 
where we aught to spend it. Wages 
paid the home man is spent in the 
home town. Buying products man- 
ufacured in your home town also 
helps to keep money at home. The 
manufacturer should employ home 
labor and make his appeal to the 
public on that basis.

Every public work should employ 
home labor so far as possible. 
That possibly means that all th* 
common labor, and much of the 
skilled labor may be had right at 
home whether it be street paving 
or something else.

We advocate the purchase of ad­
vertised products. The buyer who 
reads the advertisements can 
make a more intelligent purchase 
and is guarded against inferior 
quality, etc. That buyer must earn 
the money before the purchase can 
be made. High wages of the past 
few years have made a ready mar­
ket possible. Here and there you 
still hear some one howling about 
high wages. If one wanting low 
wages will read about India and 
China they may see the result of 
low wages— so are the countries. 
Do these advocates of low wages 
care to live in either country?

In this country we are enjoy­
ing the best times right now in the 
history of the nation. That is due 
to the fact that the common class 
may buy most any thing they 
want. I f  they have the means, 
there is & market. The liberal wage 
has made the market possible. The 
market has made better times and 
will continue.

No chamber of commerce ever 
did a more constructive work than 
to assist the producer to find a 
market. Whether it be muscle 
power or actual production of a 
commodity. The reason more pro­
ducers do no join heartily into the 
chamber of commerce work, is be­
cause there Is no place for him. 
He fails to find any direct benefits 
and he cannot realize tho indirect 
benefits. Half the members on ev­
ery chamber of commerce board 
should be farmers in all west Tex­
as. Since the chamber of commerce 
is made up largely of business men 
who believe in the consumer buy­
ing at home, should not the same 
man belive in the producer selling 
at home?

I f  the local merchant cannot 
buy the products produced locally 
because of cheaper products pro­
duced by Japanese In south Texas, 
how can he expect the local man 
to patronize his business? Some 
of our local merchants buy every­
thing possible in their line right 
at home. The farmer should not 
*orget that fact when he gets 
ready to buy The groceryman who 
cannot see his way clear to pay 
a reasonable amount (market 
price) for your produce when he is 
not overstocked, is not deserving 
of your patronage at other times.

It is the “pull together” spirit 
that builds a community or town. 
It  takes both merchant and pro­
ducer to put it over just right. 
This article is written after dis­
cussing the subject with the com­
mon laborer and the farmer in 
Mumber. That is the way he feels 
about It. The next big question is, 
what are we going to do about It ?

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NEWEST STATE
RULED BY POPE

4Ci*y o f Vatican’ Contain* 
Most Beautiful Church 

and Rare A rt Work*.
Washington.—The “City ut the 

Vatican," newest state to take its 
place among the nations of the 
world, ns a result of the treaty 
between Italy and Pope I’ius, Is 
the subject of a bulletin from the 
Washington (L). C.) heudquurters 
of the National Geographic so­
ciety.

“Although the smallest existing 
entity with an International sta­
tus,” anys the bulletin, “ ‘The City 
of the Vatican’ embraces within its 
limited boundaries the world’s 
largest and one of its most beau­
tiful churches; many of Its rarest 
and costliest art treasures and 
books: and lias as its ‘capitol’ the 
most extensive and probably the 
best-known palace In existence. In 
addition the new state is ruled 
over by the pope, to whom hun­
dreds of millions of people in all 
parts of the world look as their 
spiritual leader.

Older Than Christian Era.
“The name, Vatican, Is believed 

to have come from an old Etruscan 
settlement, Vatlcum, on the right 
bank of the Iltver Tiber. At any 
rate, In Roman days before the 
Christian era tills district was 
known ns Ager Vaticanus, and as 
the years passed the name came to 
be attached specifically to Vatican 
hill or Monte Vaticano. The re­
gion was not considered to be a 
portion of ancient Rome, but was 
recognized ns a district apart 
from It.

“Between Vatican hill and the 
river, a distance of perhaps a half 
mile, Is n level urea. It was there 
that Nero had his circus, in which 
St. Peter is said to have been put 
to death. The body of the apostle 
Is reputed to have been buried 
near the foot of Vatican hill, and 
over the spot now rises the majes­
tic basilica of St. Peter, the world’s 
largest and perhaps its most fa­
mous church.

"The region of the Vatican—the 
tomb of St. Peter—began to play 
a part in the Catholic faith about 
90 A. D. when a small oratory was 
built nearby. Rut pagan Influ­
ences were still In the ascendency 
5n the genernt region and remained 
ao even after Constantine built the 
first basilica of St. Peter In 310. 
A little Inter convents, chapels and 
churches began to spring up In the 
surrounding district, and it became 
definitely Christian.

“The fine hill behind St. Peter’s 
did not come Into possession of the 
church until the Middle ages when 
popes bought portions of Its slopes, 
and finally acquired the entire emi­
nence.

Used Lateran Palace.
“After the right hank of the 

Tiber took on a Christian charac­
ter, and the tomb of St. I’eter 
gained in Importance, a residence 
was built near the basilica and was 
occupied from time to time by the 
popes. The pontiffs continued to 
live, however. In the I.aternn pal­
ace across the river and the city 
from Vatican hill.

“ St. Peter’s and Its neighboring 
buildings were pillaged by the 
Saracens In 847 and immediately 
afterward Pope I.eo IV inclosed 
the church and the Vatican prop­
erty by a high, fortified wall. The 
Vatican then became the fortress 
citadel of the popes, and on sev­
eral oecnsions it was necessary to 
resist sieges there.

“The Vatican buildings were ndd- 
ed to, and by 1300 an extensive pal­
ace had arisen. Soon came the 
temporary removal of the papacy 
to Avignon, France. During the 
70 years of the exile the Vatican 
palace fell Into disrepair. Its 
restoration was begun when the 
popes again look up their resi­
dence and has remained such ever 
■ince.

“The territory of the new City 
of tlie Vatican is to ho only n lit­
tle larger than the present Vatican 
grounds. It Is slightly more than 
a half mile across from east to 
west, and slightly less than a half 
mile across from north to south. 
The new state thus covers about a 
quarter of a square mile, or very 
roughly, in the neighborhood of 
160 acres.

Palace of 1,000 Rooms.
“Tlie Vatican palace, which ex­

tends northward from St. Peter's, 
contains approximately 1,000 rooms. 
Tlie outer walls of the buildings 
inclose more titan 13 acres of 
ground; nml the actual buildings, 
exclusive of interior courts, cover 
aeven and a half acres. Much of 
the palace was not Intended to be 
a residence and has never been ao 
used. Hundreds of the rooms are 
given over to art objects and con­
stitute the Vatican museum, hous­
ing one of the world's most re­
markable collections. The \ utlean 
library, filling numerous other 
rooms. Is also one of the outstand­
ing libraries of the world. Duly 
about 200 of tlie rooms are used 
bv the pope. Ills officials, gunrds, 
cierks and servants.

“One of tlie small additions to 
the territory of the Vatican will 
probably extend tlie grounds on the 
southwest a hundred feet or so to 
an existing railway. Then a sta­
tion, established Just outside a 
gateway, will make it possible for 
diplomats accredited to the Vatican 
city and distinguished visitors to 
step directly onto soil of the new 
state.

“Like some of the states of Ger­
many. the new Vatican state has 
scattered fragments of territory 
tinder its sovereignty. One Is the 
Cancellerln palace, about a mile 
from the Vatican, in the heart of 
Borne.
