Saturday has been selected for 
the big drive for books which are 
badly needed more and more as 
time goes on. All those who can 
contribute books, are kindly re­
quested to bring them to the Wo­
man's Club Room in the municipal 
building from 2 to 7 Saturday af­
ternoon. A silver tea will also be 
served during these hours.

It is the sincere hope of the club 
to establish a city library thus ex­
tending the scope of usefulness of 
a much need municipal necessity.

From an humble beginning in a 
small room of the City Hall Dec­
ember 1, 1924, with less than a 
hundred books, the capacity has 
increased to more than one thou­
sand volumes. The first call met 
with a ready response from a 
small number. Both books and 
money were contributed. That loy­
alty has remained all these years 
with an increasing membership.

Under the present rules, one dol­
lar a year is charged each family 
and the office is open only one day 
each week — Saturday afternoon. 
This rule has been rigidly adhered 
to for the four and a half years. 
The books have been eagerly 
sought by large numbers, read and 
reread, mended and remended until 
some of them have become prac­
tically useless.

No one but the librarian. Mrs. 
C. A. Burton, can realize the de­
mands made upon this service.
Both money and books have been 
contributed from time to time but 
never in sufficient number to meet 
the deamnds.

The Librarian has secured names 
from the teachers of English af­
terwards supplying books so far 
as the means would permit. Man 
people far out in the country have 
availed themselves of the oppor­
tunity afforded them by the libra­
ry.

A t this time the cry goes out 
for books! books! Any kind of 
readable books! The members feel 
that this cry for help at this time 
will not be in vain.

It is quite differ­
ent now. Not only are eggs mar­
keted in quantity, but they are of 
a better grade, brin g a much bet­
ter price, are sold to a public hat­
chery as well as a merchant.

Some of our very best and most 
industrious and successful farmers 
began selling eggs to the local 
hatchery in early winter and con­
tinue to do so. The hatchery man 
required pedigreed eggs and found 
a ready market at a good price 
for the chicks. A large number of 
farmers have paid the hatchery 
for hatching eggs instead of us­
ing the hen method. Others have 
bought chicks outright by the 
■thousands.

The local hatchery and produce 
men have paid out over $i 000.00 
for eggs since the first of the 
year. This does not include gro- 
cerymen and others who have 
bought this product direct from 
the producer.

Frank White, Jr., owner of the 
local hatchery, states that he has 
paid out over $1100.00 for eggs to 
Kinch and D. E. Leathers alone 
since the first of the year. E. V. 
Quattlebaum has sold his entire 
output of pedigreed eggs to the

The remains of the late Billy 
Dixon, scout noted southwestern 
plainsman, scout and rancher and 
hero of the famous battle of "Ad­
obe Walls” fought in now what is 
Hutchinson county, Texas, on June 
27, 1874, will be brought back to 
Hutchinson county from Texline, 
Texas and will rest near the battle 
field.

Boys Scouts of Ike Adobe Walls 
council comprising troops in Bor- 
ger, Pampa and Panhandle, will be 
In charge of the removal of the 
remains. Action on this was taken 
at a council meeting held in Bor- 
ger when the council named a 
committe headed by J. D. Miller, 
to supervise the work.

Miller told the council that 
Judge H. E. Hoover of Canadian, 
W. S. (Bill i Christian of Stinnett, 
Bijl Bates and other old timers 
had asked him to arrange the de­
tails and also to ask the council 
to take care of the arrangements.

"We have completed the details 
of this removal," Miller said. I 
have arranged for a hearse to go 
to Texline. where Billy Dixon is 
now bulled and to have the body 
brought to Adobe Walls. An un­
dertaker has arranged to supply 
the casket.

“It is our plan to have some of 
the scouts of the Adobe Walls 
council to go to Texline the day 
before and escort the remains to 
his county. This will be done the 
day before the anniversary of the 
battle, June 27.

“An oil company has agreed to 
erect a flag pole on the site of the 
battle ground. We will have a 
speaker's platform, a band stand 
and will arrange to have plenty of 
seats for the expected crowd.

“There will be but little expense, 
if any, to the scoutB as the old 
timers tell me they want to stand 
the expense of the moving of the 
body.”

Battle In 1874
The battle of Adobe Walls was 

fought between a party of Buff­
alo hunters from Dodge City, 
Kans., and a large party of Indi­
ans, Cheyennes, Commanches and 
Kiowas, June 27 to 30, 1874. The 
scene of the battle was short dis­
tance north of the South Canadi­
an river in what is now eastern 
Hutchinson county and about 7.1 
miles from Fort Elliott, which was 
re-established as a result of the 
battle.

Leonard, whot died recently at 
Salt Lake, and Frank Smith of 
Buffalo, N. Y., were in the party 
of 15 or 18 men who had gone to 
the location for Bob Rath of Rath 
& Rainbridge, Dodge City, men 
who had a contract to supply buf­
falo hides.

The party arrived at the scene 
where a couple of store buildings 
had been completed and several 
others started. The place was to 
serve as headquarters for the field 
work.

Early in the morning of June 
27, 1874, a ridge pole accident 
served to arouse some of the men 
before the regular time to get up. 
This enabled them to see the ap- 
jT W h  of the Indians. Two men 
sleeping under & wagon nearby 
attempted to escape but one of 
them was scalped before he could 
get safely away from the wagon.

For three days the Indians, said 
to number from 500 to 2,000, be­
sieged the two buildings In which 
the 15 white men and one woman,

Three white men were killed. The 
number of Indians slain was nev­
er learned, but it was less than 
100, it was estimated.

Dixon, whose famous shot re­
sulted in the killing of one of the 
Indian chiefs, made the shot on 
the last day of the siege. The In­
dians had more or less given up 
the battle and were staying out 
of ordinary rifle range.

A Record Shot
The fighters saw a party of In­

dians, headed by a Chief in a war 
bonnet, on a hill nearly a mile 
away. Dixon, an expert with a 
rifle, was asked to try and see if 
he could hit the party.

Dixon selected a Sharp’s 60 cali­
ber buffalo gun and went to the 
top of the building. He took care­
ful aim and fired. The chief was 
seen to fall from his horse and 
soon the party hurriedly left.

Later scouts reported the hills 
and canyons were bare of all in- 
dians.

A  month or so later the govern­
ment established Fort Elliott, in 
Wheeler county. This fort contin­
ued to guard the border until dan­
ger from the Indians was passed.

The Indians have always refus­
ed to belive that a white man 
killed the chief. They held that it

the chief was killed by the Great
Spirit.

Adobe Walls battle marked the 
end of the Indian power in the 
Southwest. It averted a general 
massacre and although the war­
fare continued for a long time af­
terward the power was broken.

Prominent Indian chiefs in the 
battle included, Quanah Parker,
