MAY 26th

Poppies to honor America's 
dead warriors of two World Wins 
will be worn in Clarendon on 
Saturday. May 26th. Mi* Lea, 
President of Aubyn E. Clark 126 
Unit of the American Legion 
Auxiliary, announced today.

The little red flowers will pay 
tribute both to those men who 
have dad for their country in the 
present war and to th<*e who fell 
27 years ago In France and Bel­
gium among the swaying |* ppiet 
The money that Is received for 
the flowers will l>e used to aid the 
uffluted veterans of both wars 
and their families.

Extensive preparations for the 
observance of Poppy Day are be­
ing made by the Aubyn K Clark 
Unit of the Auxiliary here under 
the leadership of Mr*. Lea Every­
one In the city will be able to buy 
the flowers of remembrance from 
the many volunteer worker* from 
the Auxiliary who will be on the 
streets that day.

The flowers are made of crepe 
paper on the pattern of the wild 
poppy of Flanders. They have 
been ordered from Legion, Texas, 
where disabled veterans made 
them under the direction of the 
State Department of the Auxil­
iary. Making the popple* has 
helped these veterans keep their 
minds and fingers occupied, caus­
ing the otherwise tedious months 
to pass quickly and at the same 
time furnishing the men with a 
meant of livelihood.

This year it la expected that 
more Americana than ever before 
will wish to wear the poppies as a 
salute to the dead soldiers and 
their bereaved families, and as a 
financial aid to the living but dis­
abled soldiers and their needy 
families.

De Luxe Fighter
Piloting ■ fast fighter plane un­

der enemy fire is a hard job. 
Shooting down enemy planes is 
another hard job. Doing either is 
too complicated for most of us to 
Imagine, to say nothing of trying 
to do both at once.

Yet there is only one kind of 
fighter plane where the two Jobs 
are done by more than one man. 
That is the new P-61 Northrop 
Black Widow, a powerful night 
fighter which is named after the 
black camouflage paint which it 
sports.

On the P-61, the pilot flies the 
plane, and two gunners, one fore 
and one aft, share control of the 
.60 calibre machine gun* mount­
ed in the turret. The gun* are re­
motely controlled, with primary 
control of the guns resting with 
thr forward gunner.

The gunnery system for the 
P-61 is very similar to the one 
originally developed for the B-lt 
Shifting control of the gun* la an 
important feature of each. Elec­
trical and mechanical part* auto­
matically compare the line of 
sight with the line of fire on the 
P-61, bringing the gun* into a- 
Itgnment with the sight* when­
ever a difference exists between 
the two.

The mechanism^ is so sensitive 
that when a change in sighting 
occurs, the turret moves similar­
ly. a* though the two were con­
nected by a rigid shaft The gun* 
respond to changes in sighting so 
rapidly that they can be raised 
from a level position to an eleva­
tion of 60 degrees in a little more 
than a second

Firing the gun* is easy All the 
gunner dors is u*e a trigger 
■witch. The Northrop sight used 
on the P-6i also contains an ac­
tion switch. As soon as this spec-
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ial switch is release, the aft gun­
ner, who is also the radio man, 
can lake control of the turret The 
turret can also be stowed with 
guns in a forward position and 
the plane used as a fixed-gun 
fighter. This feature is useful 
when the plane is in a dive and 
the pilot is strafing targets on the 
ground.

The Black Widow has seen ac­
tion in both the Pacific and the 
European theatres of war. It was 
used to track down and destroy 
robot bombs as well as slower 
enemy planes, from all reports 
the Black Widow Is as deadly us 
its name would indicate. But the 
GI's in the Pacific have another 
name for iL They call It the "Sai­
pan Sandman" because by keep­
ing enemy planes at bay, It per­
mits the weary GI's to sleep 
through the nights.
