FACTS OF THE WEST INDIES TRIP
Miss Harvey Thompson Being One Of Eight Selected 

Over the State to Make the Trip Reflects Great 
Credit on Work She Has Done Here

Due to meretorious service ren­
dered on the line of duty, our 
County Home Demonstration 
agent, Miss Harvey Thompson was 
one of three west Texas girls mak­
ing up a party of eight from this 
state to be awarded a trip to the 
tropical islands of the gulf recently 
with all expenses paid.

Miss Thompson made note of 
the various educational features 
found on the trip and has consent­
ed to give them to the folks of 
Donley county through the Lea­
der.

Miss Thompson left Clarendon 
June 4th to be joined by Misses 
Mary Sitton and Veda Swafford, 
the other lucky girls from the 
Panhandle, at Dallas. The trio 
reached Beaumont, the point of 
nailing June 6th. Eight county 
agents had been selected from the 
entire state to make the trip. 
Among the number making up the 
passenger list, was a delegation of 
chamber of commerce members of 
Beaumont bound for a trip to do 
the same islands as the girls.

The first landing was made at 
Havana June 8th without event. 
As the boat neared the harbor our 
subject had a good view of El 
Morro castle, that played such an 
important part in our Spanish- 
American war. After landing the 
party was immediately taken in 
charge by officials and a sight see­
ing tour begun. A visit was made 
to the president's palace, the La 
Merced cathedral, burial place of 
Columbus and many other beauti­
ful architectural sentinels of cen­
turies long passed. The old San 
Francisco church afforded some­
thing new as an educational fea­
ture for it was here that our young 
lady saw her first human “ bone 
yard.”

A rental is paid for burial place 
at the various churches in that 
section, and after the expiration 
oi a period of time if the rental 
is not paid, the remains of the 
dead are dug up and thrown on 
the outside, possibly as a warning 
to others that such treatment 
awaits the bodies of those who 
fail to pay the coveted rental fee.

Mallecon drive along the sea­
shore was declared to be the beau­
ty spot of Cuba by Miss Thomp­
son who viewed the palms and 
homes constructed only of stone 
and marble. She also noted that of 
the twenty-four thousand autos 
registered in Havana, eight thou­
sand and one hundred are rented 
out for tourist ljire.

Two thousand police proudly 
parade before the public and high­
jacking is practically unknown 
probably because no one carries 
money to any extent. A semi­
monthly lottery is conducted by 
the financial institutions of Cuba. 
The lucky ticket holder gets a 
thousand dollars. Rich and poor 
alinke enter into the gamble with 
eager interest.

The next port visited was that 
of Port au Prince. This city is 
much like Havana and little of in­
terest was found except the fact 
that a modern agricultural college 
was doing good work in inducing 
the natives to improve their me­
thods of production. Miss Thomp­
son was taken in charge by a for­
mer California lady here who is 
the wife of a teacher in the above 
mentioned school, and shown all 
the points of interest.

Haiti is a republic presided over 
by a negro president who w'as 
host to the Beaumont chamber of 
commerce while the boat was in 
port. Some of the roads are pav­
ed and are lined with the unual 
palm, a tree that seemed to grow 
on mountain as well as in the val 
ley here. Building material consists 
of wood, tin, marble and stone. 
Timber worth a fortune in our 
country is used for very ordinary 
purposes there 

Separate market places are main­
tained for foods and feeds instead 
of being kept in a jumbled mass as 
in some places. Beans, asparagus 
and squash made up the principal 
vegetable list offered the public 
while the fruits included bananas, 
mangoes and pineapples, tho the 
natives also eat part of a slick 
cacti plant. Ligumvite, mahogany 
and Hessian oak trees are seen 
and the dense grass-like under­
growth is used in basket wea"ing. 
Large sugar mills have been es­
tablished and this is the principal 
article of export. An agricultural 
college is used for training the 
more intelligent natives and one 
may note a marked difference in 
their view of life after a few years 
in school.

Social life on the island is al­
most if not on a brute level among 
the lower classes. The original na­
tives were Caribs, cannibals for 
centuries until finally banished to 
Honduras. The poorer classes wear 
a breechclout and the smallest 
ones are nude! Marriage is a mys­
tery to them and homeless waifs 
roam the streets at will and help 
to swell the large number of beg­
gars. The cannibals are gone, but 
their successors are little better. 
Filth is common and the jails are 
guarded to keep the poor from 
breaking in that they may take 
advantage of the three meals fur­
nished each day on the inside. This 
class subsists on native fruits and 
vegetables where they may be had 
and beg of the tourists even to 
meeting them by boat as they ar­
rive and following them to sea as 
they leave waving a pitiful “goo- 
by" as the last tribute to the visi­
tor of famed America. What a 
wonderful contrast as compared to 
the next stop which was San 
Juaa.

