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ANCIENT COIN IS
FOUND IN PALO
DURO CANYON

Further Proof Is Offered Of
Early Spanish Explorations
In This Famous Canyon

While exploring and sight see-
ing in Palo Duro canyon last
week, W. H. Hickox of 5700 Col-
umbid Avenue, Dallas, to be ex-
act, found what is supposed to be
an ancient coin in a cave entrance,

This coin was supposed to have
been put into circulation during
the reign of Herod Agrippa II, in
about the year 11 A. D. and not
later than A. D. 30. It is made
from bronze metal, bears an im-
age of the above named king on
one side and that of a human fig-
ure on the other. The coin is in a
fair state of preservation to the
extent that the designs are clear-
ly seen.

The first Spainsh explorers are
said to have visited this section
according to ancient history, in
their search for the famed “Seven
Cities of-Cebola.” Some of this an-
cient history is yet to be found in
Santa Fe. In addition to this find,
swords of ancient make have been
found at various places on the
plains. At a point some forty miles
southeast of Portales in 1907, a
Mr. H. Waite found a helmet and
battleax beneath a rock on a bluff
when he dislodged the rock to use
it for “dead man" purposes
fence building.
