Gasoline Tax Is Doubled
But Same Old Price

Local motorists were astound-
ed last week when they stopped
to think that the new gas tax
was in effect giving them a dou-
ble dose of taxation which is or-
dinarily about as offensive as a
garlic breath, but found the gas
willing to accept the
same old price. This stability of
price is due to the fact that the
companies had made a reduction
on the previous Saturday, and
when the new tax measure went
into effect, the same old price pre-
vailed.

Nevertheless it is a fact that
the 2c¢ gasoline tax was doubled
Monday when Governor Moody
filed with the Secretary of State
a measure by Senator W. A. Wil-
liamson of San Antonio, increas-
ing the tax on fuel and reducing
fees on passenger cars 50 per
cent.

Figures announced by the State
Highway Department reveal that
approximately 1,250,000 motorists
will be affected by the new tax.
Contrary to poular belief, reduc-
ed license . fees will not become
effective until January, 1930.

Tractors and other farm machin-
ery, airplanes and motbr boats
will use non-taxed gas under the
terms of the bill.

The increased tax will yield the
Highway Department approxi-
mately $22,000,000 annually for
maintenance and new construc-
tion. From the registration fees,

The same money spent in
developing the agricultural re-
sources of their territory, and the
same effort to create a profitable
market for the products of the
farm would pay larger dividends
over a longer period of time. In
many instances a prosperous ag-
riculture has been the magnet
that has drawn industry to the

as much out of the farmer as pos-
sible for the smallest possible out-

going to have a corn meal and mo-
lases income. He is going to have
a decreasing buying power every
yvear. His lands will deteriorate in
fertility and become poorer physi-
cally. His yields will be less from
year to year, and he will buy only
absolute necessities. He will have
no money for fence material, farm
machinery, tractors, lumber, hard-
ware, radios, pianos, good clothes,
and other things handled by the
merchants, and the merchants loss
will be reflected in bank deposits.
