C R O P  CONDITIONS 
FAIR DESPITE 

DRY PERIOD
Donley County Crop Reports 

Optomistic From Various 
Sections Over Wide Area

Despite the dry period of the 
past month or more and the wide­
spread drouth over most of the 
United States at this time, reports 
from many sections of the county 
show cotton to be in fair to good 
condition and feed holding up in 
some sections.

J. S. Phillips of the Brice sec­
tion reports that without another 
rain cotton will make a fairly 
good crop of a fourth to a half 
bale in his section.

Reports from the northeast part 
of the county show cotton grow­
ing end putting on forms where 
local showers fell, and other sec­
tions fruiting for a half crop ac­
cording to farmers who know the 
real situation.

The west side of the county, tho 
spotted to some extent, give a 
good cotton report with feed hold­
ing up well on the sandier land.

Lelia Lake appears to be in the 
best condition all round, cotton 
and other crops holding up well 
and prospects for a three fourth 
cotton crop look good. The sub­
irrigated land as a matter of fact, 
is holding its own well. Cruse & 
Reynolds report their truck crop 
prospects cut about half on the 
more tender plants.

Conditions near Jericho are not 
so good above the Cap Rock. Be­
low the Cap crops are on an aver­
age over the county. No ihsect 
pests are reported from any sec­
tion.

Old.Residenter Owns Good 
Farm And Diversifies With 

Profit In Many Ways

Among the many practical far­
mers who make a business of farm 
ing is E. L. Kennedy of near Le- 
lia Lake. Mr. Kennedy has resid­
ed there for about twenty-one 
years. In summing up the present 
crop outlook. Mr. Kennedy was 
not at all pessimistic feeling that 
a fair crop would be made even 
tho it did not rain again during 
the growing season.

Mrs. Kennedy was given credit 
for her share 'of the success on the 
farm when her husband stated 
that she kept ice and marketed 
dairy products to better advan­
tage. She also has about a hupdred 
turkeys and some five hundred 
chickens.

The general crops of the farm 
include some two hundred and fif­
ty acres of cotto.. and a general 
run of feed stuff. Mr. Kennedy be­
lieves in diversification and prac­
tices it. His farm is located partly 
on subirrigated land and is well 
cultivated to make it produce up to 
expectations. These good citizens 
have a nice farm home and are 
satisfied. In all of the twenty-one 
years, Mr. Kennedy recounts but 
two tehort crop seasons, that of 
1916 and 1923. and even then their 
efforts were rewarded with plenty 
.o run them through to the next 
season and some to sell,

Due to the importance of 
this growing industry, we feel 
that the space is well spent in 
giving you this information.

In connection with the above 
idea, we wish to quote from one 
of the leading poultry men. giving 
to our readers the experience of 
one who knowg what he is talking 
about. Here is what Mr. Fred 
Crosby has to say about the mat­
ter based on his years of experi­
ence.

"Every year a greater number 
of poultry raisers are adding to 
their income by raising summer 
and fall hatched chicks.

Time, and new methods and 
practices, are changing the oper­
ation of practically all lines of 
business, and the poultry business 
is going through the same process.

We used to pay a lot more at­
tention to the seasons. We made 
our plans to be ready for the rush 
of business of the season to come 
- -and after that single rush period 
was over, there was not much do­
ing. Overhead expense, however, 
went on just the same.

Today those who are getting 
along most successfully, in poul­
try raising or any other line of 
business, are on the j~b every 
month of the year—every week. 
The poultry business is a year 
’round industry, even though we 
are used to tftiink It as seasonal.

Back in April of this year a 
few boys of the Lelia Lake com­
munity conceived the idea of work­
ing for self-betterment in their 
farm projects. The idea of having 
no county agent was at first a 
serious handicap. Miss Harvey 
Thompson, county demonstrator 
soon took these energett!^ boys i.i 
hand and gave them as much time 
and attention as her regular du­
ties would permit, and proved her­
self a valuable friend in time of 
need.

