Marvin Jones Is
Heard On Monoplies
In Debatmg Biil

Makes Plea l'or Prnduct-r And
Warns Against Lax Law
Enforcement

In his speech before Congress in
discussing tbe Haugen bill to im-
pose a tax on butter substitutes,
Congressman Marvin Jones of this
district took occasion to point out
some of the defects in enforcement
of laws already passed. Mr. Jones
is of the opinion that centraliza-
tion of authority in Washington

has caused trusts, combines and
monoplies to disregard the law
rather than check them.

“lI want to take a plea for a

change in the order of things,” he

said, “law already enacted are not
being properly enforced, and mer-

He was honest 'gers. chain organizations, and hold-

ing companies have been alowed to
develop until the yeomanry of the
country is being destroyed.

“I have repeatedly warned as to
these dangers, but those in charge
of the machinery of government
have refused to take heed.”

Congressman Jopes said the
rights of the states must be recog-
nized and state local control pre-
served in all except those rights of
a strictly national character.

“There must be a curbing of the
mergers, combinations and holding
companies and the gambling on
the exchanges,” h e continued.
“These tremendous concerns are
gsetting prices and dictating terms
to smaler concerns all over the

country and in every
business life. The independent con-
cern is being compeled to fight for
its life, and individual rights are
being lost."”

Says Measure “Packers Bill”

The Texan told his colleagues
that he believed the laws aginst
unfair methods should be enforced
and wherever necessary, strength-
ened, thus protecting the right of
the individual to fair play. *

“I am not opposed to big busi-
ness, I glory in the accomplish-
ments of American business men,
but these accomplishments must
and should be kept within the
terms of law and business of what
ever nature must be made to deal
fairly. There can be no other way
to permanent prosperity,” he con-
cluded.

Getting back to the discirssion of
the Haugen bill, Congressman
Jones referred to it as a “‘packers’
bill.” “That bill would permit pack-
ers to manufacture their products
at one-fourth cent a pound tax,
and would impose a tax of 10
cents a pound on independent
manufacturers of oleomargarine,
eventually putting them out of
business,’ he stated.

Congressman John C. Ketham,
of Michigan, one of the proponents
of the Haugen bill, addressed him-
self to the Democratic members of
the South and Southwest, as those
most interested in cotton growing.

“I am submitting figures to you
to show that the proceeds from
the sale of cotton seed oil to manu-
facturers of oleomargarine and
similar products were $2,817,320
and the sale of cottonseed for the
purpose of feeding dairy cattle to-
taled $107,870,000 a year,” he
stated. ;

An
historical picture or a picture with
a thought provoking theme to be
placed as a part of the study cen-
ter, etc. Too sharp contrasts in
pictures of the same room were to
be avoided. If a picture of a Ma-
dona and Child predominated, no
scenes of hunters bringing in their
kill were to be used, nor were
tradgic scenes to be adjacent. Such
pictures being fit only for occa-
sional moods and not to be lived
with constantly were to bé hung
in a place less frequented. One
picture to give a pleasing note of
brilliagt color contrasting to the
room colors was advocated.
