George Collins Favors

France Higher Wages

While Touring in Europe

(By George P. Collins)

Paris—Living costs here are
quite cheap to an American. For
around a dolalr you can get a good
room without a bath-—-in many
French hotels you couldn't get a
room with bath for a million dol-
lars. Meals come to as much as you
wish to pay and it depends entire-
ly on the class of restaurant you
patronize. You pay for everything
ordered; that is, there is a charge
for bread and another for butter,
etc. A desirable cut of meat can
be had for about fifteen cents a
portion, and the other trimmings
for a meal may bring it up to
double that.
The French are great for roast
veal and you see very little heef
ordered. They eat sparingly of po-
strong for peas,
string beans and spinach (petit

French words for these vegetables.
I have never eaten these vege-

| tables prepared as tastily as the

French get them up. It would bhe
easy to go on a vegetarian diet in
France. Asparagus is popular but
is served cold as a salad. T he
stalks are huge, eight or =o inches
long and an inch in diameter.

If you order wine with your
meal, a decanter of plain water is
served with it and the French
nearly always dilute the wine with
an equal portion of water. The
usual table wine is but little
stronger than our grape juice. Un-
less wine is ordered you generally
have a hard time to get any drink-
ing water.

When in Paris four years ago
we failed to get time to go up to
the top of Eiffel tower, the tallest
structure in the world built by man
and just short of 1,000 feet above
the ground. It is built entirely of
steel beams and the top is reached
by three stages of elevators. Each
cage holds twenty or more people
and goes up slowly, depositing its
cargo on floors at the different
heights. There are restaurants,
cafes, curio stores, photo shops
and dancing pavillions on these
floors.

From the top you can get a view
of all of Paris as well as the
woods and farm lands surrounding
it for many miles out. While not
comparable to many other famous
views over the world, it is a sight
well worth while and especially
does it help you to locate the va-
rious regions of Paris. These sec-
tions of the city become a mere
haze in your mind if you never
leave the pavement as the streets
are nearly all diagonal and you
lose all sense of direction before
you have gone a couple of blocks.

Early one Sunday afternoon we
taxied to the Seine river to take
a fast boat up the stream to Su-
rennes (pronounced Sur-en), where
an American cemetery is located
and which contains the grave of
John Raymond O'Hara, of Car-
rington, N. D.,, my home town.
Some years before T had visited
four American cemeteries in the
Belleau Woods region on this same
mission, not knowing in which
cemetery he was buried.

I was doomed to disappointment
again. Arriving at Suresnes just
before 5 o’clock, we found that the
cemetery was closed to the public
promptly at 5 so we did not have
time for even a rush visit.

The river ride up the Seine
proves very interesting, giving you
glimpses of Paris and its environs
that you get in no other way.
You go past the Bleriot and other

m:utoundltlon. It is a colossal

statue but many times smaller
than the Statue of Liberty present-
ed by the French people to Ameri-
ca and which now graces New
York harbor.

On one bank of the Seine is the
Longchamps race course, well-
known in America because it is
here that Paris counterers often
display their new models on man-
nikins. Racing was in progress this
Sunday afternoon and so many
Parisians had hired taxicabs for
their trip that uptown there was a
scarcity. The parked autos took up
miles of space all lround the race
course,

Disembarking at Suresnes we
found a scene of great activity. Tt
was a beautiful warm spring day
and the young people were all
dancing. Although the pavilions
were in buildings the floors were
packed to the very limit and re-
sembled very much the scene of a
bowery dance in the states on a
4th of July evening.

It is hilly and beautifully wood-
ed around Supresnes and while I
did not get to see the cemetery
where many American boys are
buried I am certain that its set-
ting is majestic and that our gov-
ernment keeps it up ir that same
beautiful way that the other Am-
erican cemeteries in France are

kept.
It is surprising that with so
many Americans in Paris the

French people take little interest
in learning to speak English. I n
the largest stores in terpreters are
furnished shoppers and in most
places you can make yourself un-
derstood.

The American and English resi-

dent and floating population in
Paris is so large that four daily |
papers are published in English.
The Chicago Tribune and N e w

and the Paris Times is an inde-
don Daily Mail publishes a conti-
nental edition in Paris.

Wherever you go over this old
world two outstanding American
products confront yon the Ford
auto and the Hollywood movie.

Little has been said in the Uni-
ted States about Ford's method of
opening direct negotiations with
members of the house of commons
in England the matter of a con-
ference to iron out differences
there was a hue and cry raised in
both countries that such negotia-
tions should be carried. on alone
through the state department.

In nearly all countries we visit-
ed, however, we found that agents
for Henry Ford were making di-
rect propositions to governments
wherein the Detroit manufacturer
would agree to build them a speci-
fied number of miles of concrete
highway in return for the country
admitting his auto products free

of all tariff for a term of years. If |

he is able to conclude such

rangements he will get a big ad- |

vantage over most other manufac-

turers, no matter in what country |
|

they are located.

American autos now sell abroad |

at 50 per cent to 100 per cent over
the prices in America, the differ-
ence being due to varying tariffs
and transportation costs. T h e
cheapest auto in France, the small-
est model made by Citroen, sells
for over $750 and is not near the
car the Ford is.

Without tariffs Ford or other
American manufacturers could
gobble up the auto business of the
world, unquestionably.

One of the big ideas Ford is now
working on is to manufacture his
products abroad, partly for the
greater profits he can make and
partly because he is convinced that
American high wage scales will do
more for the economic liberation of
laboring people in Europe than
anything else that can be done for
them. He is probably right. Am-
erica is great and prosperous to-
day because high wages and short
hours have made it possible for
our laboring people to become
great consumers of manufactured

products. That keeps the wheels
of industry moving.
It is conspicuous in foreign

countries that their prosperity can
not approach ours because they
lack a prosperous consuming pub-
lic. I made no special observations
but in all France I recall seeing
but one aerial. Later over in Ger-
many I also saw but one detached
house equipped for radio.
Compare that with the number
of aerials you will see in any Am-
erican village. The same is true of
autos. The great bulk of them in
M lands are used for txis. The

and hundreds upon hundreds of
thousands of men and women will
be given higlhy profitable employ-
ment making things by quantity
production methods that are now
turned out by slow, tedious hand
work,

I have become a great convert
to the theory of high wages as the

real basis for solid national pros-
perity. It is so conspicuous aboard
that low wages do not make even
the employer prosperous that one
must realize the economic value of
higher pay and more leisure. One
of the greatest drawbacks to the
growth and prosperity of South
Africa, for instance, is that the
labor system js based on negro
labor paid twenty-five cents a day.
If the negro was paid $2.50 a day
he would have just ten times his
present buying capacity and mar-
kets would be created for an un-
limited number of things that
would give employment to thous-
ands of others.

The American movie is cussed
and discussed all over the world.
Today it is erjoying a virtual world
monopoly. French, English and
German film firms fight the Am-
erican movies at every turn and
are doing their best to keep them
from their home markets. The
Europeans insist that for every
certain number of American films
allowed to be imported into their
country, the Americans must agree
to buy a lesser number of foreign
made films.
