While Clarendon has a Board of 
Directors, the secretary of the 
Chamber of Commerce has been 
held responsible for collections 
supporting the band so far as surh 
support came from the regular 
Board, individuals and the Cham­
ber of Commerce. The regular 
band Board will take over all re­
sponsibility for financing the band 
after May 1st as the Chamber of 
Commerce directors do not feel 
that it is a part of the regular 
work of their organization.

Certified Seed
Better Seed Fart of Plan 

For Diversified Money 
Crops This Season

Encouraged by county agent T. 
E. Broun to plant better seed and 
diversify to the limit, a large num­
ber of Donley county farmers will 
plant nothing but certified seed 
this season. Mr. Broun states that 
the better seed will cost but a few 
cents more per acre and will pay 
handsome returns.

During the past week A. W. 
Simpson stocked 2000 pounds of 
certified row crop seed as a,speci­
al favor for his farm customers, 
proposing to sell them practically 
at cost in order that more feed 
may be produced this season near 
home.

The Eads produce house of Hed­
ley also stocked about 500 pounds 
of row crop certified seed at the 
same time. Both of these firms 
have been encouraged to keep cer­
tified seed according to a state­
ment of the County Agent Satur­
day, and will sell them at a price 
every farmer can afford.

Only three firms In Texas make 
a specialty of certified seed at this 
time and all of them are said to 
be located In West Texas, one of 
the largest being near Lubbock.

The use of home grown, stand­
ard packed fruits, meats and vege­
tables will be encouraged at every 
opportunity thus affording a direct 
outlet to the supply of our local 
people bringing returns directly to 
our farms. The prices asked for 
4-H labeled goods will be the same 
as that of standard brand goods 
sold by the grocer.

This idea of creating a home 
demand for home products of 
fruits, vegetables, meats, butter 
and other farm products is one of 
the many original ideas of Miss 
Harvey Thompson.

It is her urgent request that 
j  standard recipes only be used that 
the goods may be saleable, and 
that since the banks and others 
have offered to assist in the mat­
ter of distribution, farmers and 
their women folks should get busy 
and plant with a view of meeting 
the expectations of those who 
have kindly consented to help 
them.

Finding a market for their pro­
ducts has been the biggest hind­
rance to farm women of this coun­
ty. They have demonstrated their 
ability on many occasions and it 
is thought that with a united e f­
fort, 1930 will be a record-breaker 
in bringing the profits back to the 
producer where it rightly belongs.

Uncle Will Dodd R a i d s  
“ Shine”  Stills. But Carries 

No Artillery

Who ever heard of a moonshine 
still raider who didn't carry artil­
lery?

Well there's one down in Walker 
county, and he's making a real 
success of his job.

His name is J. W. Dodd, but he 
goes generally by the title of "Un­
cle Will."

Newspapers term him a male 
Carrie Nation, who, although a 
private citizen of 70, finances his 
own depredations on moonshiners 
and claims more destroyed stills 
than any other person in the Uni 
ted States.

He lives in the little community 
of Nauvoo, and operates a farm of 
15,000 acres.

For several years, “Uncle Will” 
has been worried by tenants using 
his farm for distilling. Occasional 
arrests did not seem to clear the 
difficulty, so the story goes.

Three months ago, Uncle Will 
gathered bis sons, grandsons, and 
a deputy sheriff and announced he 
was going to rid the Nauvoo hflls 
of the liquor traffic. With the 
roads impassable for automobiles, 
he hitched two mules to a wagon 
and set forth.

He soon had 17 complete stills 
chopped up in his store and as the 
list grew he lost track of the 
count.

"We have not captured many 
men but we have seized practically 
all the stills in the community,” 
he says. “ I have sent the wildcat­
ters word I will get every still 
they put up in our community and 
get It before they can sour the 
mash.

Since he started his campaign, 
Mr. Dodd has been joined by other 
ardent drys and has inspired still 
others. One woman went out 
alone, found the still she was seek­
ing and a man working with his 
beer. Giving chase she shouted, “ I 
am going to see who you are, you 
scoundrel.”

Other women content themsel­
ves with sending Mr. Dodd infor­
mation on stills. He estimates the 
combined capacity of the stills he 
seizes 1 s about 3,000 gallons 
weekly.

And here is his prohibition phil­
osophy:

" I  don't carry a gun. Why 
should I?  The wildcatters are not 
bad people, they are my friends 
and trade at my store, or at my

son's store rather since I  have re­
tired. I am doing this work to 
save the boys and girls and to 
benefit the wildcatters and their 
families. I have been neglecting to 
do my duty other so-called prohi­
bitionists and officers are neglect­
ing to do their full duty. I f  we get 
after the bpotleggers and wildcat­
ters in the right way we will find 
plenty of volunteers to help us. 
The trouble with most of us and 
most of the officers is that we 
have not been doing our duty.” 

There are two kinds of prohibi­
tionists he says. "Don’t wait for 
favorable weather to go after the 
stills. I went out in Othe cold and 
snow with one leg swollen with 
rheumatism but my health Is bet­
ter now than It has been during 
the past few years.”—Huntsville, 
Ala. News.

Ware Will Beware of Old 
Method of Row Crop

In an effort to coax from mother 
earth a livlihood, or at least a 
greater part of it, and some profit 
besides, J. E. Ware is starting off 
the seasonal crop preparation on 
the contour method of farming his 
rows round the hill rather than up 
and down.

The Ware farm is probably the 
only one in this section where the 
contour plan is to be faithfully 
followed. The owner believes It 
to be better than a terrace plan 
though he has terraced along with 
the contour idea. The big idea is 
to make the old hillside produce 
the stuff.

When asked Saturday as to just 
what varieties of crops he would 
tryout this season, Mr. Ware turn 
ed to the County Agent and said, 
“tell him Broun” . That looks a bit 
like Broun was to furnish the 
brains and Ware the labor on a 
team work that will be watched 
with interest.

Ware is a good farmer, a good 
manager and understands all that 
goes along with farming, but he 
also wants to take advantage of 
the knowledge of the County 
Agent having learned the most im­
portant lesson of all—a willing­
ness to gather ideas from the oth­
er fellow.

•Both men named the following 
as a partial list of what was to be 
planted: oats to be followed later 
with alfalfa, cotton, cane, maize, 
kaffir, hegari, peanuts, melons, 
canteloupes and a few other things. 
Ware is a strong beliver in certi­
fied seed and had corn, maize and 
kaffir seed Saturday when last 
seen getting ready to start to his

farm home some six miles 
west of town.
