Drouth Broken 
Over Donley County 

And West Texas
Rains Cover Wide Area And

1’iit to Resl Famine Fears 
of Several States

The most widespread drouth in 
the Lnited States since her settle­
ment by the white race became a 
matter of history the past week 
when rains visited the central 
states south to the gulf.

Rains during the same |>eriod 
visited Texas over a wide area ex­
tending to the western border and 
beyond. Donleyeounty received 
her share of the moisture though 
heavy rains fell only in limited 
sections anywhere.

Several heavy showers over the 
county the past week practically 
covered the territory insuring a 
feed crop and present indications 
ire that the dry spell has broken.

According to information gath- 
sredthe past few days, there will 
ot* mure wheat and rye sowed in 
Donley county this fall than ever 
before. The increase is dueto pas­
ture requirements as late summer 
rains were not sufficient to pro­
duce grass.

Crops, while short, will no doubt 
surprise many as farmers are es­
timating a seventy-five percent av­
erage at this time. Cotton is being 
estimated at less than a fourth of 
a bale averaged over the county.

The north-east and eastern sec­
tions of the county will produce an 
average of something near a half 
bale and easily average a quarter 
over the entire area. Feed crops in 
the same section are good and the 
melon and pea crops have been o f 
such a quality as to find a ready 
market bringing hundreds of dol­
lars into the county the past two 
months.

Fossils Point to Antiquity of 
American Civilization

Primitive man lived in America at 
a vastly earlier time than has been 
generally believed by most scien­
tists.

This is the conclusion that has 
been drawn from "new and strik­
ing" evidence gathered by J. D. 
Figgins and aHrold J. Cook, scien­
tists of the Colorado Museum of 
Natural History here, who have in­
vestigated the western discoveries 
of'arrowheads and other artifacts 
showing human handiwork.

In Pleistocene Era
Instead of dating back only 

soma 8,000 to 25,000 years, the 
time when most archaeologists an 
anthropologists say the Indian 
came to America from Asia, these 
human relics, because of their as­
sociation with extinct animals and 
geological deposits of known an­
tiquity, are assigned to the geolo­
gical period that scientists know as 
the Pleistocene. That was the time 
of the great ice age; when north­
eastern America was periodically 
covered with an immense glacier 
and when prehistoric elephants and 
mastodons roamed the land. It 
was from 25,00 to a'million years 
ago.

From three localities have evi­
dences of human antiquity on the 
American continent been obtained. 
They are Frederick, Tillman coun­
ty, Okla., Colorado, iMtchell coun­
ty, Texas; and Folsom, Union 
county, N. M.

Arrowheads Are Found
From all three sites, arrowheads 

have been unearthed in close asso­
ciation with extinct animals. Along 
Lone Wolf-creek, near the town of 
Colorado, Tejtas, flood water ex­
posed the bones of an extinct spe­
cies of bison, and while large block 
of the earth in which they were 
imbedded were being removed for 
transportation to the museum, 
thr arrowheads totally unlike those 
in any known collections, were 
found beneath a nearly complete 
skeleton. The arrowheads were of 
grayish flint, tin and not notched.

At Folsom, N. M., fossil bones 
were discovered on the extraordi­
nary altitude of 7,000 feet, and 
among the fossil bones were found 
two arrowheads similar to those 
found in Colorado. The bones were 
identified as those of three hitherto 
unknown and extinct species of bi­
son and an ancient deer-like ani­
mal. Discovery of this deposit was 
made through the interest and ob­
servation of Fred Howarth and 
Carl Schwachheim. An exact geo­
logical determination of the age of 
the deposit has not been made, but 
it is believed to be late Pleistocene. 

When- Evidence is Richest 
The localities richest in evidence 

of ancient man in America is near 
Frederick, Okla., F. G. Priestly 
lead an article by Mr. Cook, call­
ing attention to the possibility of 
ancient man having existed in Am­
erica. He realized that arrowheads 
end stone grinding implements 
that were being uncovered from 
time to time by steam shovels in a 
sand and gravel pit might be of 
some interest. With the co-opera­
tion of A. H. Hollman, owner of 
the gravel pit, he reported the dis­
covery to Mr. Cook, who with Mr. 
Figgins, promptly Investigated.

