Unemployment is sa'u to be 
the cause of this condition Dry 
weather until recently destroyed a 
greater part of the cantaloupe un t 
water melons, and offerings in 
both lines will be short until a new 
crop grows.

In former years, truck crops of 
peas, tomatoes, etc. have found a 
ready market in the plains towns, 
but this market has been short this 
season also due to unemployment 
of consumers of former years.

Heavy rains over the county the 
past several days has helped crop 
conditions somewhat and some 
farmers believe that the crop a- 
verage will be about 80 percent of 
normal.

Some planting of fall and winter 
pasturage has been made. With 
the rise of prices of dairy products, 
it is believed that this industry will 
increase considerably during the 
fall.

More home canning is being done 
■it this time than ever before. Va­
rieties in general are being canned 
for future use, and for sale should 
a market develop. The county has 
far more hogs than last season 
which will in part furnish a mar­
ket for grains “on fourfeet."

PROPOSING A CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT 

'lO BE VOTED ON NOVEMBER 8, 1982
Be It resolved by the Legislature of the State of Texas:

Section I. That Section 14 of Article 8 of the Constitution of Texas 
be amended so as to hereafter read as follows:

"Section 14. There shall be elected by the qualified electors of each 
county at the same time and under the same law regulating the elec­
tion of State and County officers, an Assessor and Collector of Taxes, 
who shall hold his office, for two (2) years and until his successor is 
elected and qualified; and such Assessor and Collector of Taxes shall 
perform all the duties with respect to assessing property for the pur­
pose of taxation and of collecting taxes as may be prescribed by the 
Legislature."

Sec. 2. That Section 16, of Article 8, of the Constitution of Texas 
be so amended as to hereafter read as follows:

“Section 16. The sheriff of each county in addition to his other 
duties shall be the Assessor and Collector of Taxes therefor; but, in 
counties having ten thousand (10,000) or more inhabitants, to be 
determined by the last preceding census of the United States, an Asses­
sor and Collector of Taxes shall be elected to hold office for two (2) 
years and until his successor shall be elected and qualified."

Sec. 3. The foregoing Constitutional amendment shall be submitted 
to the qualified electors of the State on the next geniral election to be 
held on the first Tuesday after the first Monday in November, 1932.

PROPOSING A CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT 

TO BE VOTED ON NOVEMBER 8, 1932
Be it resolved by the Legislature of the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Article VI of the Constitution of the State of Texas 
be amended by adding thereto Section 3a, which shall read as follows 

“ Sec. 3a. When an election is held by any county, or any number 
of counties, or any political sub-division of the State, or any political 
sub-division of a county, or any defined district now or hereafter to be 
described and defined within the State and which may or may not in­
clude towns, villages or municipal corporations, or any city, town or 
village, for the purpose of issuing bonds or otherwise lending credit, or 
expending money or assuming any debt, only qualified electors who 
own taxable property in the State, county, political sub-division, dis­
trict, city, town or village where such election is held, and who have 
duly rendered the same for taxation, shall be qualified to vote and all 
electors shall vote in the election precinct of their residence.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitutional amendment shall be submitted 
to the qualified electors of the State on the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November, 1932.

TEXAS REGISTERS WET

It is getting tiresome to have 
constantly to insist that Texas is 
dry, when indicator after indicator 
registers wet. The primary refer­
endum among the Democrats show 
a 2-to-l wet result. The State Ex­
ecutive Committee is wet. The de­
legation that went to Chicago 
couldn’t have voted wetter if it had 
been chosen in a brewery and prim 
ed with the aid of a bungstarter. 
Precinct conventions were confront 
ed Saturday with the demand that 
they Indorse the wet plank in the 
national platform and failure of 
dry majorities to agree resulted in 
rump conventions of wets who are, 
on the face of the situation, the 
regulars.

The referendum total is small 
in comparison with the total vote. 
But it will be the voice of the par­
ty, notwithstanding, and will be 
urged for acceptance as the voice 
of the State. The wets have the 
Democratic party of Texas exactly 
where they want it, and the men 
who have been shouting that pro­
hibition is not the test of party 
loyalty are now making antipro­
hibition the test of it.

The leadership of the dry side 
since the death of William Jenn­

ings Bryan and that of Wayne B. 
Wheeler has been deplorably weak. 
In Texas it looked as if Dan Moody 
would step in and assume the re­
sponsibility until A1 Smith took 
him in at Houston in 1928. Since 
then Jim Ferguson has kept him 
busy. Tom Love and his conscience 
decision, Attlcus Webb and his de­
bate challenges, and Alvin Moody 
and his biennial press notices have 
done their best, but there has been 
no flaming sword to flash in the 
sun, no tall white knight in the 
thick of the fray, no piercing bugle 
call to command the ear of the 
wavering. Meanwhile the sainted 
W. C. T. U. has been getting sain- 
ller and fewer as the reaping time 
goes relentlessly on—and the gen­
eration that knows not Joseph, the 
bartender of the old-time saloon, is

running for Congress and the Leg­
islature and getting the votes, too. 
The drys need action, to be sure; 
but they need most of all some­
body to tell them what to do.

"Sec. 13. Provision shall be made by the first Legislature for the 
speedy sale, without the necessity of a suit in Court, of a sufficient 
portion of all lands and other property for the taxes due thereon, and 
every year thereafter for the sale In like manner of all lands and other 
property upon which the taxes have not been paid; and the deed of 
conveyance to the purchaser for all lands and other property thus sold 
shall be held to vest a good and perfect title In the purchaser thereof, 
subject to be Impeached only for actual fraud; provided, that the for­
mer owner shall within two years from date of the filing for record of 
the Purchaser’s Deed have the right to redeem the land on the follow 
lng basis:

(1) Within the first year of the redemption period upon the pay­
ment of the amount of money paid for the land, Including One ($1.00) 
Dollar Tax Deed Recording Fee and all taxes, penalties, interest and 
costs paid plus not exceeding twenty-five (25%) per cent of the ag­
gregate total.”

(2) Within the last year of the redemption period upon the pay 
ment of the amount of money paid for the land, including One ($1.00) 
Dollar Tax Deed Recording Fee and all taxes, penalties, interest and 
cost paid plus not exceeding fifty (50%) per cent of the aggregate 
total.”

Sec. 2. That the foregoing Constitutional Amendment shall be sub­
mitted to a vote of the qualified electors of this State at an election to 
be held on the first Tuesday after the first Monday in November 
A. D. 1932.
