Gardeners Urged 
To Swat Aphids

When young plants weaken, or 
leaves curl up and thicken, aphids 
or plant lice have moved in on 
your Victory garden. H M. Breed­
love, County Agent for the A&M 
College Extension Service, says 
they are smaller than the average 
garden insect pest. They have soft 
bodies, and many are green in 
color, some pink and others brown 
and black.

Aphids are greedy and destruc­
tive. They concentrate on leafy 
vegetables which are good sources 
of minerals and vitamins for hu­
mans. This means cabbage, kale, 
turnips, lettuce, broccoli and col- 
lards. But no plant is too small for 
a hungry aphid to pass up. A 
slightly larger breed purlers peas.

Aphids cluster at the ends of 
twigs and shoots, on the under 
side of leaves and along plant 
stems. They are sap suckers.

The ammunition to shoot at 
these pests is a mixture of nico­
tine sulphate and common soap. 
Use one teaspoonful of the poison 
to a gallon of water, and shave up 
a one-inch cube of mild laundry 
soap and mix into the liquid. 
Spray a few plants and if the mix­
ture draws together in drops a 
little more soap is needed.

To destroy aphids the trick is to 
actually get the spray mixture on 
their bodies You cannot get poi­
son into their stomachs as with in­
sects which chew their food. De­
stroy the first ones you see. The 
majority are females which ma­
ture in a few days and increase 
swiftly. They get in their most de­
structive work during cool, damp 
weather. Don’t let them get out of 
hand and sabotage yeur effort to 
grow food.

Three Flyers Uninjured In 
Forced Landing South O f 
Clarendon Sunday Night

Events of Sunday night will be 
long remembered by three flying 
service men from the Lubbock 
training center. Sent to Wichita, 
Kansas to bring a two-motor 
trainer plane to the Lubbock sta­
tion, the three young men began 
their return by air Sunday morn­
ing.

Coming south they encountered 
a heavy fog during the day and 
wandered over a large section try­
ing to get theif bearings. Shortly 
after midnight, they checked up 
and discovered that they had 
gasoline for only six minutes more 
of flying. All was dark below ex­
cept that they could see jagged 
peaks and knew landing was im­
possible.

Just about the time they had 
prepared to bail out, the clouds 
parted and they spied a dry creek 
bed, the only smooth streak for 
miles in any direction. This prov­
ed to be a small tributary of 
Campbell creek that empties into 
Red river some twenty miles 
above Heckman camp on the J. A. 
Ranch.

Neither of the three were injur­
ed as they "pancaked” on the dry 
sandbed with their landing gear 
folded up. The plane struck a sand 
bar, ripping off the two motors 
and completely wrecking the 
plane as it flipped over on its 
back. One of the men stated here 
Tuesday that they were given a 
warm ovation and loud applause 
by a band of coyotes. Otherwise it 
looked like a dreary place and 
eacn of the men were very thirsty

Two of them began a trek up

the creek to find a house. After 
walking some two hours, and 
finding no place to get water, they 
returned to the wrecked plane. 
The three took the valuable in­
struments from the plane and 
started down stream to attempt 
a contact with the outside world.

After some sixteen hours of 
walking and carrying about a 
hundred pounds of instruments, 
they came to the Heckman camp 
on the JA ranch late Monday af­
ternoon. In the meantime, they 
had filled up on gyp water, the 
only kind of shallow water in that 
section, and which was a stock 
watering.

At the Heckman camp Mrs. Sim 
Rhodes gave the lost flyers plenty 
of good water and, as they ex­
pressed it, “the best meal we ever 
ate!” Upon inquiry, they were 
surprised to discover that they 
had landed in Texas rather than 
the New Mexico desert as they 
had suspected all the time of their 
wandering.

The men were brought to Clat- 
endon Monday evening and re­
mained here until an officer came 
over from Lubbock to inspect the 
wreckage. Today, army trucks 
and wreckers are at the point of 
landing taking the plane apart to 
remove it to Lubbock.

The names of the parties are 
withheld by request. One was a 
Texan from the coast. Another 
was from Mississippi, and the 
third was content to let his home 
location remain a secret.

Prepare Early 
For Tomato 
Fruit Worm

Now that tomatoes are, or soon 
will be setting fruit, growers 
should prepare to fight the tomato 
fruit worm, says H,M. Bryedlpvc, 
County Agent, College Extension 
Service staff.

