Many merchants of Clarendon 
report Saturday's sales as being: 
larger than those of any other 
single day since In early ’29. Quite 
a number report business of that 
day better than for any other 
single day of the year.

The crowd was not larger, but 
more buyers were in evidence. This 
buying evidence extended to every 
line of business with the grocery 
and drygoods stores leading. The 
eagerness with which bargains 
were snapped up took on the as­
pect of conditions preceding the 
slump in 1929.

That business is on the upgo is 
said to be due to two reasons. 
First, the demand that has been 
created through enforced economy 
through the several months, and 
even years. The second reason may 
be found in the fact that the need 
may be met with cash money got­
ten from a low-priced cotton mar­
ket that was produced with a limi­
ted amount of expense

Farmers of Donley county have 
made their crops on a very limited 
expense basis this season. What 
they get out of it, will be largely 
used in the purchase of necessities, 
only a small part of it going to 
pay debts because the indebtedness 
is limited.

There is more actual cash in the 
country because most of the cotton 
growers are gathering their crops 
themselves. Those who are not fol­
lowing this plan, are using every 
method of economy by reducing 
expenses of gathering to a mini­
mum.

Business men have used every 
caution to stock their stores with 
stocks that are In demand. They 
purchased early on a low market— 
a market much lower than the 
present should they have to buy on 
the open market today. The con­
sumers are showing their appreci­
ation of this fact by purchasing 
needs early in the season.

Commissioners B i d e  Time 
To Save County Extra 

Expense at Ashtola

Progress on Highway 5 through 
Donley county is practically at a 
standstill until the J A ranch and 
Denver railroad officials can agree 
upon some plan to settle their 
stockpe nproblem at Ashtola.

The County Commissioners do 
not care to pay the Denver $8,000, 
which was the price asked, to get 
a removal of the stockpens south 
of the proposed highway route, and 
build a spur track.

The ranch people do not care to 
drive cattle across a paved high­
way. Those who have had some 
experience in driving cattle across 
a pavement claim that it is some­
thing like driving locoed horses 
across a ravine.

Since it is cheaper for the coun­
ty taxpayers for the highway to 
make a bend around the stockpens, 
the Commissioners are said to be 
standing pat on that conclusion 
while the ranch and railroad in­
terests are threshing out their dif­
ferences.

It is expected that the matter 
will be decided this week, after 
which actual surveying of the 
route will begin at the Armstrong 
county line and extend into Clar­
endon on the south side of the 
Denver tracks.

WORLD COTTON 
CROP ESTIMATED 

LOWER IN 1932
F r o s t  Over Cotton Belt 

Advanced Price 
Points Wednesday

The New York Cotton exchange 
estimates the world production of 
cotton for thi3 season at 21,700,000 
bales, the smallest world crop in 
nine years. The production last 
year was 26,294,000. The biggest 
crop of all time was 27,804,000 in 
1926-27.

The world carry over this year 
was the largest on record being
17.295.000 at the beginning of the 
1932 season, or more than three 
million more than the preceding 
season.

This carry over gives a supply of
38.995.000 bales as compared with
40.242.000 last y?ar, making the 
supply this season short of last by 
1,247,000.

It has been charged that more 
than five million bales of the car­
ry over each season consists of the 
cheaper grades of 1 inters and hol­
lies used to beat down the price 
since such grades are unsalable.

How would the average citizen 
like to work 61 days without any 
pay whatever ?

In 
1924, it was 46 days, and in 1913 
about 25 days.

The ratio Is constantly rising, 
slon, it means that in the not-too 
Carried to the inevitable conclu- 
dlstant future, the taxpayers wi’ i 
be working for the texeaters all 
the time, and for themselves not a 
all. Every time a new bureau is 
created, every time a new depart 
ment comes into existence, a little 
more of the money we earn finds 
Its way into the Treasury.

As President Hoover has said, to 
continue on the tax road we are 
traveling is to impoverish the na­
tion. In the last 16 years the cost 
of government has increased near­
ly 150 per cent. The results are 
found in hoarding of capital, in­
dustrial retrenchment, unemploy­
ment. The tax issue, in all its pha­
ses, is one of the most important 
problems the American people 
have ever faced.

GOVERNMENT IN BUSINESS

Government is actively engaged 
in more than two hundred differ­
ent kinds of industry in which it 
competes with us, all to the same 
beneficent purpose In this com­
petition it is subject to none of the 
restrictions it lays upon the pri­
vate Individual. It pays no taxes, 
keeps Its accounts as it chooses 
and fixes prices as It will. It can 
merge, consolidate and monopolize 
without fear of the heavy hand of 
the law, and in some cases under 
its express protection. Hateful as 
monopoly is, we are expressly for­
bidden to contest its dominion in 
the distribution of mail matter.

In that same newspaper which 
carried the account of action a- 
gainst coal operators as a monopo­
ly was the warning from the Post 
Office Department that it was a 
penal offense for a telegraph or 
express company to deliver the 
monthly statements of a business 
corporation!

How does all this bear on the 
"great experiment” in democracy 
inaugurated by the founders of the 
Republic? Are we going forward 
or backward? Is the sun of liberty 
rising or setting? These are not 
academic questions. No question 
can be said to be academic which 
involves the collecting and spend­
ing within a single year of $15,000, 
000,000 of the money we have ear­
ned by toll or money left us by 
our parents, who labored provi­
dently to ease the burden of tbelr 
children.

Our forefathers were committed 
to the idea that the most effective 
way of escaping the threat of 
tyranny or despotism was to re­
serve to the individual as much 
freedom as possible and to equip 
government with as little author­
ity as possible. The boldness of 
their great experiment lay in re­
versing completely the political

order which had, for centuries, ser­
ved as guide for governmental con­
duct. They adopted the rule that 
the state derives all its authority 
from the individuals who compose 
it. This displaced the old rule that 
the individual ow3s all that he has 
to the state. Furthermore, in order 
that the state—nr government— 
should not fall into the ways of 
older governments which had be­
come despotic,—a lesson they had 
learned by painful experience, 
they carefully limited its powers 
by written constitutions. They said 
in so many words that it should 
have only the authority to do what 
it was commissioned to do and no 
more.

Inasmuch as some may under­
stand this statement to mean that 
the Denver Road is interested only 
in the employment of a County 
Agent, and not in favor of em­
ploying a Home Demonstration 
Agent, I  would like to correct this 
impression by stating that we have 
always been Interested in County 
Agent's work, and Home Demon­
stration Agents work. The Home 
Demonstration Agents in Texas 
have done remarkably good work, 
and I am sure have done as much 
to “save the Country” during the 
depression as have the County' 
Agents.

Donley County has been particu­
larly fortunate in having an excel­
lent Home Demonstration Agent* 
and I regret that her. work has 
also been discontinued.

I  am very hopeful that in the 
near future both the County Agent 
and the Home Demonstration 
work may be reinstated in Donley 
County.
