MEN READY FOR
PALO DURO JOBS

Payroll Expected to Reach
© $50,000.00 Per Month On
Forestry Projects

Drilling has begun on wells for
supplying water to forestry army
camp sites on the Arnold ranch in
Palo Duro canyon. Five wells will
be required to supply an adequate
supply of fresh water for the
twelve hundred or more men who
will be stationed in the canyon
from the beginning.

These men are ready to move to
the jobs according to army officers
in charge of training at Ft. Sill.
Intensive training consists of phy-
sical exercise, care of the health,
etc. The hardening out process re-
quires six weeks according to
Major J. L. Dunn who will have
charge of the camps in Palo Duro.

Five camps with two hundred
men each are to be established just
as soon as the water has been pro-
vided. The workmen will clean off
underbrush and otherwise fit the
camp site for company.

The workmen ave expected to
arrive by the last of the week and
begin preparing highways, bridle
paths, water storage reservoirs
for lakes to be stocked with fish
suitable to the location. Buffalo,
deer and wild turkey have already
been ‘planted’ in the Canyon
through the influence of “Col.
Erasmus Tack” of Amarillo who is
a member of the State Fish, Game
and Oyster Commission.

CLARENDON MAY
TAKE ADVANTAGE
NEW LOAN PLAN

Those Favoring Plan Cite
Advantages of Money
Gift of 30 Percent

Information to the effect that
towns and cities borrowing money
under the new plan as propesed
under the National Industrial Re-
covery Act, may receive an out-
right gift of thirty percenmt of the
loan, has incited local interest and
stirred those in authority to offic-
ial action.

Under this act it is reasoned
that if Clarendon should apply for
a loan of ten thousand dollars, the
government would make a gift of
three thousand dollars with a
small interest rate on the remain-
ing seven thousand on a long-time
payment plan.

Those favoring the plan call at-
tention to the possibilities of con-
verting the old Grammar School
building into a city auditorium by
removing the materials in the
walls down to the top of the first
story. Mayor Cagle explained that
the cost to the city would be in
the materials of the inclined floor
and roof for a completed building.
The dimension lumber being taken
from the old building being dis-
mantled is of the finest grade and
could be used to advantage.

Taxes were not higher but harder
to pay then than now.

We owned two kerosene lamps,
neither of which had a chimney.
Our house wasn't ceiled, but two
of our rooms had lofts in them. We
had a glass window in our ‘“com-
pany” room. Our nicest piece of
furniture was a home-made rock-
ing chair. Our beds were of the
slat or tight-rope variety. The
“trundlebed” took care of all the
younguns under five years of age,
and it stayed full all the time.

We went to school two or three
months in the year, but not in a
bus. We attended church once a
month, but not in a car—we used

a two-mule wagon. We dressed up
on Sundays, but not in silks and
satins. We neither wrote letters

nor received any. We made our
own lye hominy, distilled our own
lye from our own ash-hopper. We
drank sassafras tea and never had
a yearning for coffee.

We sopped our own molasses; we
ate our own meat; we considered
rice a delicacy for only the preach-
ers to eat; we had heard of cheese
but never saw any; we knew of
some store bought clothes, but
never hoped to wear any; we got
a stick of candy and three raisins
for Christmas and were happy; we
loved pa and ma and were never
hungry, enjoyed going naked,
didn't want much, expected noth-
ing. And that's why our so-called
hard times ain't hard on me.”

Commission announces that until

|| further notice it will accept appli-

cations for positions of emergency
agricultural assistant to fill va-
cancies in the Agricultural Ad-
justment Administration of the
Department of Agricuture. The
examination is open to qualified
residents of the State in which
this paper is published.

The salary range is $2,000 to
$2,600 a year, subject to a deduc-
tion of not to exceed 15 per cent
as a measure of economy and a re-
tirement deduction of 3% per cent.

The duties are to contact farm-
ers individually, and through es-
tablished agricultural associations
and organizations of farmers and
producers, in the handling of de-
tails incident to securing the co-
operation of farmers in carrying
out the provisions of the Agricul-
tural Adjustment Act.

Basic requirements are (1)
Graduation from a recognized
agricultural college, or (2) gradu-
ation from a college or university
of recognized standing other than
agricuMural, and residence on a
farm until the age of 18 or until
entering college or three years of
actual farm experience. In addi-
tion, applicants must have had at
least twc years of experience in
certain specified agricultural pur-
suits.

Charters adopted hereunder
shall make appropriate provision
for the abandonment, revocation,
and amendment thereof, subject
only to the requirements that there
must be a favoring majority of the
vote cast upon such a proposal, by
the qualified resident electors of
the county; and, no Charter may
forbid amendments thereof for a
time greater than two (2) years.
The provisions hereof shall be self-
executing, subject only to the duty
of the Legislature to pass all laws
(consistent herewith) which may
be necessary to carry out the in-
tent and purpose hefeof. Further,
the Legislature shall prescribe a
procedure for submitting to decis-
ion, by a majority vote of the elec-
tors voting thereon, proposed al-
ternate and elective Charter pro-
visions.”

The foregoing Con-
stitutional Amendment shall be
submitted to the qualified electors
of the State at an election to be

held throughout the State on the
fourth Saturday in August, 1983,
at which election all ballots shall
have printed thereon the following:

“For the Amendment to Article
IX of the Constitution of Texas,
adding Section 3, providing au-
thority for the adoption of a Home
Rule Charter by the voters in
counties having a population of
sixty-two thousand (62,000) or
more, to effect more sufficient and
economical government within
such counties, and to authorize
mergers of separate governmental
agencies within such counties as
may from time to time be author-
ized by vote of the people therein.”

“Against the Amendment to
Article IX of the Constitution of
Texas, adding Section 3, providing
authority for the adoption of a
Home Rule Charter by the voters
in counties having a population of
sixty-two thousand (62,000) or
more, to effect more efficient and
economical government within
such counties, and to authorize
mergers of separate governmental
agencies within such counties as
may from time to time be author-
ized by vote of the people therein.”

Each voter shall scratch out one
of the above listed clauses on such
ballot, leaving unscratched that
particular clause which expresses
his vote on the proposed Amend-
ment to which it relates.

Section 3. The Governor of this
State is hereby directed to issue
the necessary proclamation order-
ing an election in conformity here-
with to determine whether or not
the proposed Constitutional A-
mendment set forth herein shall be
adopted, and the Governor shall
have the same published as re-
quired by the Constitution and
laws of this State.
