$12.50 PER TON

Dry Weather in Panhandle Is
Shooting Prices of Feed
Products Skyward

Returning home during the week
from their farm holdings near
Farwell, D. W. and Roy Clampitt,
father and son, gave a summing
up of the crop situation as they
saw it on the plains.

Their principal business out
there at this time was to see after
the threshing of a kaffir crop
grown last season. This grain was
ricked in the head in the open
without the loss of as much as
fifty pounds according to the elder
Mr. Clampitt.

They threshed out 78,870 pounds
and stored it in an elevator at
Lariat. Soon after harvesting last
season and for some weeks, the
price offered them for the grain
in the head was $2.50 a ton. The
price was ‘“repulsively”’ turned
down.

This week the price had climbed
to $15 a ton for threshed grain.
The offer was turned down though
a seven hundred percent raise over
the price last winter. Mr. Clampitt
was informed by a grain buyer
that prices would no doubt be
much higher a little later due to
the dry weather effect on crops in
the row crop grain belt.

In speaking of crop conditions in
general in that section, Mr. Clam-
pitt stated that they had some
wheat that might make 10 or 12
bushels to the acre, it being almost
waist high and heads fairly well
filled. “Very few fields and only
those in a fortunate belt will be
worth harvesting”, Mr. Clampitt
said.

He further gave it as his opinion
that crops south and west of
Amarillo for many miles would
amount to nothing unless rain was
received soon, the small grain be-

ing a total loss at this time.

Plow-Under Cotton Plan at a Glance

Briefly, here's how the cotton ’tarmer's new deal is supposed to

pan out:
THE

TAX

The farmer pays NO tax. The manufacturers pay it and, of course,

eventually the consumers.

The cotton mill buys, say 100 bales at 9 cents a pound. It costs the
mill 13.1 cents and 4.1 cents goes to the government to finance retire-
ment (plowing under) part of the farmers’' present crop.

CROP RETIREMENT

Regional officials will contact the farmers. The farmer agrees to
run a disc over an agreed part of his growing cotton. The government
reumnerates the grower for the number of acres of cotton he plows
under and thus removes from the markei forever.

PAYING THE FARMER

Taking the tax proceeds, Uncle Sam pays the farmer a rental on the
cotton land he has taken out of production. The minimum rental is $6
an acre and goes up according to the average production of the land.

THE COTTON POOL

The farmer may take only part of the rental and will be given an
option in the government’s big cotton pool. The option is offered at six

Friend
Cooke's information is authenic,
having been taken from the files
of his publication, as he explains it.

We often become “befuddled” in
our reckoning after we have reach-
ed old age. Few admit old age, but
we often make errors in dates be-
cause of the lapse of time. Anyhow
here is the information John Esten
Cooke, publisher of the Rockdale
Reporter, has given us in the fol-
lowing paragraphs:

I read with interest your paper
each week, and am constantly
finding something therein that
brings back pleasant memories of
the ten years I spent in Clarendon
as editor of the Banner-Stockman.
I bought the old Clarendon Banner
in the fall of 1899 and immediately

changed the name to “Banner-
Stockman,” and continued as edi-
tor and publisher until January
1909. I still have a complete file
of my old paper for those years.

I noted with interest your re-
cent stories concerning the tear-
ing down of Clarendon's first
brick public school building, and
with a degree of amusement the
difficulty such old-timers as John
Sims seem to have in remembering
Just when that building was erect-
ed. My old Banner-Stockman files
prove that Friend Sims’ memory
is very bad; he has missed his
guess by nearly four years.

The primary objectives behind
this coordinated program of legis-
lation are: to give producers of
basic commodities-agricultural and
industrial alike-a higher price for
what they produce; to increase the
volume of trade, boeth domestic and
foreign; to bring about as a result
higher wages, which will in turn
build up consuming power, and in
the meantime to relieve unemploy-
ment and suffering at government
expense.

The heart of the whole program
is the great $3,300,000,000 indus-
trial recovery-public works bill
passed in the closing days of the
session, and for which the appro-
priation was made in the final ses-
sion. Described as the most revo-
lutionary measure of the session,
and even of all American economic
history, it provides for the estab-
lishment of a new industrial era.
President Roosevelt has described
its objective as a government part-
nership with industry in which the
Government will preserve order
and industry collect the profits.

On the surface it authorizes vol-
untary agreements in industry for
the purpose of eliminating cut-
throat competition and sweatshop
methods, but underneath provides
for almost dictatorial control over
industry from Washington. Codes
and agreements within industries
must be approved by the Federal
Administration. All units will be
forced to comply with such codes
or agreements under a licensing
system. The anti-trust laws may
be set aside where it would other-
wise interfere.

Although intended to be only a
temporary measure, its proponents
hope it is the first step toward per-
manent control over industry.

(continued from front page)
the new building and a pmgra.m
rendered. This program included
an opening prayer by Supt. W. R.
Silvey, a talk by Mayor I. W. Car-
hart, a short speech by Contractor
White who delivered the keys to
the school board, a response by W.
B. Ware, secretary of the Board,
and talks by Rev. W. L. Skiner,
Baptist pastor, and County Judge
B. H. White. p

My files show that on January
24, 1902, the School Board sold the
old wooden building to J. D. Jef-
feries, who moved it ana erected
from its lumber a large resident
and barn on a section of land just
east of the Al Gentry place. This
new farm home was at once oc-
cupied by Taylor Warner and fam-
ily of Arkansas City, Kansas. They
were relatives of Jefferies. .

I fail to find in these files a
complete roster of the School
board, but I find that on May 17,
1901, the Board was reorganized
with the following officers: Barn-
hart, President; W. B. Ware, secre-
tary; R. A. Chamberlain, treasurer
John T. Sims, assessor and collec-
tor. At the time the building was
accepted, however, it would appear
from a story I wrote that George
F. Morgan was president of the
Board.

At the time of the completion of
the building the faculty consisted
of seven, to-wit: W. R. Silvey, su-
perintendent; W. G. Stewart, prin-
cipal; C. E. Hall, Mrs. Kate Pal-
mer, Miss Norma Skinner, Miss
Chamberlain and Miss Coulter. Sil-
vey reported the scholastic census
as 375 at that time.

The first class to graduate from
the new building consisted of four
boys and four girls, as follows:
Fred Chamberlain, Lee Anderson

Following his graduaiion he went
to work as a printer for the Ban-
ner-Stockman, and my files of that
date indicate that he had at that
time political aspirations and was
considering making the race for
the State Senate.

Publishing a newspaper in Clar-
endon in those days was an alto-
gether different proposition from
what it seems to be now. Our
pages were small--only four col-
umns--our type was all set by
hand in “long primer” and space
was never available for long stor-
jes. Stories to which you would
