Gun Battle is Staged Late
Sunday Afternoon Near
Ramon, New Mexico

Tom Jones, deputy sheriff of
Carizozo and Glen Hunsucker were
killed in a gun battle near Ramon,
New Mexico late Sunday afters
noon. A posse of officers came up-
on Hunsucker and Ed (Perch-
mouth) and Will Stanton in one of
the state's most sparsely settled
sections far removed from wire
contact with the outside world.

Surprised, the trio of alleged
murderers and bank robbers im-
mediately opened fire on the of-
ficers. Tom Jones fell in the first
exchange of shots, as did Hunsuck-
er. During the excitement, the
Stanton brothers escaped on foot.
The body of Jones was taken to
Carizozo and Sheriff McCamant
of Lincoln county pursued the es-
caped brothers finally capturing
them without a shot being fired at
a point just south of Corona.

Four officers have been killed in
searching for these men. Tom
Jones of Carizozo, N. M,; John C.
Mosley sheriff of Swisher county
killed in January; Harve Bolin,
deputy sheriff of Hale county kill-
ed on the Pebworth ranch near
Portales a year ago: Joe Brown,
deputy killed at Rhome, Texas in
January of this year.

Mrs. Tda Hunsucker was given
a two-year sentence last week in
the Rhome slaying on a charge of
complicity, in the district court at
Decatur. Glen Hunsucker and Ed
Stanton were each indicted by the
Wise county grand jury on murder
charges growing out of the Joe
Brown shooting. Both men eluded
officers until last Sunday.

Mrs. Hunsucker has been opera-
ting a camp ground at Quitaque
for some time, and all of the par-
ties implicated in the above aré
well known to many Donley county
citizens.

PLENTY MOISTURE
TO PLANT FEED

Rains of Friday Cover Most
Of Donley County With
1.84 at Clarendon

The rainfall of Friday afternoon,
again that night and showers since
then have practically covered the
county with a rainfall sufficient
for the planting of feed crops of all
kinds.

During the dry spell of several
weeks, cotton did not suffer except
from windstorms. Having put
down a taproot, the growth since
the rain has been extra good.

Early corn and some of the feed
crops perished when rain failed for
more than two months.

Planting on a large scale began
early Monday. This planting is
largely limited to hegaria, cane,
millet, sudan and other feed crops.
Due to the advancing feed prices,
plantings are expected to be on an
extensive scale.

In many places, farmers are
planting feed in the cotton mid-
dles where they expect to plow up
the cotton when orders are receiv-
ed. This is being done to take ad-
vantage of the excellent moisture
that is present at this time.

Crops over the county are spot-
ted this season due to the fact that
some sections received heavy
showers during the dry spell. The
best crops at this time are said to
be in the Goldston and Ashtola
communities.
