Dr. Corbin spoke from the obser-
vation platform of the train to a
crowd of Clarendon citizens and
business men in the interests of the
prohibition cause.

There are
some leaks in this dam which are
the bootlegger and the speakeasy
but the leaks should be repaired
instead of dynamiting the dam.

COTTON PLOW-UP
PROGRAM GOES
FORWARD

Emergency Permits Issued
Cotton Farmers Monday By
County Agent Broun

Monday, County Agent T. R.
Broun exercised thc power given
him under the Cotton Adjustment
Program to issue emergency per-
mits to cotton farmers so that they
might plow up their cotton and
plant feed stuff while there is
enough moisture and time for the
crops to make before frost.

Around six hundred out of 870
farmers received.these emergency
permits this week and immediately
begun to plant hegaria, sorghum,
June corn, and other feed stuff at
the same time they plowed up the
cotton by using a regular sub-soil
plow point on their planter. The
cotton is still young enough that
by up-rooting it there is no need
of using a stalk cutter

The work is steadily going for-

ward toward completion of the
Wallace plan. The latest instruc-
tions are being mailed to each of
the community committee mem-
bers by the local county committee.

Nos. 2 and 3 of this bulletin are
especially important at this time.
They are given below:

(2) Taking Land out of Production
and Certification by Producer
“The producer will then be ready

if he has duly performed all the

other terms and conditions on his
part to be performed under his
contract with the Secretary, to
take his land out of cotton produc-
tion. He must completely destroy
in the manner prescribed by the
county agent all the crop of cotton
on the land embraced in his offer
as accepted by the Secretary of

Agriculture. The blanks in the Pro-

ducer’s Certificate of Performance

(form 101) must then be filled in,

the description of the land being

as explicit as possible and con-
taining references to any natural
landmarks, fences, roads, ard the
like for the purpose of identifying
exactly the land taken out of pro-
duction. The producer must then
sign the Producer’'s Certificate of
Performance, have two witnesses
sign it, and deliver the entire sheet
to the local committee.
(3) Certification by Local
Committee
A member of the local commit-

tee must then personally visit and
inspect the land covered by the
Producer’s Certificate of Perform-
ance. If the local committee finds
after such inspection, that the pro-
ducer has completely destroyed in
the maner prescribed by the county
agent all the crop of cotton on the
land covered by the Producer's
Certificate of Performance, and
has duly performed all the other
terms and conditions on his part to
be performed, the blanks in the
Local Committee’s Certificate of
Approval (form 102) must be filled
in, and the member who made the
inspection and two other members
of the committee must sign their
names thereto on the blank lines
provided for the purpose and for-
ward the entire sheet to the county
committee.”

It is a treacherous disease. The
first symptoms are so indefinite
that the mother can easily over-
look their presence. It is necessary
even for the physician to look
closely for the signs of diphtheria
in order to discover them as the
child does not necessarily complain
of pain in the throat. Take your
children to your family physician
and have them protected against
diphtheria.

This is a special appeal to the
parents of Texas. If you have chil-
dren between the ages of six
months and twelve years, who
have not been immunized against
this dreadful disease, have them
protected by the injection of toxid.
Parents who know that it is now
possible to prevent diphtheria and
nevertheless fail to have their chil-
dren immunized, take a great re-
sponsibility on their shoulders. The
immunization consists of two to
three injections three to six weeks
apart. When prevention is so sim-
ple, do not take chances on illness

and possibly death from diph-
theria.

Perhaps
the greatest improvement that can
be made in soil preparation is the |
substitution of th e duck-foot or
field cultivator for the one-way
plow. The duck-foot cultivator is
being extensive'y used by wheat
growers in Kancas, Wyoming, and
Montana. In Wyoming its use has
mzde wheat g.wing possible on
blow soils where wheat farming
had previously been extremely
hazardous if not impossible. The
Wyoming Experiment Station re-
ports that experimental fields
which failed in 70 per cent of the
trials with common methods of
tillage, resulted in failure in only
4 per cent of the trials when duck-
footing was the only method of
tillage used.

The duck-foot should be used for
the first breaking, following har-
vest, if the stubble is not too rank
and may be used ' for subsequent
tillage to keep down weed growth

scoops and awls; can tubes contain
ing minuteseeds, corncobs, gourd
sherds and bone beads; painted
sticks, bones and buckskin bags

“Thus we have an index of the
arts and industries of the unknown
prehistoric tribes,” said Mr. Setz-
ler, “Some of the other artifacts
recovered show a similarity to
those found around El Paso and
the Mollie B. Knight ranch. But
most important of all, our 1932 re-
searches brought indications of a
positive relationship between the
Big Bend area and the Southwest.”

Further evidence that the pre-
historic Indians who dwelt in the
Big Bend country were uninfluenc-
ed by their neighbors, the basket
makers of New Mexico and Ari-

Coiled basketry fragments
found were predominantly of the
split stitch with a single bundle
foundation. This is the distinct ty-
pe in the Big Bend region, but Mr.
Setzler also found three others. He
said none of these correspond to
the characteristic technique used
by the ancient basket makers of
New Mexico and Arizona. The
sandals of Southern Texas like-
wise differ from those of the bas-
ket makers, said Mr. Setzler.
Varied Transport Used
Transportation facilities for the
exploration in the rugged Big
Bend country varied successively
from railroad to truck, horse, bur-
ro, airplane and back to burro. The
first objective of the field party
was the Johnson ranch which had
been suggested as field headquart-
ers by Major C. E. Brenn of Fort
Crockett, Galveston. An account of
the trip as written by Mr. Setzler
in the Smithsonian Institution pam
phlet follows:
“Eighteen miles down the Rio
Grande from Castolon we drew up
before the dor of Mr. and Mre. El-
mo Johnson and were received
with genuine Southern hospitality.
Both Mr. and Mrs. Johnson are
interested in archeology and have
accumulated an interesting collec-
tion of specimens. Through their
kind offices we secured an excel-
lent guide, Del Dodson, and were
soon in pursuit of information per-
taining to the primitive Indian
tribes who dwelt in this region be-
fore Cabeza de Vaca made his
memorable journey across the des-
erts of Northern Mexico. We drove
the truck over trails, creek beds
and mesas as far as possible; then
resorted to burros and when the
latter could go no further, we push
ed on on afoot. Our first camp was
established near southern tip of
Mule Ear peaks and here two ca-
ves were excavated., A third cave
on Wayne Cartledge’s ranch yield-
ed information not found elsewhere
From these three sites we gained
an excellent cross section of the
culture typical of the region.
“The Chisos Mountains proper
were first surveyed from the air
and numerous caves were sighted
along the precipitous cliffs. The
territory we covered by plane in
an hour required four days to
reach by muleback. And then we
were disappointed in that none of
the caves visited contained evi-
dence of more than passing oc-
cupancy by historic Indians.”

11-—Always give the other fellow
the benefit of the doubt.

12—To make good time drive
steadily and not too fast.

Examinations For Assistant
And Junior Messengers
