TEXAS WILL NEED
RELIEF HONEY SAYS
LEUT. GOVERNOR

Relief Bonds Must Be Voted
To Care For Relief Rolls
And Future Unemployed

Austin, Texas, Aug. 10—Lieu-
tenant Governor Edgar Witt of
Waco, an original opponent of the
proposed constitutional amendment
permitting the legislature to issue
relief bonds, today announced that
after acquainting himself with the
relief situation he believes it would
be a tragedy not to adopt the pro-
posal.

“When the legislature submitted
the proposed amendment last
spring,” said the lieuntenant gover-
nor, “I was hopeful that we would
not need Federal aid in Texas. But

there have been developments since
then, and I have learned the true
and dark picture of suffering in
Texas and I now believe it would
be sheer tragedy to defeat the re-
lief bonds.

“In the first place the drouth
and crop failures in certain sec-
tions change the picture from what
it was three months ago. I am told
authoritatively that before the end
of this winter there may be as
high as 80 per cent of all the in-
habitants of some Panhandle coun-
ties whe will have to be publicly
fed. So much Texas cotton has
been plowed up and crops are so
short that the usually dependable
labor of cotton picking will be re-
duced by more than half of normal.

“Twenty per cent or our popula-
tion is now on relief rolls, but that
is only a part of the picture. More
than that proportion are unem-
ployed, using the last of their re-
serves or savings, but not yet on
relief rolls. This class will be the
first absorbed in the re-employ-
ment provided by the National Re-
covery Act, leaving those on the
rolls still to be publicly maintained.

“Some people don't like what
they term setting a precedent in
voting bonds. I don't like it either,
but we are confronted with a con-
dition and not a theory. Two years
ago the people, by a direct vote,
authorized the legislature to spend
money on a Centennial celebration
but it has taken cognizance of the
depression and has not appropria-
ted any money for that purpose. I
am certain that if the people vote
tn trust the issue of relief bonds to
the legislature, not one dollar more
than needed will be issued and the
whole issue will be thoroughly
safeguarded against waste, extrav-
agance and corruption.

FIRST PROCESS:

10 1b. bucket of large cucumbers,
1 gal. water, 1 pint salt. Let set 4
days, then pour off, wash and soak
in clear water 3 days.

SECOND PROCESS:

1 cup vinegar enough water to
cover. 1 scant tablespoon alum.
Simmer for 2 hours, then make
syrup, 5 cups vinegar, 4 cups sugar
1 teaspoon clover, 1 teaspoon all-
spice, little cinnamon. Boil hard
for 5 minutes. Pack cucumbers in
jars and drain well. Pour syrup
over cucumbers. Pour off reboil for
3 mornings then seal.

Sweet Cucumber Pickles

Make brine, 14 cup salt, 1 gal.
water, boil pour over cucumbers.
Make fresh brine and repeat 2
more mornings. Then pour boiling
water, let set for 24 hours. Make
syrup of 4 cups sugar, 5 cups vine-
gar, spices to suit the taste. Let
boil pour over pickles, repeat for
3 mornings. Use small cucumbers.

Suspicion should be

when an illness begins with head-

vomiting, diarrhea or constipation
and with stiffness in the back of
the neck or spine. When such early
symptoms appear, parents are urg-
ed to obtain medical advice with-
out delay, and not assume the con-
dition to be of temporary or trivial
importance. Treatment at this
stage of the disease is of the great-
est importance and more effective
than when delayed until after the
appearance of paralysis. These
acute symptoms rarely last more
than a few days, 75 per cent of the
cases developing paralysis on or
before the fourth day.

The disease may be divided into
two main groups, the paralyzed
and the non-paralyzed. The latter
regardless as to how mild, is the
greater danger in spreading the
disease. No one would deliberately
expose a susceptible person to a
definite paralyzed case, it is the
exposures to the unknown case or
carrier which causes the greatest
spreading of this disease.

