FIRST STEP IN 
DONLEY HIGHWAY 

WORK TO BEGIN
$1,250,000 Bids On Highway 

Work to Be Le^ Includes 
First Unit of Donley

The first actual effort towards 
highway construction in Donley 
county on Highway 5 will be in 
advertising for bids for construc­
tion of the first unit on October 
16th, according to an announce­
ment from the Texas Highway 
Commission.

This grade and drainage struc­
ture for which bids will be asked 
is that portion of Highway 5 from 
the end of the paving on west 
First street in Clarendon to the 
west county line following the 
Denver track on the south side ,a 
distance of 12.4 miles.

Donley’s highway work will be 
built with National Recovery funds 
from which $740,000 has been set 
aside for highway work in ten 
counties in Texas as an emergency 
tellef measure. All bids will be ad­
vertised immediately after the 
m eeting o f  the S tate H ighw ay 
Comission at Austin on the 16th 
and 17th of this month.

This immediate grade and drain­
age structure was rushed by the 
Federal Bureau of Public Roads, 
and federal money will be used on 
the firr.t unit in Donley county, and 
perhaps all of It.

Work on the remainder of Hlgh- 
wn. 5 from Clarendon to the end 
of the pavement near eMmphis will 
begin with letting of bids just as 
t'-or as deeds to the right-of-way 
are deprsited with the Department 
according to information from the 
State Highway Department.

Government Grading Shows 
Better Staple Here

The following federal cotton 
grading report includes Donley 
county:

More than 20 per cent of the 
cotton classed in district No. 2, the 
High Plains was equivalent to the 
Extra White Standards. Fifteen 
per cent was Strict Middling and 
better Extra White. More than 38 
per cent was Strict Middling and 
better on the White Standards 
compared with approximately 36 
per cent last week. Fifty-eight per 
cent was 7-8 inch staple this week 
compared with 65 per cent last 
week; 5 per cent was 15-16 Inch 
and longer this week compared 
with approximately 12 per cent 
last week.

Sleeping Sickness A t t a c k s  
Panhandle Horses

According to a warning issued 
Tuesday by the State Sanitary 
Board, sleeping sickness among 
horses as been found In Potter, 
Briscoe. Hall. Floyd, Motley, Hock­
ley, Lubbock, Lynn, Dickens, 
Garza and Crosby counties.

About 10 percent of the animals 
exposed contract the disease, and 
about 50 percent die. Isolation of 
the diseased animals and the in­
jection of a serum is advised.

A  warning is also given that per­
sons handling horses afflicted 
should use every precaution ar, the 
disease has been known to attack 
human beings farther east. Elpaso 
county had 14 cases prior to Sep­
tember 1st, but the outbreaks in 
the other counties in West Texas 
is said to have originated within 
the past six weeks.

JIMMY ALLR E D  LOSES H E A V ILY .
When Jimmy Allred took the count in his $17,000,000 

oil suit at Austin recently, his political prestige was damaged 
considerably not to say fully seventeen million dollar’s worth.

Now he comes back with a suit in the same court asking 
that the gas rates of the Lone Star gas company be reduced 
according to an order of the Railroad Commission.

Courts and politics get mixed up somehow. After an 
investigation, the Railroad Commission, or the gas division 
o f that state department, asked the Lone Star corporation to 
reduce their gas rate, meaning of course natural gas. They 
refused. It is now up to the Attorney General to drag them 
into court and make an attempt to force them to comply with 
the department of the state supposed to have charge of the 
dispensing of that commodity to Texans.

But if he can get the 
gas rates reduced over the state, he can get any office he 
wants so far as the gas consumers are concerned, and there 
are hundreds of thousands of disgruntled gas consumers over 
the state. Gas-tritis is one ailment aginst which there has 
been found no anti-toxin, unless Allred finds it  It appears 
to he both infectious and contagious, leaving its victim in a 
greatly emaciated form financially.

price policy of your store, Mr. Merchant. It is your portrait 
which you can release to the buyers of Donley county each 
week through the Leader.

necessary in building a business as the “thank you” is, after 
the purchase is made.

General Johnson, national director of the NRA advises 
merchants to advertise. First, give the public honest pro­
ducts at honest prices and then promote sales through the 
advertising columns of the local paper. This is the advice 
and suggestion coming from General Johnson.

The average purchaser of today has only one idea re­
garding a merchant, and that is that the prices are not the 
same. They are naturally expected to be higher because 
everything else is higher. But just how much higher? If the 
purchaser has not been advised through advertisements as 
to these prices and quality, how else may such information be 
had ? It is handier for the rural buyer to pick up a mail order 
catalog than it is to come to town and hunt through a stock 
of goods to find out prices. The merchant cannot advertise 
all his prices, but he can give the purchaser a pretty good 
idea about the general run of his prices in advertisements of 
reasonable sizes.

More buying will be done from this time on until after 
the Holidays than for more than two years. Those who are 
going to reap the benefits are those who push their lines in 
every legitimate manner.

year of all history.”
Burns, in Dallas to prepare for 

the National Inventors’ Congress 
here November 21 to 25, said the 
depression, from which he is con­
fident we are now emerging, is to 
be credited with spurring creative 
minds to new heights.

“There were literally thousands 
of bookkeepers, doctors, mechanics 
and persons in every field who had 
been going around for years with 
inventive ‘bees in their bonnets,’ ” 
he said, “but who had been so tied 
down with the business of earning 
their daily bread and butter that 
they found no time to ‘give birth’ 
to their ideas.

“Then came the depression.
“Countless numbers of undeve­

loped creations sprung to light as 
their creators, ejected from their 
positions of employment, saw am­
ple opportunity to blue-print their 
thoughts.

“Records of the United States 
Patent office would not, on their 
face, support my theory. About 
1,000 inventions are being patented 
weekly, as compared with greater 
numbers in years past. But that is 
simply due to economic conditions. 
Next year the number will sky­
rocket when money is more free. 
But 1932, and particularly the first 
half of 1933, will deserve the 
credit.

Approximately 1.000 inventors 
are expected to assemble here next 
month, according to Burns, and 
among these will be some of the 
men whose contributions are nota­
ble.

Longorlo of Cleveland. Ohio, dis­
tinguished as the discoverer of the 
invisible death ray.

In a recent practlc ’ demonstra­
tion which Burns \ tnessed in 
California, a flock of "Igeons was 
released and permlttc to soar un­
til the birds were hut tiny specks 
on the horizon. A  death rav gun 
was aimed and the “ trigger" pull­
ed. The pigeons dropped dead to 
the earth.

What Dr. Longorio’s discovery 
will mean if It is ever employed in 
war-fare.

DISPELS MYSTERY 
OF BANE BUSINESS

Country Banker Explains to 
Neighbors How Banking 
Cooperates With Other 

Business

A COUNTRY banker recently 
prepared the following simpli­

fied statement for his neighbors on 
Just how a bank goes about helping
them:

"it is the most important part of 
a bank’s business to lend money. Of 
all the money deposited in a bank, 
the law requires that a certain per­
centage be kept on band as a re­
serve to meet the demands of de­
positors. It la the business of Its 
officers to lend the balance con­
servatively and safely.

"The loans of a properly managed 
bank are Invariably made to those 
it believes are able to repay, and 
always on condition that they be re­
paid at a stipulated time.

"The promise of an individual to 
repay a loan to a bank on a certain 
date is as sacredly Inviolable as the 
promise of a bank to repay its de­
positors on demand, or, in the case 
of a certificate of deposit, on the 
date It falls due. When It comes to 
be known of an Individual that be 
‘always pays,’ bis credit Is estab­
lished and his bank Is always glad 
to extend him needed accommoda­
tions.

"A well managed bank never capi­
talizes Industries. That Is, it does 
not place Its loans In fixed form, 
but puts them where they are to be 
used for temporary requirements 
and where they will be taken up at 
the time specified.

How a Bank Lends
"It is not the function of a bank 

to become a partner in industries, 
nor could it be legitimately done 
with the money of depositors. Its 
loans must be kept in ‘liquid’ form, 
—that Is, repayable in cash at stated 
Intervals.

“A bank must use the greatest 
discrimination In making loans. A 
stranger cannot expect accommoda­
tions. It Is customary for the bor­
rower to make a statement of his 
financial affairs, which Is kept In 
the bank's records. It is a punish­
able offense to make a false state­
ment for the purpose of borrowing 
funds.

"Naturally, In their dealing with 
the regular depositors of the bank. 
Its officers become well acquainted 
with their characters and their re­
sources and are thus In a position 
to determine how large a line of 
credit each one is entitled to. That 
Is one of the great advantages of 
being s bank depositor.

"The man who knows how to get 
Into debt wisely, that Is. who bor­
rows money with which to make 
more money through legitimate en­
terprise, Is the borrower whom the 
bank Is looking for. By the frank 
Interchange of opinion and a free 
discussion of various projects, the 
borrower Is often guided and helped 
by his banker.

"In order to procure a line of 
credit at a bank three things are
Important:

"I. A statement of assets showing 
a basis of credit In the way of In­
vested capital, or collateral of suf­
ficient value to cover amount of 
loan, or

"2. An endorser whose credit Is 
established at the bank; and 

"S. Average deposits of a suf­
ficient amount to Justify the exten­
sion of the desired accommodation.”

NEW YORK.—Aggressive con­
cerns are expanding business by 
effective advertising despite de­
pressed business conditions, de­
clared A. W. Diller, advertising 
counsel, at a bankers' conference 
here recently.

"Is 1933 a good year In which to 
advertise?” Mr. Diller asked. “Yes, 
If 1933 is a good year to stay in 
business, to reinforce the public’s 
confidence in you, to put more busi­
ness on the books. There Is new 
business to be had today and aggres­
sive companies are getting It. But 
new business will come In only If 
you go out for It. Advertising cer­
tainly goes out tor it.

"Will people reed newspaper ad 
vertlsements these days? They will 
read anything that interests them. 
There are plenty of present-day 
arguments for business. Instead of 
asking ‘How often should newspaper 
advertising appear,’ It would be bet­
ter to ask ‘How often Is It wise these 
days to neglect contacts wltb pos­
sible customers?’

“Advertising men are being 
pressed to cut down advertising ex­
penditures and use small newspaper 
space. Too short copy often degen­
erates into a mere reminder that 
you are still on earth.

A similar 
charge is made in the October Sur­
vey Graphic by the nationally 
known Rev. Charles Stclzle In an 
article entitled “What's Wrong 
With the Church?”

Mr. Stelzle charges that "the 
Church In the United States is at 

| one o f the lowest points In its his­
tory." It Is dominated by the rural 
mind, which, he asserts, is less re­
ligious and more conservative than 

I the urban mind. Membership and 
! Sunday school attendance are at a 
j low ebb, and “ the defection of wo­
men from the church is an increas­
ingly serious problem.” The church 

I is negative in its attitude towards 
| life’s problems, and for years has 
had no great leader with a stirring 
message.

Financially, he asserts, there Is 
a steady decline in the contribution 

| of church members. The church Is 
over-built and over-organized, and 
needs deflating. "There are in the 
United States today too many 
churches, too many theological 
seminaries, too many missionary 
societies." The world is moving on. 
he says, leaving the church behind, 
powerless in influence, and espec­
ially weak in international affairs.

Mr. Stelzle has for many years 
devoted his life to attempts to 
socialize the churches, to interest 
labor in religion, and to the pro­
motion of movements that aim to
