the Agricultural Adjustment Act
and to demand prompt action on
the part of Congress for immedi-
ate substitute farm legislation.

The meeting was the greatest
massing of practical Texas farm-
ers in many years, and nearly every |
county in the state was represent- |
ed. Mr. Lucas presided during the |
business session.

Ing farmers, |

“If ever we are golng to express
ourselves as to our rights, now is |
the time,” he declared. “Unless we |
make known our démands, Con-
gress certainly will have an alibi
for not helping us. Farmers should |
have the same right as industry to
limit production in conformity with
demand, and we must demand that
Congress give us that right now”