San Juan, Porto Rico presented 
an entirely different view to the

Combines Are Put in Readi­
ness To Take Care of 
Bumper Donley Crop

For several days past mechanics 
have been busy getting machinery 
in proper trim to hit the fields 
taking care of what is said to be 
the biggest grain crop in Donley 
county for years.

Combines pulled by large trac­
tors will be the principal method 
used as other slower methods have 
long since been discarded. In 
some instances, the ground will 
be plowed at the same time the 
grain is taken from the field.

Several hundred cars of wheat 
have already been shipped from 
Amarillo. The price of eighty-five 
cents is the lowest in years tho 
there is some indication that this 
price will rise. Reports of grain 
damage from insects in the Plain- 
view section is reported.

Locally, quite a bit of grain has 
been gotten ready for market the 
past week. Most of the farmers 
will hold their grain where possi­
ble. This is also true of barley and 
oats.

Elevators in the east are said 
to have buyers in the plains sec­
tion this year buying for storage 
in anticipation of a rise in price. 
This will probably result in some 
increase in price according to 
wheat growers of the plains belt.

All railroads leading out of the 
Panhandle have plenty of cars in 
the yards to take care of the crop 
thus avoiding ground storage as 
in some past seasons. The south 
plains country will be done har­
vesting by the last of the week 
having begun some two weeks 
sooner than growers in this sec­
tion.

JUNIOR COLLEGE 
IDEA SPREADS 
OYER COUNTY

Local Man Makes Complete 
List Of Clarendon Inde­
pendent School District

The matter of making a com­
plete list of all taxable valuation* 
has been completed by Cecil Alex­
ander after an exhaustive search 
of the records. The list is properly 
arranged in book form and show* 
valuations of real estate, town 
property and personal property.

This is the first time that such 
a list has been gotten up .and is 
an idea of the school board to see 
that no taxable property is over­
looked.

The Board of Equilization this 
year recommended to the school 
board that an itemized statement 
be published showing expenditures 
for a certain period of time. It is 
further announced that no audit 
has been made of the books for 
several years. It appears to be the 
census of opinion of the taxpayers 
that they would be willing to 
spend the extra money for such 
work at this time.

According to the list just com­
pleted a few days ago, the valua­
tions are as follows: Land values, 
$689,830.00. Town property valu­
ations. $2,496,735.00. Personal 
property, $1,125,055.00. Making a 
total of $4,311,620,00.

Taking the above as a basis, 
the income for school purposes 
would be as follows based on a 
tax rate of $1.00 per hundred: 
$43,116.20; 937 scholastics at $15 
each from state, $14,055.00; coun­
ty apportionment amounts to $3,- 
600.00, making a total of $60,771.- 
20 to be used for school purposes 
in this district.

SANDS ARE SAID 
TO YIELD GOLD

County-Wide Junior College 
Petitions Being Circulated 

Well Over Donley Co.
The dreams of many a poor 

girl and boy in Donley county 
yearning for an opportunity to get 
a college education may come 
true. This week petitions are be­
ing circulated in every commun­
ity over the county for the pur­
pose of petitioning the County 
Board of Education to ask the 
State Board which meets July 
10th. to call an election in Don­
ley county to be held some time 
in August to determine if we may 
have a county college with tuition 
free to our young people.

The tax rate will be based on 
state and county valuations alone 
and the rate will be one dollar on 
every five hundred valuation. This 
arrangement is fixed by the state 
law—a municipal college law pass­
ed during the recent session of 
the state legislature. This law is 
designed especially to assist the 
poorer classes and to avoid crowd­
ing in the larger state schools.

A more comprehensive explan­
ation will be found in this issue 
of the Leader. Read it. Talk it to 
your neighbor. The municipal 
county wide junior college idea is 
the biggest and most valuable 
problem ever to confront the peo­
ple of Donley county.

At various times 
strangers have appeared on the 
scene to take away samples which 
increased the cuKsosity of the na­
tive who might puofit by develop­
ment. This suspense is further in­
tensified right at this time by j 
reason of the fact that a Dr. W. j 
W. Sands, chemist and expert on 
the extraction of precious metals 
from sands such as is found at 
this location.

A special machine for the ex­
traction of what is known as 
“ flour” gold has been used in this 
late test and reports from what 
is said to be a reliable source 
would indicate that gold in paying 
quantities is to be obtained. No 
chemicals are being used in the 
new method of extraction.

Samples of what is believed to 
be Fuller's earth have been sent 
off for test by private individuals 
the past week, and a report on 
this subject may be expected with 
In ten days.

Both of the above locations are 
within four miles of Alanreed to 
the south and should pay develop 
In either or both, something akin 
to an oil boom would result.

Disastrous Hail Hits Crops 
Near Goodnight Friday

Late Friday afternoon a cloud
from the northwest bore down on 
that section near Goodnight and 
traveled east raining in torrents 
and accompanied by hail stones.

In the section occupied by M. S. 
Swinburne. J. J. Ray. S. A. Hatley 
and the J. D. Swift farm occupied 
by O. J. Milhan was the worst 
damage done. Most of the crops 
are totally destroyed with little or 
no insurance.

The rain amounted to almost a 
waterspout. Red river rose to with­
in a few feet of the bridge north 
of town within a period of little 
more than an hour.

The farmers who lost their crop* 
will plant feed stuff, a very few 
planting cotton, it being too late 
to hope for much cotton produc­
tion ormore than a bollie crop.

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Facts Relative to The Junior 
College Movement in 

Donley County
The citizen* of Donley County 

who are interested in higher edu­
cation fur the boys and girls in 
this section of the state are at the 
present time in the middle of a 
campaign to make Clarendon 
Municipal College a County Junior 
College. The plan is as follows: 
Petitions are being circulated all 
over the county to get at least 
ten per cent of the voters to peti­
tion the County Board of Educa­
tion to ask the State Board of 
Education, which meets July 10. 
to call an election in Donley Coun­
ty, to be held some time in the 
first week of August. At this time 
the voters of the county would

by men only, in the period 1910-

maintain the College and make It 
so NO TUITION will be charged 
for students who live in Donley 
County.

This question has been asked 
frequently. “What will it cost the 
taxpayers?" You may figure it 
yourself. It will cost one dollar on 
every five hundred dollars of state 
and county valuation on which 
you pay taxes at the present time; 
or. to put it in other words, if 
you have a home in town which is 
rendered for three thousand dol­
lars, State and County valuation, 
then it will cost you six dollars 
per year, or, if you have one hun­
dred and sixty acres of land that 
is rendered at. eight dollars per 
acre (and that Is about the aver­
age for the county i it will cost 
you about two dollars and forty 
cents per year.

Donley County has about seven 
million dollars State and County 
valuation and this tax would bring 
in about fourteen thousand dol­
lars. The College can be main­
tained as a first class grade A-l 
college on this amount. This is 
possible because the Clarendon 
Independent School District has 
already bought the buildings and 
equipment, worth at least two 
hundred and fifty thousand dol­
lars, and, as a result, the fourteen 
thousand dollars which this twen­
ty per cent tax would bring in 
would all be used for operating ex­
penses and NOT A CENT of it 
would be used for interest and 
■inking fund since there is no in­
terest and sinking fund, and, fur­
thermore the operating expenses 
are made still lighter due to the 
fact that the Clarendon Indepen­
dent School District maintains the 
ninth, tenth and eleventh grade 
high school work In the same

In view of the above facts, and 
in view of the fact that hundreds 
of people are coming to the Pan 
handle and many to Donley coun­
ty every year, and the added fact, 
that Clarendon College is the only 
public Junior College in the entire 
Panhandle and that only four more 
can possible be established in the 
Panhandle at the present time un­
der the Junior College Law out of 
the possible eighty two that can 
be established in the State, I ask 
you fellow citizen. Does Donley 
County Need a Junior College?

One more question. Will more 
of our boys and girls go to school 
if we have a College nearby? The 
answer is "Yes” .Quoting again 
from Mr. Allison. "Eight Texas 
Colleges get more than 25 per 
cent, one more than 50 per cent, 
of their attendance from the coun­
ties of their respective locations, 
and in all instances predonderance 
of enrollment in college from the 
County of location or counties 
nearby.” The reason: Increased 
educational interest, intensified 
desire for educational attainments, 
and reduced cost of educational 
pursuit.

The children of Donley County 
and the surrounding counties de 
serve the very best. Your children 
and my children must have the 
very best educational advantages. 
Let's do the big thing for them 
while we have the opportunity.

Another question which is fre­
quently asked is: "Who will have 
charge of the College?" According 
to the Junior College Bill passed 
by the recent legislature, there 
will be one trustee elected by pop­
ular vote out of each precinct and 
one at large. This is the same as 
the County Board of Education is 
elected or in other words there will 
be four men elected from the four 
precincts and one at large, mak­
ing five in all.

Another question of impor­
tance is whether or not the work 
done in Clarendon College is affil­
iated. Yes the work in Clarendon 
Junior College is recognized by the 
State Department of Education 
and also by the Texas Association 
o f Junior and Senior Colleges. The 
two years work done in Clarendon 
College is accepted for the first 
two years work in Texas Univer­
sity, A. & M. College or any other 
College In the state of Texas and 
the work is also accepted by the 
State Department of Education for 
Teachers certificates.

Do we need a County Junior 
College in Donley County? Per­
haps this can best be answered by 
quoting some figures gathered by 
Honorable A. A. Allison, farmer 
and layman of Corsicana, Texas., 
as to the number of students at­
tending high schools and Colleges.

The ladles were the guest*; of 
Governor and Mrs. Towner at the 
Mansion where they had tea and 
enjoyed excellent music furnished 
by the crack band of the town. 
Mrs. Towner proved a delightful 
hostess and furnished much valu­
able information about this Amer­
ican owned island which was pur­
chased from Spain at the end of 
the war of ’98. The natives are 
quite unlike those of the other is­

lands, cleaner, better dressed and 
have been schooled in the main to 
where they gladly announce the 
fact that they are proud to be 
numbered among the Americans 
tho strayed way off down there 
among a bunch of renegade is­
lands.

The girls were shown the bed 
used by Lindy on his visit and 
heard the natives praise him as a 
great friend and builder of fellow­
ship between peoples of the Latin 
district. The Rotary club furnished 
cars and conducted the visitors 
over the city. A large tubercular 
sanitarium Is maintained at San 
Juan, sugar mills, Presbyterian 
hospital, Trinity academy and sem­
inary rapidly passed into view as 
the trip continued. The A. & M. 
college was found modern and the 
biggest surprise of all was the 
University of Porto Rico. A mas­
sive structure of granite and mar­
ble with playing foundations and 
palms would be a strong induce­
ment to students from any section 
to attend an institution already 
known for excellent work over a 
wide area. Flowers and other plant 
life were used in harmonious or­
nament in making the grounds as 
attractive as the buildings.

The trip over the city further 
included Munoz Rivera, Carnegie 
library, a large “ Y" building in op­
eration, the shrine where it is said 
the remains of Ponce De Leon are 
resting. This city also has its own 
Morro castle of ancient make and 
like a number oE buildings in the 
older part of town, was crumbling. 
The custom house was the last 
item on the list. Here a feast of 
meats, cheese, cake and fruits were 
served and pineapple juice served 
as the beverage. The men in the 
party were provided with smokes 
of real cigars, a product of the 
local cigar factory.

St. Thomas on the Virgin Islands 
was next visited. This too belongs 
to our country and was found! 
much like the city of San Juan ( 
Here natives were a more inviting 
sight and many peddlers plied their 
trade in disposing of ornamental 
boxes constructed from valuable 
wood, pottery, basket and coral 
beads. Many smaller items were 
offered. Fruits were confined to 
the market places and included an 
entire tropical list.

San Domingo the next port is 
much like Haiti so far as social 
life is concerned. The populace in 
ninety precent negroes of French 
decent. When the French first 
took over the island, negro slaves 
were brot and later freed only to 
mix with the while race unlil at 
the present there are few white nr 
blacks just most any color except 
the original. The people appear 
lifeless and listless, however It is 
believed that in time they may be­
come educated under the construc­
tive agency now at work in the 
islands.

The natives live on natural pro­
ducts with as little effort as pos­
sible. Fish, fruits and nuts make up 
the principal diet. It w’as noted 
here that cocoa nuts w'ere more nu­
merous and the trees appeared to

be more vigorous.
The return trip was begun from 

San Domingo, five days being re­
quired to reach Beaumont. Miss 
Thompson was and is disgusted 
with the ladies who smoked on the 
boat, and the men who drank open­
ly. She feels that since her return 
Friday, she has much to be thank­
ful for In the big west and her in­
teresting work in the Panhandle. 
She accumulated a vast fund of in­
formation for the club work of

Donley county.
When asked by the Leader as to 

just what impressed her most on 
the trip, she replied, “ the gullibility 
of the Americans.” When, asked to 
elaborate on the statement she ex­
plained that the average American 
in a foreign country would buy any 
thing and pay any price asked. 
Drink and eat anything and every­
thing as a class and come home 
and pay the penalty for their in­
discretions.