Later G. L. Boykin, a graduate 
of the state A. & M. college and 
secretary of the Clarendon Cham­
ber of Commerce, proved himself 
especially fitted to assist the boys 
in many ways which he gladly 
did.

Of that class of boys, Greer 
Cottingham, Lowell Davis and Ed­
ward Morton entered the state 
contests at the Short Course meet 
the past week. The boys had pre­
pared themselves to enter the cow 
judging contest but found upon 
arrival that they were disqualifi­
ed because of Lowell having en­
tered this contest back in 1924.

Just about the time the boys 
felt that all was lost, C. C. Stin­
son, county agent of Collingsworth 
county came to their rescue with 
.somes uggestions and the boys en­
tered the grain judging contests, 
as individuals and as a team.

In the individual grain judging 
contest open to the state, Greer 
Cottingham won first over all. As 
a team, the boys came out in 8th 
place in a contest with seventy- 
seven teams, many of them from 
counties where a county agent 
had been employed during the life­
time of the boys from that coun-

The team had a great time l o s ­
ing over the Sheep, cattle, hog and 
dairy departments and listening to 
the lectures on such subjects. 
These wide awake, industrious 
boys came home enthused and will 
try next year to “bring home the 
bacon” by capturing all the 
prizes.

This Is the first time in the 
history of the state where, boys 
have won in any contest without 
the supervision of a county agent 
and is a distinct honor to the in­
dividuals, their parents and the 
community where they live.

Church of Christ Revival Will 
Be Held at Lelia

HISTORIC CHURCH 
STRUCTURE WILL 

BE DISPLACED
Modern Brick Business House 

Will Displace Sentinel Of 
Civilizing Influence

W ith  the new Presbyterian 
church almost ready for occu­
pancy, the old structure on Third 
and Kearney is soon to give way 
to the march of progress in a 
town o f steady growth.

Constructed some thirty-eight 
years ago when only a blacksmith 
shop stood on the west side of that j 
street, throughout all tnese years 
there has arisen about this old 
church building a sacredness that 
is keenly felt by many of the old­
est inhabitants now since it is to 
be torn down.

In May 1887 Clarendon was vis­
ited by Rev. W. N. Dorgan, an 
evangelist for the Dallas Presby­
tery. who, so far as the church re­
cords show, was the first mlnisftr 
of the faith to visit and preach in 
Clarendon.

The next minister to visit here 
was Rev. John S. Moore in 1890. 
who was accompanied by Rev. S. 
E. Chandler, who afterwards filled 
a chair in Austin College. These 
men held a series of services in 
the Southern Methodist church 
was in reality the beginning of the 
Presbyterian church in Clarendon. 
It was during this time that Mrs. 
W. H. Cooke, Miss E$lna Moore, 
Mrs. R. A. Morgan and W. H. 
Cooke made confessions of faith, 
and the above named ladies were 
pabtlsed into the church.

The Presbyterian church was or­
ganized during this meeting with 
the following charter members as 
disclosed by the* present church 
records: A. B. Ewing and wife 
Jennie Ewing, Mrs. R. A. Cham­
berlain. Mrs. R. A. Morgan. Miss 
Faina Moore and Mr. and Mrs. W. 
H. Cooke. The first elders of the 
church eleefcd at this time were
A. B. Ewing, W. H. Cooke. Rev. 
S. E. Chandler supplied the church 
pulpit from time to time when he 
could get a building in which to 
preach. Failing health compelled 
him to give up the work and Rev. 
K. Hozen, who was filling the pul­
pits at Amarillo and Childress, 
supplied the local pulpit during 
the years of 1890 and 1891. The 
records state that Rev. Hozen was 
greatly beloved by his people and 
held services most of the time In 
the K. of P. hall which burned 
some time afterwards.

WILLIAMS BOND SET

While 
Dick has made no statement at 
all. his friends state that he trav­
eled over a thousand miles in con­
necting up threads of evidence in 
the case which finally resulted in 
the apprehension of the man 
charged with the crime.

CAR DEATHS LEAD IN 
C A S U A L T I E S  

PAST MONTH
During Montli of July Deaths

From Car Accidents Took 
Biggest Toll of All

According to a report of the 
Texas Council of Safety of Austin, 
deaths from car accidents during 
fifteen days in July just passed 
amounted to the enormous sum of 
sixty-five, or an average of more 
than four each day.

During the same period, three 
hundred and thirty seven people 
were injured by cars either while 
'•’ding, or by being struck by a 
car. The majority of those killed 
tried to beat the train to the cross­
ing. The next greatest hazard is 
found in turning corner^.

Airplane accidents for the same 
period in the state amounted to 
one slight injury. Over a thousand 
plances are in daily operation in 
this state daily at the present 
time.

The Council of Safety has been 
asked to recommend a "stop, look 
and listen” law at the next ses­
sion of the legislature similar to 
the law governing the bus 

I operating in the state. It is 
I to back up this law with a str 
penalty and make it apply to all 
cars or trucks and vehicles in gen- 

jeral.

Several Donley county farmers 
have already harvested a pretty 
good crop from the sale of toma­
toes, roasting ears, blackeye peas, 
okra, beans, cucumbers and many 
other products of their truck 
patches.

The canteloupe and water melon 
aeason is about ready. Some are 
being trucked to the market on 
the Plains already. Donley county 
is fortunate in having a ready 
market at good prices for what 
she has to offer In the nearby oil 
field towns. This market lasts the 
season thru and the producer 
knows what to expect in the way 
o f prices. In fact so great is the 
demand In the oil fields that local 
towns are frequently short on 
vegetables.

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Decatur Man Uncovers a Clipping Which 
Appeared in Dallas News 25 Years Age

The following article, clipped 
from the Dalian News more than 
twenty-five years ago, by Uncle 
Ad Renshaw, was brought to the 
L>eader office with a request that 
It be published:

‘The following, clipped from an 
exchange, has been brought the 
Deader with request to publish: 

“Country papers thru-out the 
United States are printing what is 
alleged to be a letter written by 
Christ. In this letter was an in­
junction that it should be publish­
ed to the world by whoever found 
it, together with the statement 
that misfortune and bad luck 
■would follow the person having 
possession of it in the event that 
that whoever may have a copy of 
It was not given publicity.

•There was likewise a promise 
that whoever may have a copy of 
this in his or her possession will 
prosper and be followed by good 
fortune. This paper has received 
requests to print this letter, so if 
It will relieve the supersltious 
fear of any one, here it is:

According to the history of the 
letter It was written by Christ 
just after his cruclfixon, signed by 
Angel Gabriel ninety-nine years 
after the Savior’B birth and pre­
sumably deposited by him under 
a stone at the foot of the cross.

"On this stone appeared the le­
gend, Blessed is he who shall turn 
me over.’

“  'No one knew what the in­
scription meant, or seemed to 
have sufficient curiosity to Inves­
tigation, until the stone was turn­
ed over by a little child and the 
letter which follows was discov­
ered:

“  ‘Whosoever wroks on the Sab­
bath day shall be cursed. I com­
mand you to go to church and 
keep holy the Lord's day, without 
any manner of work. You shall 
not idle or mis-spend your time in 
be-decking yourself in superfluities 
o f costly apparel and vain dress­
ing, for I have ordered it a day 
o f rest. I will have that day kept 
holy that your sins may be forgiv­
en you.

“ ‘You will not break my com­
mandments, but observe and keep 
them, they being written by my 
hand and spoken from my mouth. 
You shall not only go to church 
yourselves, but also your man ser­
vant and your maid servant. Ob- 
aerve my words and learn my 
commandments.

"  ‘You shall finish your work ev­
ery Saturday st six o’clock in the 
afternoon, at which hour the pre­
paration for the Sabbath begins.
I advise you to fast five days in 
the year, beginning on Good Fri­
day and continuing the five days 
following in remembrance of the 
five bloody wounds I received for 
you and mankind.

“ ‘You shall love one another 
and cause them that are baptized 
to come to church and receive the 
holy sacrament: that is to say, 
baptism and then the supper of the 
Lord, and be made a member 
thereof, and in so doing I will 
give you long life and many bless­
ings. Your land shall be replenish­
ed and bring forth abundance and 
1 will comfort you in the greatest 
temptation, and surely he that 
doeth to the contrary shall be 
cursed.

“ ‘I  will also send hardness of 
the heart on them and especially 
on hardened and unpenitent un­
believers. He that hath given to, 
the poor shall find it profitable. 
Remember to keep the Sabbath 
day. for the seventh day I have 
taken as a resting day to myself.

“  ‘And he that hath a copy of 
this letter written by my own 
hand and spoken by my own 
mouth and keepeth it without 
publishing it to others shall not 
prosper, but he that publisheth it 
to others shall be blessed by me, 
and if their sins be as many as 
stars by night, and they truly be­
lieve they shall be pardoned and 
they that believe not this writing 
and my commandments will have 
my plagues upon you and you 
will be consumed with your chil­
dren, goods and cattle and all oth­
er worldly enjoyments that I have 
given you. Do but once think of 
what I have suffered for you; If 
you do, it will be well for you ip 
this world and In the world which 
la to come.

“  ‘Whosoever shall have a copy 
of this letter and keep it in their 
house, nothing shall hurt them, 
neither pestilence, thunder nor 
lightning, and If any woman be in 
birth and put her trust in me she 
■hall be dellv red of her child. 
You shall hear no more news of 
aoe except thru the Holy Scrip­
tures until the day of Judgment, 

goodness and prosperity shall 
In the bouse whore a copy of 
letter shall be found. Finish­

ed.’
“The story goes that the little 

child who found It passed it to one 
who became a convert to the 
Christian faith. He failed to have 
the letter published. He kept it, 
however, as a sacred momento of 
Christ and it passed down to diff­
erent generations of his family 
for more than one thousand years.

“ During this period the family 
suffered repeated misfortunes un­
til finally one of them came to 
America, bringing the letter with 
him. They settled In the state of 
Virginia, then moved farther 
south, still followed by misfor­
tune when finally the last mem­
ber. a daughter, approached her 
death-bed and called a neighbor, 
Mrs. Thompson, giving her the let­
ter and related Its  whole history 
for more than one thousand years. 
The Thompson woman began the 
attempt to have it published and 
it first appeared in the Rome 
(Georgia) Tribune on October 31. 
1891. It then appeared In the Dal­
ton (Georgia) Citizen, and Mrs. 
Wortman, now living in Marion, 
Indiana, clipped it and kept it in 
her possession for many years 
without an effort to have it pub­
lished.

• Hum 60 Feet Square
The site of the unique structure 

Is at the end of a spur of the 
Ozark mountains in the edge of a 
wide and fertile valley. These 
mountains are said by geologists 
to have been 14,000 feet high at 
one time and are among the old­
est in the world. At their great­
est height they are said to have 
dwarfed the Rockies in compari­
son.

The base is of concrete construc­
tion, 60 feet square. The pyramid 
resting on this base will be 40 
feet high. It will then be reduced 
to 32 feet square and extended an 
additional 35 feet and then 22 feet 
square and rise another 85 feet, 
shaft like, ending at the top six 
feet square, to & total height of 
130 feet.

In the part 32 feet square now 
under construction will-be a room 
16 feet square surrounded by a 
wall eight feet thick.

On a giant concrete foyer that 
has been built on the hillside above 
the pyramid is room for 1,000 per­
sons to sit and listen to a band 
that may play on a concrete band­
stand in a lake 20 feet below.

Due to a death in his family. 

Rev. Hozen was called and did not 
return. Only Intermittent services 
were held until the year 1895. The 
church records are not clear on 
the question just when the present 
building was erected. A statement 
Is made that during Rev. W. P. 
Dickey's pastorate, the building 
was erected and furnished by the 
Ladies Aid Society. Rev. Dickey's 
jiastorate ended in 1901.

Rev. F. T. Charlton held a series 
of meetings in the church during 
February of 1903, and afterwards 
became pastor in August of 1922 
and was here for some time.

In reading over the old records 
of the church, one can easily sense 
the many hardships of the faith­
ful in an isolated section, few in 
number, and to them nfust be giv­
en great credit for having accom­
plished much under the most try­
ing circumstances. At the present

time a church Is being completed 
that is a monument to the efforts 
of these faithful followers of the 
lowly Nazarine. What a pity that 
those of years long agone could 
not now see what they helped to 
build. Let us hope that they do 
know and that they are permitted 
to rejoice with the present mem­
bership when the new church 
home is dedicated.

There is one pleasing feature to 
note in reading over the old church 
records, the names of those ap­
pearing thereon years ago remain 
to this day if still living here. The 
responsibilities Of church duty has 
been Inculcated into the minds of 
the children and thoy have j^rown 
up in the faith. Many of the pres- 
entday leaders of the church work 
were Sunday school children back 
In the beginning of the present 
century. This church has been a 
powerful factor in the Upbuilding 
of our community. They have done 
their work well without ostenta­
tion or show. Their untiring ef­
forts and constant upward trend 
has brought them admiration from 
the citizens of our Hectlon who 
are their neighbors, friends and 
well wishers.

Most poultry raisers try to raise 

a bunch of early chicks. Every

year we find a greater number of 
people depending upon commerci­
al hatcheries or specialty breeders 
for their baby chicks, instead of 
getting a few at a time in the old 
haphazard sitting-hen way. This is 
good practical economy; chicks 
can be bought cheaper, in the long 
run, than they can be hen-hatch­
ed at home. I f  this seems doubtful, 
figure in the time lost by the sit­
ting hen from egg production, the 
weight she loses, the time you 
spend with her, and all in all you 
are the loser.

Furthermore, the time is here 
when one can buy anything want­
ed in the line of chicks- from 
broilers to prospective Madison 
Square Garden winners.

For severalsyeara we have ad­
vocated raising summer and fall 
chicks, principally for broilers. 
We are told by those who do so 
that profits are very satisfactory. 
A far greater number of />ur hat­
cheries are now operating through 
summer and fall to meet the de­
mand for late chicks.

Chicks hatched in late summer 
and early fall grow more rapidly 

J than those hatched during the ear- 
ller part of the hot weather sea­
son. At this period the weather is 
still warm, and vegetation Is get­
ting a fresh start from the first 
fall rains, so that good green food 
is plentiful.

At this season the chicks devel­
op rapidly, and before the first

cold period of winter they are fully 
feathered and well grown. There
is less trouble from vermin at this
season; there Is practically noth­
ing to hold the young chicks back 
and keep them from quick, heal­
thy growth.

Owing to the fact that there will 
be an unusual shortage of pulletp, 
late chicks this year will prove a 
better investment than ever; this 
Is one of the strongest arguments 
for making a general practice of 
raising late chicks.

By early spring these chicks 
will be six or seven months old, 
and should be fully matured and 
ready for laying. Late summer and 
fall hatched pullets, as a rule, lay 
throughout the following summer, 
and aeldom molt until late the 
next fall. There may be those who 
will say It is poor practice to use 
late pullets, but we are finding 
that It is more a question of pro­
per feeding and care than the 
matter of age.

An advantage of raising late 
chicks that is not so often thought 
about is that there Is no outlay 
for extra equipment. The same 
equipment used In spring for the 
early chicks can be used with sat­
isfaction. Even supposing it be­
came necessary to buy some addi­
tional equipment and provide some 
extra housing, we believe it would 
be well worth while, and the cost 
soon made up from the profits the 
late chicks brought It.”