There they found three distinct 
layers of deposits, and in a very 
short time, two arrowheads and 
seven metates, primitive grinding 
implements, were excavated from 
the pit. Those working in the pit 
remembered other stones that had, 
before realization of this signifi­
cance, been thrown away. With the 
artifacts, as in the other cases, re­
mains of extinct animals were 
found, and eight feed above the 
level at which the grinding stones 
nearest the sun ace were discover­
ed, there were found remains of 
the mammoth, Including numerous 
teeth. This is consluered strong evi 
dence of the great entiquity of the 
arowheads and the metates. A rep­
resentative of the Colorado Muse­
um of Natural History is now lo­
cated at the gravel pit to collect 
and preserve any other such finds.

Inspection of the arrowheads 
discovered shows them to be prim­
itive, and yet the man who made 
the mmust have progressed consid­
erably in culture, according to Mr. 
Figgins. Mr. Cook has made a 
careful study of the geology of 
the three places wehere discover­
ies were made and he has express­
ed himself as "convinced of con­
temporaneous association" of the 
prtifacts with Pleistocene deposits 
and animal remains “surprising as 
such a culture at that time may 
seem."

“Take it if you like," says 
Mother Nature. "There will be 
some charge for it. But don't you 
worry about the cost. I will see 
that you pay.”

And she does see that you pay— 
with a ruined stomach, or a lost 
job, or something of the kind. Old 
Mother Nature's collection depart­
ment is perfect. She has no bad

debts-—collects from everybody— 
says little about it -and often 
tricks you into thinking that you 
have carried off something for no 
nothing. But you haven't. You 
can’t steal anything. There is no 
shoplifting around her place.

But don’t yelp now if people 
shy away from you. distrust you, 
and don’t like to have you around.

Are you so engrossed in your 
own personal advancement that 
you have no time for family or 
friends? Very well. That’s j ’ours. 
But don’t kick if nobody loves you. 
You have bought the privilege of 
placing a lone hand in the game of 
life, and you will have to look to 
yourself for all the approval, all 
the affection. Don’t expect any­
thing from others. You bought 
what you wanted—now you can 
pay for It. I f  the bargain was a 

j bad one, don’t blame other people. 
I The selection was yours.

I am not going to list all the 
| goods procurable in Old Mother 
Nature’s shop. aMny of them are 
valuable and many are useless. I
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am merely suggesting that you 
look over jrour purchases, find out 
what they are costing j-ou, and see 
what kind of a buyer you are.

At least the super­
intendent said he aid, and wanted 
him back again the following sum­
mer.

My hope is that you will have a 
variety of things for him to do, 
such as collecting advertising copy 
correcting proofs, running errands 
of all sorts and perhaps doing 
some reporting along with it. I 
warn you that he doesn't write as 
simplj' and sincerely as he did two 
or three years ago. But I know 
that the rigorous blue pnecil will 
show him how easy it is to kill ad­
jectives.

"The Church School"
The true Sunday school is the 

Church-School of Jesus Christ, en­
gaged in systematic study and 
teaching of the word of God for 
three great purposes: to bring into 
the Ixxiy of Christ those within the 
membership of the Sunday school, 
who are not members of the 
church; to train up those who are 
in Christ into a full grown Know­
ledge and appropriation of the 
riches which are their’s because 
they are Christ's and to send into 
the world fully equipped, victori­
ous soul-winners who shall be 
Christ's living epistles to those 
who do not yet know him. The 
purpose of the Bible School, Sun­
day Sch(K>l or Church School is 
Bible Study for justification, sane 
tification, and service.

The Sunday school is a great

deal more than is implied by cer­
tain oft-used phrases, such as "a  
department of the church" “ the 
nursery of the church" "the church 
of tomorrow” etc. It is the church 
instructing the school and striv­
ing to lead its members to accep­
tance of and service for the Sav­
iour. It is well that at last the 
school is coming to be looked up­
on not as some side work of the 
church, but an institution to which 
all church-members should be at­
tached by membership or in active 
work, and the view is strongly held 
that neither the "Cradle Roll" nor 
the “ Home Department" should be 
neglected.

Our main objective in the church 
school or Sunday school work 
should be the instructing of the 
scholars in thet ruths and lofty 
principles of God’s word, that they 
may be led to make the great sur­
render to Christ, and present to 
Him their consecrated talents on 
the altar of service. To this end 
Sunday school teachers must exer­
cise great care, lest other themes 
distract them from the teaching of 
the Scriptures. Sunday school 
teachers must have great faith in 
their messages, and above all they 
must have a message for the chil­
dren if they hope to hold attention 
and to build up classes for Christ. 
The teacher without a message is 
like a hunter without ammunition. 
They must believe the Bible to bo 
the word of God, and never sound 
a note of doubt They must hold up 
the Lord Jesus Christ before their 
scholars’ eyes as the only Saviour 
of mankind. Above a]] they must 
live the lesson on the street, that 
they teach in the Classes on Sun­
day In this way the Sunday school 
may be made the most evangelis­
tic agency in the church Cultivate 
the habit of attending church and 
Bible School each Lord's day.

MOB L \W AND JURY SYSTEMS

Judd Mortimer Lewis in Houston 
Post-Dispatch: "Mob law is some­
times necessary in Sourth Caroli­
na,” says the caption of an editori­
al in the Greer (S. C. 1 Tribune, 
and the editor goes on to say: “ It ’s 
nice to say ‘let the law take its 
course,’ and we believe in orderly 
justice, provided justice is ever 
meted, but these newspapers and 
every other citizen of South Caro­
lina know that the majority of 
criminals come up to the bar of 
justice and through some hocus 
pocus. loophole, technicality, bond 
delivery or whatnot, gets away or 
else is given a term’ of years and 
later pardoned by political manipu­
lation with the governor and be­
comes a repeater.”

We do not agree with the head­
line. In Texas we have had death 
sentences commuted to life im­

prisonment when the criminal 
richly deserves to go to the chair. 
We have a case before the courts 
now where a man was sentenced 
to death for murder, his sentence 
was commuted, he escaped and 
took the life of an officer of the 
law, was resentenced to death, was 
found to have become insane, was 
tried for sanity, the jury disagreed 
and now the law doesn't seem to 
know what to do with him.

A young man was convicted of 
criminal assault in Palestine and 
drew a suspended sentence of five 
years, one has just been convicted 
in Houston of criminal assault and 
given a five-year suspended sen­
tence. One would think the cul- 
print would at least be ordered to 
remain home at night for a week 
or ten days. A man has just re­
cently been convicted in a Texas 
court of having brutally hacked a 
young woman to death, and he is 
sentenced to three years in the pen 
itentiary; out of two juries which 
tried him, 17 thought he should be 
executed, three thought he should 
be imprisoned for life, three thot j 
he should be imprisoned for three 
years, and one thought that he 
should be acquitted. The tail wag­
ged the dog and those who favored 
the three years won, and the state 
and decency lost.

Our jury trials seem to be a 
farce. I f  we can not so remodel our 
rules of court precedure as to en­
able our courts to approximate the 
efficiency of English courts, we 
should like to see them changed 
so that the findings of the major­
ity of the jurors sitting on a case 
would be mandatory on the bal­
ance of the Jury. Under no circum­
stances should a mob administer 
punishment for Infraction of the 
law. Under n o circumstances 
should mob attempt to minister! 
justice until the courts have had ! 
an opportunity to do so and fail- '

ed. A mob is blind unreasoning 
passion running riot. The mob does 
not always get the real culprit. No 
mob has ever lynched a Juror so 
far as we know. The abuses of jus­
tice under which all states as well 
as South Carolina suffer must be 
corrected by legislation. They can 
not be cured by mobs.