Tomatoes are the most economi­
cal and best all-round source of 
vitamin C. In addition, they are 
a valuable cash crop to Texas 
farmers.

An early application of poison 
is extremely important to check 
damage of worms. If the worms 
get into the tomatoes, poison will 
not reach them. For best results, 
start control treatment soon after 
the fruit is set, or about the time 
the tomatoes are the size of a 
marble. Dust the plants thorough­
ly with calcium or lead arsenate 
one part, and hydrated lime one 
part, or with a mixture of one part 
cryolite and two parts sulphur 
Dust at five to seven day intervals 
until about three weeks before 
the tomatoes ripen.

Unlike citrus, which also is a 
source of vitamin C, tomatoes do 
not lose the strength of the vita­
min in heating or canning. Don’t 
let the worms cut production.

NEW FARM MEAT 
REGULATIONS

New Meat-rationing regulations 
provide that a farmer and his 
family may consume meat raised 
on any farm he owns or operates, 
and may transfer meat from one 
of his farms to another to provide 
food for members of the house 
hold, without giving up ration 
points, even if the meat is not 
slaughtered on his farm. However, 
if the farm owner docs not live on 
a farm, he must give up ration 
points for any meat he consumes 
elsewhere. Under the original reg­
ulations, a farmer who brought 
his own cattle to a custom slaugh­
tering plant had to surrender red 
point stamps for the meal, while if 
he killed and dressed an animal 
himself the meat was “ration- 
free”. A farm or ranch employer 
who feeds his employees in a 
bunkhouse or dining hall may 
now use meat and other rationed 
food raised on his farm on the 
same basis us if the employees 
were fed in the household.

“Who Is Forging The Eternal

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Americans Buy More Than Eighteen 
Billion Dollars In War Bonds During 
Recent Second War Loan Drive

The persuasive power of a free 
press in influencing the ideas, at­
titudes and actions of free Ameri­
cans has never been more clearly 
demonstrated than in the 2nd War 
Loan. In this single drive our gov­
ernment needed to raise $13 Bil­
lion of extra money to finance a 
part of our "survive or perish 
war.’’ It hoped that at least 13 
Billion could be ruised in this 
drive; and that of this total at 
least 8 billion would be invested 
by non-bank investors.

Adequate Supply 
Of Roughage 
Needed

College Station— An adequate 
supply of roughage is (he founda­
tion upon which sound and eco­
nomical dairy farming is built, ac­
cording to O. C. Copeland, chief 
of the Division of Dairy Husband­
ry, Texas Agricultural Experi­
ment Station But, he adds, good 
producing cows need more feed 
nutrients than can be obtained 
from pastures, hay and silage 
alone. it | | |*-t

These additional feed require­
ments can best be supplied by 
farm grains and some high pro­
tein supplements such as cotton­
seed meal or soybean meal.

“Milk or butter fat cannot be 
produced at a profit over a period 
of time without pasturage and 
when grains have to be purchas­
ed,” Copeland declared. “Dairy 
cows can convert roughages into 
milk and butter fut which can be 
sold for more money than the 
original roughage.

“The next 30 days is the time in 
which farm grains should be 
planted to insure a sufficient 
amount of feed to carry dairy cat­
tle up to another crop year. Due 
to the shortage which now exists 
in nil types of carbohydrate grains 
and protein supplements, it is up 
to every Texas dairy farmer to 
produce as much of his own feed 
requirements as he possibly can 
with the acreage and farm facili­
ties at his command.

“The type of grain which should 
be produced will depend almost 
entirely upon the crop which is 
best suited climatically to any 
particular area. While corn is rec­
ognized generally as the best 
carbohydrate grain for dairy 
cows, wheat, barley and all the 
grain sorghums rank very close. 
In many parts of Texas grain sor­
ghums will out yield corn, espec­
ially in the more drouthy areas. 
Oats as a feed for dairy cows is 
not as desirable as the other

grains mentioned but should be 
planted in areas where the yield 
per acre is satisfactory, or when­
ever the price is in line with the 
other grains.

Farmers Proceed 
For Maximum 
Production

Texas farmers and ranchmen 
had the War Food Administration 
behind them this week as they 
continued their plans for maxi­
mum production under the Food 
for Freedom program.

With their sights on production 
of more food and feed than were 
produced during 1942, when all 
previous production records were 
exceeded, Texas’ 418,000 produc­
ers were faced with shortages of 
farm labor, and machinery and 
farm supplies, but recent reports 
from WFA indicate relief, B. F. 
Vance, chairman, Texas USDA 
Wah Board, explained.

Advised that the War Food Ad­
ministration had asked the War 
Production Board for 9,530 addi­
tional combines, 4,460 corn pickers 
and 2,000 pick-up balers to relieve 
the fall harvest problem and that 
most farm supplies would be ade­
quate for 1943, Vance called upon 
producers to plan to meet their 
food and feed goals which were 
pledged in the recent state-wide 
sign-up campaign.

Club Calves 
Exempt

Calves or cattle produced by 
members of 4-H Clubs and Future 
Farmers of America have been 
exempted from the custom 
slaughter provisions of maximum 
price regulation 169 by the Office 
of Price Administration.

The exemption was contained in 
a recent amendment to the regu­
lation. It is conditioned upon cer­
tification by a sworn statement 
from the club agent, county agri­
cultural agent, or vocational pro­
ject leader that such animals arc 
club animals, and written per­
mission being given for such ex­
emption from the local OPA dis­
trict office.

County Agent H. M. Breedlove 
of the A&M College Extension 
Service, interprets the amend­
ment to mean that buyers may 
obtain such animals at auction or 
private sale at whatever price 
they choose to pay. But when the 
meat enters the retail trade it 
must sell at or below the ceiling 
price for meat of that grade. 
Moreover, the slaughter of such 
animals may, if necessary, be 
charged against the civilian quota 
for the next quota period.

The amendment specifies that 
“club cattle or calves” means any 
cattle or calves which have been 
bred, raised and fed, or fed only, 
by a member of a 4-H or FFA 
club under the supervision of the 
Extension Service, or by an indi­
vidual participating in a vocation­
al agriculture project under the 
supervision of a vocational agri­
cultural teacher in any recognized 
vocational agricultural depart­
ment.

The exemption does not include 
club-produced swine. OPA ex­
plains, however, that it has receiv­
ed a request to expand it to in­
clude hogs.

Save Your Broiler 
Breeding Stock

Chicks which grow feathers fast 
is a good guide in selecting breed­
ing stock to produce better broil­
ers.

According to H. M. Breedlove, 
County Agent for the A AM Col­
lege Extension Service, chicks 
which grow feathers fast are the 
ones which reach market as broil­
ers free of pinfeathers. Fast 
feathering birds may be identified 
by a simple check of the number 
and size of the wing feather quills 
of day-old chicks. One with a 
wing showing seven well develop­
ed primary and seven well deve­
loped secondary sheaths will fea­
ther out with wing and tail feath­
ers long before the chick with 
shorter quills and only a few short 
secondaries.

Flesh being a primary factor in 
broilers, the meatier birds should 
be selected when the fast feather­
ing chicks are four to six weeks 
old At that.age they have made 
their best gains and it is easier to 
differentiate between the fast and 
slow growing ones than it is later.

Breeding stock may be selected 
from the meaty, fast-feathering 
chicks when they are six to 12 
weeks of age. This is done by the 
simple rule of measuring the 
width of each chicken's breast be­
tween the producer's thumb and 
finger. Breast meat is the most 
valued part of a broiler, so it is 
important to choose breeders well 
provided with meat on that part 
of their bodies.

These steps in selection of 
breeding stock for broiler produc­
tion applies to both male and fe­
male, although it is not necessary 
to choose the {emales as carefully.

Fresh Pineapple 
Now On Market

Fresh pineapple now is making 
its appearance on Texas markets, 
and with a No. 2 can of the sliced 
fruit requiring 23 blue ration 
stamps, many homemakers will be 
canning this delicious and popular 
fruit In some stores canned pine­
apple has disappeared from the 
shelves.

What’s more, says Winifred 
Jones, specialist in food preserva­
tion for the A&M College Exten­
sion Service, as a rule pineapple 
can be bought and canned for one- 
half to one-third the retail price 
of a good grade of canned pine­
apple. For the past few years 
home demonstration clubs in the 
state have bargained cooperative­
ly for pineapple by the truckload 
at a price that made canning of 
pineapple at home a real saving.

Miss Jones offers these tips to 
homemakers who are unaccus­
tomed to buying fresh pineapple 
for canning. Fruit that has ripen­
ed before being gathered has the 
best flavor and contains more 
fruit flavor and contains more 
fruit sugar, a factor of prime im­
portance in view of sugar ration­
ing. Ripe fruit, she says, is orange 
in color and the spines may be 
readily pulled out. The specialist 
warns against the purchase of 
over-ripe fruit, since there is 
more waste. Under-ripe fruit 
should be wrapped in thick paper 
and kept to ripen a few days at an 
even temperature between 65 to 
70 degrees Fahrenheit.

Other advantages of pineapple 
are its nutritional contributions. 
It is credited with being an aid to 
digestion and a better source of 
protective food values than many 
fruits.

For more than a decade the 
heavy alkali industry — caustic 
soda and its by-product chlorine— 
has been shifting to the South­
west, and a University of Texas 
ccnomist predicts extensive post­

war expansion of this industry.
Elmer H. Johnson, industrial 

geographer for the University 
Bureau of Business Research, 
points out that three factors—(1) 
demand of other industries for 
alkalies, (2) plentiful raw mater­
ials, and (3) access to water trans­
portation—will contribute tto this 
expansion.

He said numerous industries
which require caustic soda and 
chlorine in their manufacturing 
processes are growing up in Texas 
and the Southwest, thus providing 
a substantial market for continued 
and expanded production of 
alkali. He cited viscose .rayon, 
petroleum refining, pulp and 
paper, glass and aluminum in­
dustries.

“Skip Bombing” to Feature Olympic 
Of Childress Bombardier School
Childress, May 19.—“Skip bomb­

ing” at a silhouette Ship target on 
water, and an aerial attack in 
force with tear gas, practice 
bombs and gliders on a cadet com­
bat air base on the Texas Cap 
Rock, will supplement the Army 
Air Forces Precision Bombing 
Olympic at the Childress Bombar- 
died School Sunday, May 23

In “skip bombing" bombs are 
reelascd at a low altitude and 
skim the water, striking the target 
in the vicinity of the water line. 
Skip bombing is not a part of 
regular cadet training which em­
phasizes precision bombing, an 
art in which America’s “Hell from 
Heaven Men" have no equal on 
the war fronts.

Main event of the Bombing 
Olympic will be precision bomb­
ing from 10,000 feet by cadet 
teams from eight bombardier 
schools in Texas, New Mexico, 
nnd California. The teams of pilot, 
student bombardier ‘and student 
photographer will drop five 
bombs each at a 30-foot bulls-cye 
target. Best scoring team will be 
awarded a trophy by Chambers of 
Commerce of towns where bom­

bardier schools are located.
The aerial assault will be 

launched on the Childress school 
bombardier cadet combat camp 
where advance students live seven 
days under simulated combat con­
ditions, executing demolition 
bombing missions. Cadets truck, 
fuse and load demolition bombs 
into their planes, and perform all 
duties ordinarily assigned to 
ground crews. It is part of a train­
ing program to better prepare 
future bombardiers for war front 
conditions.

Combat training camp, besides 
being harassed by offensive forces 
from the home field, frequently is 
on short rations to teach the stu­
dents the importance of conserv­
ing food und water supplies. Sur­
prise tear gas attacks by low fly­
ing planes are reminders gas 
masks are not issued to be put 
aside with little used equipment.

Precision bombing begins at 
8 a. m. Sunday, with the "skip 
bombing” and aerial attack fol­
lowing on the afternoon program.

Food And Feed 
Forecast

Given favorable seasons and ex­
tra labor for peak requirements, 
Texas farm families should be 
•able to reach most of their war 
food goals. H. M. Breedlove, 
County Agent for the A&M Col­
lege Extension Service, makes 
this observation on the basis of a 
forecast recently released by the 
state agricultural statistician for 
the U. S. Department of Agricul­
ture.

According to the forecast, the 
inventory of beef animals now on 
Texas farms and ranches is above 
last year’s record. Cattle and 
calves marketed in 1942 were 29 
per cent above sales in 1941. Like­
wise, sheep and lambs went to 
market in record numbers in 1942. 
but on January 1, 1943, Texas still 
had more sheep and lambs than in 
any previous year.

Indications are that the 1943 
spring pig crop is 30 per cent a- 
bove last spring’s record crop. The 
1942 pig crop was 58 per cent a- 
bove the 10 year average. Con­
tinued comparable increases can- 
not be expected, Mr Breedlove 
believes. The labor shortage is 
one factor, and in addition, farm­
ers are now being squeezed be­
tween skyrocketing feed prices

Himself an old 
ranch hand, Scofield didn’t wear 
any other kind of footwear for a 
quarter of a century of his life.

Special WAAC 
Enrolling Plan 
For Women

Announcement is made by the 
Recruiting and Induction Section 
of the Eighth Service Command 
that a limited number of women 
will be accepted into the WAAC 
for special service with Signal 
Corps of the Army.

The women will be enrolled in 
the WAAC but placed on an in­
active duty status while in attend­
ance at one of the Signal Corps 
training schools. While attending 
school, the trainee will be on a 
signal corps payroll as a civil ser­
vice employee at $1020 per year 
for the first three months and 
$1440 per year for the succeeding 
months.

Upon completion of this course, 
approximately six months, the 
trainee will be sent to one of the 
WAAC training centers for basic 
training and then assigned to duty 
by the Chief Signal officer.

It is planned to use this person­
nel as radio operators, radio re­
pairers, radio telephone operators 
and teletypewriter operators

The successful applicants for 
this course will be known as 
WAAC Signal Corps Trujnees.

Only 1080 women in the country 
will be enrolled under this plan, 
and of this quota only 120 will be 
accepted in the Eighth Service 
Command which comprises the 
States of Texas, Oklahoma. Louis­
iana, Arkansas and New, Mexico.

Ago and physical requirements 
are the same as for the WAAC, 21 
to 45 but educational require­
ments arc that applicant must 
have at least a high school educa­
tion. Full details of the plan can 
be obtained from any U. S Army 
recruiting station or WAAC en­
rolling office.

WAR PRISONERS

Under a special plan worked 
out by several government agen­
cies and the Red Cross, and prob­
ably taking effect tomorrow, rela­
tives and friends can send cigar­
ettes, cigars, smoking or chewing 
tobacco to identified U. S. war 
prisoners or civilian internees 
held by Germany and Italy.

Under the program the Prisoner 
of War Information Bureau of the 
Provost Marshal General’s office

in the War Department, will 
regularly issue without applica­
tion, two tobacco labels every 60 
days to the next-of-kin of each 
identified U. S. war prisoner and 
civilian internee.

The person who gets the labels 
merely forwards them, with the 
necessary money order, to a to­
bacco manufacturer who will send 
the specified tobacco. No postage 
or federal excise tax will have to 
be paid. 1

First labels arc expected to be 
mailed tomorrow, or at least this 
week.

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Questions And Answers On Home 
Canning Issued May 8th by OPA

*
The following questions and I 

answers on Home Canning were 
issued May 8, 1943 by the Office of 
Price Administration to help 
housewives know how to get and 
use sugar allowed for this pur­
pose. Coupons for buying sugar 
for home canning are available at 
the local ration board now on 
Thursdays and Fridays of each 
week.

Q. Does the sugar allowance of 
“one pound of tugar to each four 
quarts of finished fruit” mean that 
I must can all fruit with the same 
weight of syrup?

A. No, but you must make an 
average of four quarts of finished 
fruit for each pound of sugar you 
get You may, if you wish, put up 
some fruit or fruit juices with no 
sugar at all, and make a heavier 
syrup for certain others.

Q. Must I declare the number of 
quarts of fruits and vegetables I 
have on hand when 1 apply for 
sugar for home canning?

A. No, However, the available 
supply of sugar for home canning 
is limited, and local boards may 
ask for information about your 
supplies and needs of home-can­
ning fruit in deciding how much 
sugar you will receive for this seu- 
sons's canning.

Q. May I ask a friend who has a 
pressure cooker in her kitchen to

do my home canning for me, if I 
supply all ingredients, and get 
back all of the finished fruit she 
puts up, without surrendering 
ration points?

A. Yes. If you contribute either 
the ingredients or the equipment 
or part of the labor required to 
can fruiU ana vegetables, you 
may acquire them without sur­
rendering ration points.

Q. May I give away as many 
quarts of home.canned vegetables 
as I wish if they require no sugar 
in canning them?

A. No. But each person in your 
family may give away not more 
than 90 quarts of home-canned 
fruits and vegetables without col­
lecting ration stamps. If you wish 
to give away more than that, you 
must collect ration points from 
the person to whom you give 
them although you need not ask 
for money payment for this food 
unless you wish.

Q How many jars of jams and 
jellies may 1 give away?

A. Jams, jellies and preserves 
are not rationed, and you may 
give away as many jars as you 
can spare out of your allowance 
of five pounds of sugar.

Q. What is the point value of 
home canned food?

A. Home canned food has a 
point value of 8 points per quart

Q. May I sell canned fruits
which someone eise puts up for
me?

A. Yes. But you must collect 
ration stamps at the rate of eight 
pi'ints per quart for every sale you 
make, regardless of who does the 
canning.

Q. I usually can several hund­
red quarts of fruits and vegetables 
to sell through local farmer’s mar­
ket. May I continue to do so under 
rationing?

A. Yes. You may continue to 
sell home canned fruits and vege­
tables, but you must collect 8 ra­
tion points for each quart sold

Q. What do I do with the ration 
s'amps I collect for sales I make 
of home-canned food?

A. You turn the ration stamps 
in to your local ration board any 
time during the first ten days of 
the month following the sale.

Q. Must I make any special re­
port when I turn in the ration 
stamps I collect for food I sell?

A. No. But you must keep a rec­
ord of your sales.

Q. How do I get sugar for can­
ning fruit for sale?

A. You apply to your local 
board on OPA Form R-313 for the 
amount of sugar you will need, at 
the rate of one pound of sugar for 
every four quarts of finished fruit.

Q. May I also apply for sugar 
for making jams and jellies for 
sale?

A. No. You may have only 
enough sugar for preserving fruits 
for the use of your family—not 
more than five pounds per person

Producers in the county except 
for the Skillet, Whitefish, Jericho, 
nnd Clarendon '•ommunities have 
been offered the service of pre 
measurement. We feel that those 
who take advantage of premeas­
urements offered will be helped 
quite a bit since if fields are plant 
ed as plotted on the map at that 
time will be the final acreage. 
Those who do not take advrnt.ige 
of this service will be expected to 
measure their own land and plant 
so that they will not be over 
planted on cotton nor under plant­
ed on war crops. When the com­
pliance starts, producers will 
bring in measurements or give 
measurements to be plotted on 
their map and certify these meas­
urements before they are plani- 
metered out on the map.

If through measurements which 
they certify are correct, we find 
that producers are overplanted on 
cotton, this producer will not be 
allowed to destroy this cotton and 
this producer will be considered 
as over planted. Therefore, we 
feel that the more premeasure­
ments that can be made and guar­
anteed acreage set up, the better 
off farmers will be in the 1943 
compliance.

As instructed in the letter 
which is being sent out under the 
marketing quota program you are 
asked to certify to the amount of 
cotton we show was produced on 
your farm if it is correct. If it is 
not correct, please come in and 
show us how to correct it. We 
should like as many as possible of 
these returned within the next ten 
days as work needs to be started 
on entering the 1942 yield data for 
figuring normal yields per acre.

We still have in the county of­
fice several farm plan sheets that 
have not been signed up. We 
should like to complete these plan 
sheets at the earliest possible date. 
Most of the farm plan sheets that 
haev been made out and tabulat­
ed in the county office have been 
mailed to producers. All produc­
ers may change their grain sor­
ghum goals up until June 1. The 
final goals will be set on that date 
As the county grain sorghum goal 
appears at this time, we will be 
several thousand acres short of 
the county goal of 60,000 acres. 
Therefore, if any producer wishes 
to change his goal upward we 
would appreciate it very much 
and there is nothing to lose if he 
intends to plant the grain sor 
ghum anyway.

We have had many inquiries 
about delay in delivery of War 
Bonds purchased by Servicemen. 
In answer to a letter the following 
information was given me: Men in 
the Army service are given the 
opportunity tc purchase Bonds 
under a plan known as the Army 
Pay Reservation Plan. Specified 
portions of pay are voluntarily 
authorized by the Service man. 
When the last payment is made, 
the Treasury Department mails 
the bond to the man or other in­
dividual specified by hiifi If he 
so requests, the Treasury Depart­
ment wilj hold bonds in safekeep­
ing at no expense.

Inquiries concerning non-re­
ceipt of bonds should not be made 
earlier than ninety days after the 
date of the last pay deduction in 
payment for the bond.

The same procedure applies to 
men in the Navy, only inquiries 
are rent to a different address. Al­
though there is delay ir» the issue 
of bonds due to the tremendous 
pressure under which the Treas­
ury Department is working, there 
is no loss of interest as bonds are 
dated from date of the last pay­
ment.

It is stated 
that this still does not apply to 
prisoners in Japan because of lack 
of transportation facilities.

The Red Cross will accept con­
tributions for Standard Food 
Packages for general distribution 
to designated naticnalitia* of 
United Nations prisoners of war 
other than American. The reason 
for this is that these are provided 
for by the Army and Navy, a 
large number of articles for their 
comfort being furnished.