It is
tragedy enough to have a drown-
ing accident but far greater trag-
edy if no one present knows how
to save life by artificial respira-

| tion.
Dr. John W. Brown, State
Health Officer, states that the

“Prone Pressure Method”

from drowning. It includes the fol-
lowing steps:

Place patient stomach down, one
arm streched above the other bent,
with face resting on it.

Rescue measures should begin at
once and continue rythmically un-
til natural breathing is established
this may take four or more hours.
The procedure is:

1. Kneel, and straddle the pa-
tient below the hips placing hands
on small of the back with fingers
over the lowest ribs, tips of fingers
just out of sight.

2. With arms straight, while
counting one, two, swing forward
bearing weight on body firmly but
not violently.

3. Swing backwards while count-

ing one, straightening up and thus
releiving pressure—this allows air

to be drawn into the lungs.

4. Rest in this position for two

counts.
5. Repeat these movements ryth-
mically, forward and backwards,

without interruption, about twelve

to fifteen a minute, until natural
breathing is restored.

6. Meanwhile, if assistance is at

hand, a physician should be sent
for, patient’s tight clothing should

iN 1933 ARGONNE

Indianapolis, Ind., Aug. 8th—The
American Legion is again on the
march, fighting for God and Coun-
try. ‘“Battle orders” from the
National Commander, Louis John-
to the 10,760 posts of the
!ln'gi()n, have placed the greatest
| organization in the United States
| in the front lines cooperating with
National Recovery Adminis-
tration. Thousands of telegrams
and letters are pouring into Na-
tional Headquarters of the Legion
here pledging whole-hearted sup-
port of posts and indvidual Legion-
naires to the call for action in sup-
porting local representatives of the
NRA.

National Commander Johnson's
message to the Legion posts was
made public through President
Roosevelt the evening of Aug. 3 in
a statement the President issued
from the Summer White House in
Hyde Park, N. Y., in reply direct
to the National Commander. The
President's wire reads:
“Commander Louis Johnson,

The American Legion,
Clarksburg, West Virginia.

“I have just received your ‘bat-
tle orders.’ I have a supreme faith
that the loyalty of the Legion-
naires will manifest itself in this
crisis just as it did a decade and a
half ago. Franklin D. Roosevelt.”

The news released by the Presi-

| son,

dent to the wire services and
Washington correspondents as-
| sembled at the Summer White

House was flashed to the farthest
| corners of the world. The Legion
war-cry in this all-American of-
fensive against the depression, was
quickly welcomed by the President,
according to the press.

The text of National Comman-
der Johnson's ‘“battle orders” sent
| to all post commanders follows:

“My Comrades of The American
| Legion:
|  “Our country is in the middle of
Hhv greatest battle in its history.
Tt is the Argonne of 1933, a fight
to the finish to end conclusively
the war of economic forces that
has brought us all to the thresh-
old of disaster. This battle must be
won as decisively as that first bat-
tle of the Argonne in 1918 in
France. Victory will be swift and
loyal American
citizen does his part. No politics
whatever are involved. This is no

time for slackers or conscientious |
objectors. This is a fight to bring
contentment and plenty back to|
millions of American homes thtl
otherwise face another winter of
hunger and misery. It is a fight to
give an honest job with an honest
living wage to every bread winner
who wants to work.

“We must not fail. We dare not
fail.

“To the end that these objectives
shall be reached swiftly and def-
initely I call upon all of the
10,760 Posts of The American
Legion to convene in meeting: to
immediately offer their loyal
cooperation and services to the
official representative of the Na-
tional Recovery Administration in
their respective communities; and
to cooperate in achieving its ob-
jectives. These are ‘battle orders.’

“In addition I call upon every in-
dividual Legionnaire to pledge his
individual services in this great ef-
fort to end unemployment, increase
purchasing power and banish the
forces of depression, with their at-
tendant suffering, from our gates.
Let us as The American Legion
march a million strong into the
battle lines of this struggle for
national recovery and economic
justice.

“The day after President Roose-
velt was inaugurated, in a radio
address to the Legion, the Presi-
dent had this to say:
