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Red Cross War Fund Drive 
To Begin Here March 1st

Within a few days the people of 
Clarendon and Donley County 
w ill be called upon to give $4,800 - 
00 as this community’s share of 
the $200,000,000.00 sought by the 
American Red Cross for its 1944 
W ar Fund. This quota is high—  
almost double that of 1943—but it 
is in line with those of other com­
munities and is commensurate 
with the world-wide Red Cross 
program.

As Leon Fraser, national Cam­
paign chairman, has said, this 
money in reality is not for the 
Red Cross, it is “ for the boys in 

-the armed forces, everywhere, for 
their comfort in time of need and 
for their aid in time of distress.” 
It is for the blood blasma which 
w ill save the lives of men wqund- 
ed in battle. It is for personal ser­
vice to the fighters in combat 
areas, and in hospitals at home 
and abroad. It is for clothing, 
medicines and small comforts sent 
to American prisoners of war. It is ! 
to keep open the communication | 
lines between combat troops and 
their folks back home. It is to help 
the families of men in service 
when they need i t  It is to do 
many things to ease the burdens 
o f this awful war. And it is to 
bring aid in any man-made or na­
tural disaster whether or not con­
nected with the war.

Clarendon’s response to all 
previous patriotic appeals, includ­
ing the recently successful Fourth 
War Loan Drive, justifies the con­
fidence of campaign leaders that 
the RcAXross goal w ill be met 
and prokfcbly exceeded. It w ill be 
if every individual does his part.

Plans for the Red Cross War 
Fund Drive which will get under 
way March 1st are almost com­
plete. The following committees 
have been appointed in addition 
to the ones announced last week.

Clarendon business section so­
licitation: Bert Smith, H. T. Bur­
ton, R. E. Drennan, Chas. Lowry, 
George Norwood, Carroll Knorpp, 
A lvin  Landers and Lee Bell. This 
committee plans to visit all busi­
ness houses Thursday, March 2nd.

Mr. Hobart Moffitt has accepted 
the chairmanship of Hedley and 
is to have workers appointed and 
ready to go to work soon.

Below is a letter which is being 
mailed and distributed to every 
resident in the county. Mr. Bell 
explains in the letter about the 
organization and brings out more 
details o f the good that the Red 
Cross does.
To the People of Donley County:

I am sure that everyone is a- 
ware of the wonderful service the 
Red Cross is rendering to our 
fighting men on all battle fronts, 
in the camps at home, and to the 
prisoners of war, in in addition to 
keeping up the tremendous pre­
war work, such as Disaster Relief 
and aiding suffering humanity 
everywhere. For we hear of the 
great work from many sources al­
most every day, and I want to re­
mind you that the time is again 
here for all of us to come forward 
and aid this most worthy cause. 
We must give— give more than we 
have ever given before if we are 
to do our part and meet the quota 
that has been assigned our Coun­
ty. Memberships are still a dollar, 
but it is easy to see that just a 
dollar membership will not meet 
the quota. So, let us all give at 
least a dollar, and, if possible, give 
two or more for every dollar we 
gave last year. But remember that 
no contribution is too small to be 
gladly received.

The National Quota has been 
set as Two Hundred Million Dol­
lars, and Doniey County’s Quota 
has been set at $4,800.00 of which 
$3,500.00 goes to the National 
Fund and $1,300.00 remains in the 
County.

EDITORS NOTE—Back in the 
early days of 1943 when the Ger­
man air might was still strongly 
felt over the entire Mediterranean 
theater of war, came the sad news 
that Harrell B. Helton was report­
ed missing on January 7th while 
on combat duty with the Ameri­
can A ir Forces. He was never re­
ported captured or rescued and 
thus must be presumed lost. He 
is a son of Mr. and Mrs. J. A. 
Helton of Clarendon. Four or five 
other sons of the Helton's are in 
the Armed Service. Last week 
Mrs. Helton received the follow­
ing letter from the Secretary of 
Wa|, Henry L. Stimson:

My Dear Mrs. Helton:

You will shortly receive the 
Purple Heart medal, which has 
been posthumously awarded by 
direction of the President to your 
son, Second Lieutenant Harrell B.

| try's gratitude for his gallantry 
! and devotion.

It is sent to you, as well, with 
my deepest personal sympathy for 
your bereavement. The loss of a 
loved one is beyond man’s repair-

value; not so, however, the mes­
sage it carries. We are all com­
rades in arms in this battle for our 
country and those who have gone 
are not, and never will be, for­
gotten by those of us who remain. 
I hope you w ill accept the medal 
in evidence of such remembrance.

The primary responsibility of 

Home Service is to assist service 
and ex-service men and their 
families in meeting the needs 
which arise from the man’s ser­
vice in the armed forces. Home 
Service in Chapters carries out 
this responsibility through these 
four channels: Communication 
and information Service, Report­
ing service, Claims service, Fam 
ily service.

I  have met these needs as best 
I could. During the year 1943, I  

.*** 1 handled 615 case*. 1 sent 318 tele­
grams,-wrote 129 letters, and gave 
Information in 268 cases. My tele­
graph and telephone bill would 
average about $22.00 per month. 
These telegrams have gone to al­
most every state in the union, be­
cause Donley County boys are to 
be found in almost every state. A 
telegram of verification is requir­
ed from the Red Cross before an 
emergency furlough is granted. A  
serious or sudden case of illness 
calls a man home. The family 
sends him a telegram, I consult 
the Dr., and I send his verifica­
tion at the same time. Sometimes 
the soldier is able to catch a plane 
from the Atlantic or Pacific Coast. 
Sometimes he must simply make 
the closest connection possible, al­
ways getting soldier rates.

Home Service is furnished with 
application blanks for all the var­
ious forms of service which the 
government gives to the men and 
their families, such as application 
for allotment and allowance, vet-

4 Nazis Nabbed 
Near Here Friday

The four German prisoners of 
war who escaped from the Mc- 
LeanPrison Camp Monday, Feb­
ruary 14, were captured by local 
authorities Friday afternoon at 
the farm home of Foster Garrett, 
about ten miles west of Claren­
don.

The Germans stopped at Gar­
rett’s home and asked for food. 
While they were eating, Ralph 
Morrow called Justice of the 
Peace Bob Weatherly, and report­
ed their presence in the Garrett 
home. Weatherly notified Deputy 
Constable Coley Huffman who, 
with the aid of Lon Rundell and 
C. C. Lagrone, sped to the farm 
and made the pick-up.

The Nazis were dressed in the 
Africa Korps uniforms and had 
about 150 packages of foreign 
brand cigarettes. They carried a 
map of Texas on which was mark 
ed a route leading to the Mexican 
border. One of the prisoners has 
relatives in Mexico and they were 
supposedly trying to reach them. 
Clothing, razors, slickers, a hand 
drawn map, and many other small 
articles were found in their pos­
session.

Deputy Huffman highly com­
mended those who assisted in 
their capture.

RATION TOKENS 
IN USE SUNDAY

During the three-week period, 
February 27 through March 20, in 
changing from the old rationing 
program to the simplified token 
plan, two sets of stamps, green 
and blue, w ill be used for pro­
cessed foods, and two, Brown and 
red, for meats and fats. The old 
stamps, brown and green, w ill be 
used exactly as in the past at their 
regular value through March 20. 
The token plan w ill be fully in e f­
fect on March 21. Beginning then, 
processed foods can be purchased 
only with blue stamps and blue 
tokens, and meats, fats, and oils 
only with red stamps and red 
tokens. The blue and red stamps, 
effective February 27 are valued 
at 10 points each. A ll tokens are 
valued at one point each and w ill 
be given for change only when a 
purchase is made. No more than 
nine tokens need be given as 
“change” in one transaction.

WOULD BE ROBBERS 
CAUGHT AT TULIA

Four Negroes attempted to rob 
the Farmers Exchange the night 
of February 13th, Sheriff Guy 
Wright disclosed today. They 
tried to enter through the door 
and window screens were cut in 
their attempt to enter the store. 
They were seen by the night 
watchman and ran away.

They were captured a few  days 
later after making an attempt to 
haul o ff a safe at Tulia the night 
on February 14th. They confessed 
their attempted job here to Sheriff 
Guy Wright when he went to 
Amarillo Friday. Feb. 18 for the 
hearing. Three of the negroes 
were brothers and had robbed 
several different stores over the 
Panhandle.

“A  Tree Grows in Brooklyn” is 
the leading best seller in 37 of the 
largest bookstores in the country, 
and long before I had finished it, 
1 had ceased to wonder why. Betty 
Smith writes o f Life— with a 
capital L. The title is absolutely 
meaningless, but the story is not— 
and the title does not remain so. 
Francie is introduced to us with 
a book in her hand— but Betty 
Smith tells us that when she dis 
covered she could read ns a tiny 
girl she was almost ill with excite­
ment. She could read! She could 
read! From that time on, the 
world was hers for the reading. 
She would never be lonely again, 
never miss the lack of intimate 
friends. Bonks became her friends 
and there was one for every mood. 
There was poetry for quiet com­
panionship. There was adventure 
when she tired of quiet hours. 
There would be love stories when 
she came into adolescence and 
when to feel a closeness to some­

one she could read biography. On 
that day when she first knew she 
could, she made a vow to read one 
book a day as long as she lived.” 
And in this book a day she lived 
in another world than the one of 
sordidness and poverty surround­
ing her. Again I say, it is Life.

Closely vying "A  Tree Grows in 
Brooklyn” for first place is Lloyd 
C. Douglas' "The Robe”— the 
popularity of which has never 
waned, and Sholem Asch’s “The 
Apostle," and Morquand's “So 
Littlec Time.” It is significant that 
the first two of these ure not in 
any sense war stories.

And "Thunderhead.” Mary O'­
Hara's sequel to “My Friend 
Flicka” still ranks high.

The closing date for the fourth 
Thomas Jefferson Southern award 
has been extended almost a year 
by Dutton— till February, 1945. It 
must be cither fiction or non-fic­
tion— not poetry, drama or short 
stories, and the author must have 
been bom in the south or must 
have lived there at least five 
years. The award is $2,500 cash.

The boys and girls of the Pacific 
Northwest voted Eric Knight's 
“Lassie Come Home” the most 
popular recent book. It received

the Young Reader’s Choice Award 
from the Children’s and School 
Librarians' Sections of the Pacific 
Northwest Library Association. I 
suspect our readers would cordial­
ly agree. It is a wonderfully good 
story.

From the report on Education in 
the Armed Forces by Jhe Joint 
Army and Navy committee on 
Welfare and Recreation come the 
following: ‘The Army and Navy 
have built up the largest library 
system in the world. The services 
have already purchased more than 
ten million books— exclusive of 
training manuals and of such do­
nations as came from the Victory 
Book campaign. Plans have now 
been made to purchase through 
the Council on Books in Wartime 
as many as thirty-five million 
more. Nearly every army post, 
naval station camp and ship has a 
well-stocked library. A  battleship 
has about 3,000 volumes. There 
are between 1500 and 2,000 perm­
anent army and navy libraries in 
this country. More than 3,000,000 
books have been sent abroad. 
Traveling libraries follow the men 
almost to the front lines and books 
and magaiznes are delivered to 
isolated bases by parachute or in 
water-tight boxes. The men ask 
for classics and Westerns, techni­
cal books and mysteries, best-sell­
ers and poetry—and they get 
them all. Most of those sent over­
seas are pocket-sized editions and 
it is planned that future purchases 
shall be of this type.”

This report goes on to say that 
the Army and Navy are operating 
the largest adult school in the 
world— already 8500 illiterates 
have been taught to read in these 
schools.

“Under Cover” by John Roy Corl- 
son—pseudonym— had been ban­
ned from several leading libraries 
— Walter Winchell to the contrary 
notwithstanding.

Two awards of $2500 each in 
History and Biography are offered

as Alfred A. Knopf Fellowships 
for 1944. The statement is made 
that these are for the purpose of 
assisting talented writers to com­
plete well planned but as yet un­
finished books.

The statement is made that the 
German “purge” of the libraries 
of Czechoslovakia resulted in the 
elimination of seventy per cent of 
their books.

Salvation of Cotton 
Industry Lies In 
Mechanization

Salvation of the cotton industry 
lies in mechanization, declares a 
University of Texas cotton expert. 
Dr. A. B. Cox, director of the Uni- 
verscity Bureau of Business Re­
search.

Citing that U. S. Department of 
Agriculture figures show produc­
tion cost of cotton is $20.29 per 
acre, compared to $10 for wheat 
and $14.83 for corn, Dr. Cox as­
serted that mechanization could 
reduce cotton production cost to 
make this industry the most at­
tractive major crop in the nation.

Major items are cost of cultiva­
tion and hoeing, and of harvest­
ing, which amount to $12.10 for 
cotton, ninety cents for wheat and 
$5.49 for corn, he said.

Reduction of the cotton cultiva 
tion and harvesting costs to the 
corn level of $5.49 would make a 
total cost of $13.68 per acre for 
cotton.

“Notable advances toward me­
chanization of these two burden­
some hand processes are being 
made,” he added, citing recent dis­
covery of a cheap, quick chemical 
means for stripping leaves from 
the cotton plant; improved sleds 
and strippers for harvesting; the 
breeding o f cotton with upright 
plants, short branches and rapid 
fruiting habits; development of 
defoliation and improved cleaning 
equipment at gins, and other pro­
gressive steps.

“Complete mechanization of 
cotton production will affect the 
economy of the South profound­
ly,” Dr. Cox pointed out. “Areas 
adapted to machine methods will 
prosper; other areas may eventu­
ally be forced out of the cotton 
business. Substantial shifts in pop­
ulation will probably occur, and 
fewer cotton farmers will be need­
ed.

“On the other hand, through it 
the industry can be saved with 
prospects of increasing markets, 
production and overall employ­
ment.

“ It is vital and urgent that our 
national cotton policy encourage

tion anil endure under thine con­
ditions. but Army Ordnance 
equipment is standing up nobly.

“At first, it was thought that 
our division artillery and heavier 
auxiliary weapons were too heavy 
to be considered for jungle com­
bat.

Birds which 
have recovered from an attack 
may be carriers of the organism 
and can transmit it to fowl in good 
health, says Dr. W. A. Boney, 
poultry veterinarian for the A&M 
College Extension Service. Spec­
ialists believe that faulty ventila­
tion, absence of green feed and 
other feeds deficient in Vitamin 
A, along with overcrowding, tend 
to spread colds more rapidly. It 
has been established that birds in 
good health and living under fa­
vorable conditions will contract 
the disease when exposed to the 
organisms.

Dr. Boney says that, no specific 
treatment has been developed ex­
cept in the nutritional form where 
Vitamin A  as feed—such as green 
feed, alfalfa, or codliver oil, will 
give results. Bacterins and vac­
cines have not proved very bene­
ficial. A  good anticeptic such as 
chlorine products or potassium 
permanganate in drinking water 
w ill help eliminate spread through 
water.

The following management 
practices are recommended as 
helpful where colds prevail in 
flocks: Remove the worst cases;

clean up the poultry house and its 
surroundings; prevent damp 
floors; flush the birds with Epsom 
salts for half a day, using three- 
quarters of a pound per hundred 
birds in drinking water; spray 
birds if desired; check the house 
for drafts apd overcrowding; fur­
nish the flock with green feed, 
preferably alfalfa, three to five 
pounds per hundred birds daily, 
soaking the feed overnight in 
water. Two tablespoons of cod- 
liver oil to each gallon of grain 
may be used daily as an alterna­
tive; feed damp mash once or 
twice daily.

Finally, keep the flock com­
fortable and eating regularly.

eran’s compensation and now for 
mustering out pay to discharged 
men. Much of my work has been 
helping families to fill out these 
blanks. The government wants 
certain information. They depend 
on the Red Cross to secure that 
information for them. The fami­
lies of service men need informa­
tion—they, too, depend on the Red 
Cross to give it. This is the largest 
service which we are able to give 
— information of every description 
from finding out why the family 
does not hear from the soldier, to 
finding where he is and what his 
condition is, information as to 
why the allotment and allowance 
has not been received and all the 
various types of questions needing 
answers.

Then helping to' meet emerg­
ency financial needs is another 
function of Home Service. During 
the year 1943 I have lent $361.00 
of Red Cross Funds. The larger 
part of this has already been re­

turned. Families are very apprec­
iative of this help. Again my sta­
tistical report for the year 1943: 
SIS cases handled, 218 telegrams 
sent, 129 letters written, 268 cases 
of information given. The new 
year has begun with increasing 
demands which we are trying to 
meet.

Miss Charlotte Molesworth, Vol­
unteer Special Services of the 
American Red Cross, reports for 
the production program for the 
year 1943, 2017 garments and 304 
knitted garments for the Army 
shipped to St. Louis. 612 Soldiers 
Kits were made and filled by the 
Donley County Chapter of the 
American Red Cross. For the 
Emergency Chest in Donley Coun­
ty over 200 were placed and 50 
quilts for those in need.

Mrs. C. G. Stricklin, Chairman 
of the Junior Red Cross reports 
1733 articles made and distributed 
under the supervision of Miss 
Maurice Berry. The Junior Red 
Cross has done a splendid amount 
of work the past year.

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Use of New Ration 
Tokens Begins 
February 27

The nation’s retail grocers will 
begin the use of the new ration 
tokens on February 27, when 
housewives w ill begin to receive 
them as change in the purchase of 
rationed food for points.

The new token plan w ill enable 
the housewife to buy about the 
same amount of rationed process­
ed foods and meats-fats as she 
now buys, according to J. Doyle 
Settle, district O PA  rationing 
executive.

The present 16 points for meats

and fats becoming valid at the be­
ginning of each week roughly 
total 64 points a month. Under the 
token plan 30 points, (three 
stamps) w ill become valid at the 
beginning of each two weeks per­
iod, a total of approximately 60 
points each month. For processed 
foods, 48 points become valid each 
month. Under the token plan 50 
points w ill become valid the first 
of each month.

The tokens are red and blue in 
color. The red ones w ill be used 
for meats-fats and the blues will 
be used for processed foods. They 
are about the size of a dime and 
have a point value of one each.

Under the token plan each 
stamp fo f meat or processed foods, 
regardless of the printed designa­
tion, w ill have a point value of 10.

Sugar is not affected. Tokens will 
be issued only as change in bona 
fide purchases, and only enough 
tokens will be issued as change to 
reach the value of the number of 
stamps nearest the point purchase. 
In other words, a purchase involv­
ing 27 points w ill be paid for with 
three ten-point stamps, and 
change of three tokens w ill be 
given by the grocer. The supply of 
tokens w ill not permit the grocer 
to exchange them for more stamps 
than are needed for the purchase, 
and grocers will not be permitted 
to change stamps for tokens 
where no bona fide purchase is 
made.

Stamps w ill be valid tor a per­
iod of 12 weeks with a new series 
of stamps and should eliminate 
the buying rushes incident to the

expiration of short validity per­
iods.

Consumers are urged to famil­
iarize themselves with the use of 
tokens, and to cooperate in every 
possible manner with the retail 
grocer in distributing them.

The attention of housewives is 
called to the fact that it w ill still 
be necessary to present their war 
ration books to the grocers, and 
to tear the stamps out of the 
books in the presence of the gro­
cer. Loose stamps may not be ac­
cepted by the grocer.

Consumers’ war ration books 
should be carefully safe-guarded, 
as War Ration Book Four will 
probably have to last for the du­
ration, and will be difficult to re­
place if lost.

TRUCKS MOVE 
98 PER CENT OF 
FARM CROP

Largely "as a result of the co­
operation of farmers and truck 
operators with the Transportation 
Conservation Plan, about 1,600,000 
motor trucks, mostly farmer-own­
ed, moved 98 per cent of last 
year’s huge farm crop at some 
stage of the journey from farm to 
market, the Office of Defeense 
Transportation says. Other farm 
transportation programs now op­
erating include the movement of 
livestock, cotton, fresh fruits and 
vegetables, citrus fruits, and poul­
try.

Early Clucks 
Are Best

Early hatched chicks are the 
most profitable, says Ted Martin, 
poultryman for the Texas A  A M  
College Extension Service, in dis­
cussing some problems of replace­
ments in the poultry flock.

Early chicks grow faster and 
have lower mortality due to less 
disease, especially coccidiosis. 
Comparably, late hatched genera­
tions usually cost slightly less, 
brooding expense is smaller and 
pullets are less likely to molt in 
the fall. But the earlier bom have 
the further advantages of produc­
ing higher priced egg6 in late 
summer, fall and winter, and low­
er laying house mortality. More­
over, the cockerels among the 
early birds are in line for the 
spring market when prices for 
fryers are highest.

Urging poultrymen to use the 
best management practices this 
year. Martin suggests that chicks 
should come only from pullorum 
tested stock. They should be ob­
tained from a recognized breeding 
farm or hatchery which uses eggs 
from supervised flocks whose par­
ent stock was bred fofr livability, 
high production and hatchability, 
large egg size and uniform stand­
ard quality.

Good management begins even 
before the chicks arrive by hav­
ing brooder house and equipment 
ready for their reception. And 
sanitation should be practiced 
systematically thereafter. The 
house should be cleaned as often 
as needed, depending upon the 
weather, the number of chicks 
and the type of litter. Good re­
sults have been obtained at the 
Texas A&M  College poultry farm 
by cleaning daily under the hover 
or where the chickens roost, and 
removing all of the litter from the 
house twice weekly. Ground 
where chicks arc to run should be 
clean.

Equally important is an abund­
ance of fresh air without drafts in 
the brooder house. Chicks require 
uniform heat, but a hot brooder 
house is not conducive to proper 
growth.

How Jungle Fighters live, Work And 
Fight In Southwest Pacific Area
EDITOR— This is a condensation 
of a nine-page report prepared by 
the War Department from ac­
counts submitted by officers and 

of the 37th Division.

From the steaming jungles and 
Itills of Bougainville Island in the 
northern Solomons come reports 
by enlisted men and officers of the 
37th (Buckeye) Division, telling 
how a United States Army jungle 
fighter lives, what he thinks about 
and hopes for, and how, fortified 
by humor, he continues day in and 
day out in the fight to conquer a 
treacherous foe.

What with Japanese snipers and 
bombers, the discomforts of jungle 
life, and the need for constant 
work, his days and nights are ful­

ly occupied. Yet there are plenty 
of humorous incidents. .For ex­
ample, some o f the troops were 
changing their positions, and fox­
holes were deepened and covered 
with logs and sandbags. One sold­
ier made a particularly good job 
of his foxhole. He then announced 
that “eeven a bomb couldn't get 
into it.”  Unfortunately, neither 
could he. He had forgotten to 
leave a place for an entrance.

Soldiers Sleep In Hammocks
Sleeping arrangements are com­

paratively simple. A  soldier looks 
around for two trees sturdy e- 
nough to support his weight, and 
slings his jungle hammock be­
tween them. About 7 p. m., if he 
has no particular duties, he crawls

into his hammock and begins to 
wonder how the w ife and young­
ster are getting along— if he has 
them— or his sweetheart, or the 
girl next door at home, or to 
dream about that last furlough he 
had.

Likely as not, it begins to rain 
and his wonderings turn to his 
foxhole and how much water 
there’s going to be in it. About 
this time, there is an ear-shatter­
ing wail from the warning siren. 
So the soldier opens the zipper of 
his mosquito netting, hunts for his 
shoes, and runs and slides into the 
foxhole, which by now is about 
half full of water.

About this time “Washing Ma­
chine Charley” drones over on 
one of his frequent nocturnal 
visits. “Charley”  is a Japanese 
two-engined bomber so named 
from the fact that its motors seem 
to run more slowly than the 
American variety.

A fter the raid, the soldier, wet 
from the water in his foxhole, 
crawls back into his hammock. 
Conversation commonly consists 
o f such non-picturesque express­
ions as: " I wonder where they 
dropped,” and “Did we have any 
night fighters up?”

Ordinarily, the early bombing 
is only the first of a series. The 
same process must be gone 
through several times during the 
darkness.

The formalities of military life 
disappear in jungle fighting. Buck 
privates call commanding officers 
by their nicknames. It wouldn’t 
be safe to say “Sir” or “Colonel” 
where the enemy could hear it. 
The Japanese have proved them­
selves uncannily adept at picking 
o ff commissioned and non-com­
missioned officers. No officer 
wears insignia, since it would

make him a fine target for a snip­
er’s rifle.

Goneral Obeys Privet#
One day a private was having 

a tough time driving his truck 
through a swamp. Along came 
mother jeep in which a brigadier 
general without insignia was rid­
ing. “Get the hell o ff this road 
and let me get by,”  yelled the 
private. “ I ’ve got front line sup­
plies.” Without a murmur or 
change of expression, the genera! 
motioned his driver to pull the ve­
hicle o ff the road so the supplies 
could go through.

When the troops leave combat 
areas, this informality ceases. 
They revert to the traditional and 
time honored courtesies and cus­
toms of the Army.

Living on Bougainville is tough, 
but there are moments. On rainy 
Thanksgiving Day, 25 days after 
the soldiers landed, their regular 
rations were supplemented with 
the kind of dinner they’d had at 
home, complete with roast young 
turkey and cranberry sauce. 
“Brother,” said one of the soldiers, 
“when you get a meal like that on 
Bougainville, you're really ac­
complishing a miracle.”

“And so,”  writes Staff Sergeant 
James G. Smith, “ life goes on in 
the jungle. It ’s a dreary one at 
best, full of inconveniences, scar­
es, and tension. But somehow you 
know that everything is all right 
when you hear healthy American 
voices singing in the short tropical 
twilight. They sing the old barber 
shop favorites - - in bad harmony, 
perhaps, but the spirit is there. 
And with that spirit, there's no 
doubt of the outcome.”

Blacksmith’s Art 
Plays Part In 
War Effort

Army Ordnance arsenals are 
keeping the art of blacksmithing 
alive.

Captain R. M. Smith, Com­
manding Officer at Pantex Ord­
nance Plant, Amarillo, said re­
cently that the ancient black­
smith’s art is far more extensive 
than merely providing shoes for 
horses.

Charles Crouch, a veteran of 
thirty-five years at the trade, is 
the blacksmith at Pantex. His 
career began when he was fifteen 
years of age when he went to 
work in a blacksmith shop owned 
by his brother at Sparta, Term. 
His apprenticeship lasted until he 
was twenty-one years old and 
then he began “hammering” out 
his own living at the anvil trade.

Charles Crouch’s job is particu­
larly important at Pantex because 
he is able to make many of the 
things needed at the ordnance 
plant, which are difficult to obtain 
at this time. For example, on the 
wails of his shop at Pantex are 
many tools which are needed for 
his work and which he himself 
has made.

Crouch enjoys his work at Pan­
tex blacksmith shop because he 
knows he is performing full-time 
vital work for the war effort.

‘ ‘Blacksmithing has a positive 
1944 war-time value,” Captain 
Smith declared. “Orders are some­
times received in some ordnance 
plants for gun mounts, for ex­
ample, that require the forging of 
component parts. Existing forging 
facilities throughout the country 
are now so heavily overloaded 
that the job is usually done in the 
arsenal blacksmith whop.”

A  added that the blacksmith 
is frequently called upon to pro­
duce simple parts of tools and to 
make quick emergency repairs. It 
is for jobs such as these that Mr. 
Crouch is noted at Pantex.

"Improvements in the casting 
and welding processes have tre­
mendously reduced both the vol­
ume and the necessity for black­
smithing work,’’ Capt. Smith said, 
"but even during peace time 
Army Ordnance arsenals main­
tained the art of blacksmithing by 
keeping a small number of men 
at work in the shops. The Ord­
nance Department realized the 
value of keeping alive their art 
in case it should be necessary, as 
it has been, to use them on a larg 
er scale or for rush jobs.

“So far as Army Ordnance is 
concerned, there w ill always be a 
blacksmith.”

CONSERVATION
PROGRAM

The 1944 program for U. S. agri­
cultural conservation practices, 
designed to guide six million farm 
families in getting maximum pro­
duction from their land, has been 
announced by WFA. Among the 
most important practices are those 
dealing with application of lim e 
and phosphate, which give the 
soil greater “ fire power,”  Immed­
iately boosting production at low  
cost.

manages the conservation pro­
gram, U. S. farmers will not have 
to plow up grasslands as they did 
in the last wear. “The dust storm* 
and erosion that followed that 
first plow-up became a national 
catastrophe,”  he declared.

munition for i t  Ordnance head­
quarters in Washington brought 
ammunition and gun together. To­
day every combat characteristic

of both gun and ammunition is 
known to Army, Navy and Marine 
invasion units.

According to a report from 
Capt. E. L Creed of Philadelphia, 
Japs are particularly skilled in 
throwing up strong defensive po­
sitions, constructing deadly pill­
boxes and foxholes of whatever 
material is at hand.

On Massacre Bay, for example, 
an American company barber was 
charged by five howling Japs, in­
cluding one officer wielding a 
heavy Samauri sword. The barber 
emptied an Ordnance carbine In­
to the Jape, firing from the hip 
and killing them all. This same 
Jap offensive weakness is being 
exploited today in the Southwest 
Pacific.

Capt. Creed reported that Japs,

despite their simple diet, are phy­
sically strong. In the Holtz Bay 
area, two Japs, one of them suf­
fering from a minor hip wound, 
were cut o ff from their unit and 
hiked fourteen days without food, 
except what the barren island af­
forded, in a vain effort to rejoin 
their company. They were cap­
tured by an American patrol.

Japs will kill themselves when 
the battle turns against them, 
even though they still have am­
munition to continue the fight. 
This same mysterious phenome­
non has been noted in the South­
west Pacific. In various suicide 
pacts, however, the last Jap fre­
quently loses his nerve and is tak­
en prisoner.

Japs are very clever in exploit­
ing natural advantages. On Attu, 
a heavy fog would descend half 
way down the mountains. Japs 
would follow the fog down. They 
could see the Americans but could 
not be seen by them. Japs are to­
day exploiting jungle and atoll 
conditions to the maximum ex­
tent.

The Japs have devised many at­
tractive booby traps that have a 
certain nuisance valuee. One such 
item is a small black box contain­
ing an explosive charge. It is six 
inches long and nearly an inch in 
diameter, and has a small para­
chute attachment. White Jap let­
tering on the box carried a “hands 
o ff”  warning— an excellent ex­
ample of Jap humor.

The Japs covered the whole east 
area of Holtz Bay with attractive 
booby traps. They are employing 
the sapte tactics in the Southwest 
Pacific, but our troops are now 
familiar with the tricks and com­
bat qualities of the treacherous 
enemy.

How O DT Helps 
Keep Farm Trucks 
Rolling On Job

Almost all of the products rais­
ed by the Nation’s seven million 
farm families, at some time be­
tween farm and consumer are 
transported by motor truck, ac­
cording to the Office of Defense 
Transportation, and nearly all 
farm supplies are transported to 
farms by motor truck.

The ODT says that more than 
one and one-half million trucks 
now are in such agricultural 
transportation service, and ap­
proximately 1,050,000 of these 
trucks are owned and operated by 
farmers. .

To meet war-time farm trans­
portation needs, the Division of 
Motor Transport of ODT develop­
ed a program for the conservation 
and utilization of these farm ve­
hicles and undertook to provide 
for orderly and continued move­
ment of farm supplies to farms.

To assist in ctfrrying its program 
directly to farmers, ODT organiz­
ed county farm transportation 
committees in each of the 3,022 
agricultural counties of the United 
States. These committees lead in 
developing local programs to con­
serve and utilize farm vehicles— 
analyzing a farmer’s operation 
and dovetailing his production 
and marketing requirements with

available transportation. They 
help farmers complete applica­
tions for new trucks and assist 
ODT district offices in determin 
ing the certification necessary for 
certificates of war necessity with­
out whicK no truck can legally 
operate.

In reviewing applications for 
certificates o f war necessity, one 
committee helped make it possible 
for the ODT district manager to 
revise original recommendations 
and thus effect a reduction of 
1,073,372 miles of travel and save 
125,000 gallons of gasoline. Anoth­
er district manager reviewed gas­
oline requests with his county 
farm transportation committee 
and saved 435,733 gallons of gaso­
line— 39 percent of the amount of 
the original requests.

LESS PAPER FOR 
PACKAGES

Fewer package wrappings will 
be available for retail shoppers 
this year, according to WPB. 
Shortage of wood pulp for paper­
making will not permit a normal 
supply. There will be enough bags 
for assorted groceries, WPB said, 
if housewives save these bags and 
take them back to stores for their 
own re-use. WPB also advised 
that the shopping bag with hand­
les must be used many times to 
substitute for individual package 
wrappings.

New G-E Motor 
Revolves 2000 
Times Per Sec.

An electric motor, which oper­
ates at record-breaking speed of 
120,000 revolutions per minute, 65 
times faster than the conventional 
motor used in the home washing 
machine or refrigerator, has been 
built and tested by General Elec­
tric, it was announced recently. 
Motors of this type w ill be used 
for the grinding and drilling of 
essential parts of airplanes and 
other war equipment and w ill not 
be available for general use.

This new motor, rated at three 
horsepower, weighs but seven 
pounds, as contrasted with the 
conventional three horse-power 
motor which weighs 105 pounds.

It is so small that the entire motor 
w ill fit into the palm o f a person’s 
hand and its rotor is scarcely 
larger than a man’s thumb. The 
motor is water cooled, using about 
one half a gallon o f water a min­
ute, and is equipped with an oil- 
mist lubricant type o f bearing. 
Tests including a continuous run 
of eight hours, have proven its 
perfection.

" It ’s hard to realize speeds o f 
200 revolutions per second in a 
motor,” D. H. Ware, motor engi­
neer o f the company pointed out 
“H ow ever if the wheels of an 
automobile could be made to turn 
at the same speed, the auto would 
move at the rate of 10,000 miles 
per hour, or 165 miles per min­
ute. This is about 14 times the 
speed of sound.”

WKX>s of the Moment

W e are indebted to the Univer­
sity of Missouri for breaking 

the ice for us in this fust item. We 
mean that literally, too.

It seems that cows have more 
sense than us mortals and refuse to 

• freeze their stomachs with ice water. 
When they have to drink it. they 
take only as much as they need to 
get along. Down goes milk produc­
tion and up goes the feed bill.

Missouri suggests that a cow's 
production can be increased from 25 
to 100 per cent by giving her drink­
ing water that is 50 to 60 degrees 
Fahrenheit. Of course, it’s almost 
impossible to buy a stock tank heater 
now so Missouri suggests you make 
one out of an old milk can and other 
odds and ends. They have a circular 
to show you exactly how you can 
do it, too.

If  you’re interested, send for 
Circular 484, Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, University of Missouri, 
Columbia, Mo.*

Pretty soon tho cows will bo 
wanting a hot cup of coffee for 
breakfast.

Just to refresh your memory, here’s 
the 8-point national milk-produc­
tion program for 1944:
1. Grow more legume hay, pastur­
age, and grain.
2. Fertilise to increase quantity and 
quality of feed.

- 3. Feed to avoid summer milk 
slump.
4. Feed cows liberally during their 
dry period.

' 5. Keep as many cows as feed and 
labor permit.
6. Market more whole milk when­
ever possible.

__ 7. Produce good-quality milk and 
'  avoid waste.

8. Breed for better herd replace­
ments.

Furthermore, your Uncle Bob 
le willing to contend that every 
cow should be taught to carry an 
umbrella and I have the proof to 
back me up. From the Agricul­
tural Extension Service of the 
University of Tennessee comes a 
booklet that tails how feed la 
wasted when a cow la exposed to 
winter wind, rain and snow.

According to Tennessee’s Publica­
tion 100, the average 800 lb. cow 
uses 7 lbs. of her daily feed for 
body maintenance. She uses the 
balance of her feed for milk produc­
tion. When she is exposed to the 
cold, she loses body heat and so she 
uses for body maintenance some of 
the feed she would otherwise use 
for milk production. «

Of course, Tennessee isn’t recom­
mending overcoats or umbrellas but 
the Agricultural Extension Service 
is recommending good warm shelters. 
Write for Publication 100, Univer­
sity of Tennessee. Knoxville. Tenn.* 

The Alabama Polytechnic Inati- 
tute at Auburn, Alabama, agrees 
wholeheartedly on this matter of 
proper winter shelter. In Circular 
152,* Alabama says that the in­
creased milk production plus the 
manure saved will soon pay for the 
coat of inexpensive shelter. So, If 
you live anywhere north of the Gulf 
of Mexico you will make money by 
seeing to it that your cows are kept 
warm and comfortable.

. T h e  biggest headline in one of the 
latest issues of "Stars and Stripes”, 
official U. S. Army newspaper, was 
"Ice cream sodas soon In European 
theater of operations” . With it, on 
page 1, was a picture of a heaping 
dish of ice cream. War news was put 
in second place.

If any dairyman needs additional 
inspiration to excel his 1943 milk 
production, this little story should 
certainly provide it. Milk and the 
good old American products made 
from milk satisfy a yearning that all 
our boys have for home-like things.

The dairyman who boosts his 
production is doing his part to boost 
the morale of Americans every where 
as well as their nutrition.

I f  ws can’t gat a good argument 
started any other way, let's take 
up the question of whether or 
not cows need overcoats. Noth­
ing fancy, mind you. A nice 
reversible ulster will do.

Ever hear of a man working hard 
all week and then deliberately tear­
ing up his pay-check? Neither have 
I, and yet thousands of dairy farmers 
do almost that same thing every 
week. They work hard, invest their 
time and money in milk production, 
and then lose their hard-earned pay 
by failing to give the milk proper 
protection.

If you've been having any trouble 
with sour or off-flavored milk, or if 
you want to avoid such trouble, I 
suggest you sand for Farmer's Bul­
letin No. 602, U. S. Department 
of Agriculture, Washington, D. C.

CIVILIANS

Civilians in the United States 
w ill have more frozen vegetables 
during the next five months as a 
result of an expected all-time 
record high production, W FA has 
announced. Usually available in 
frozen form are snap beans, corn 
kernels, peas, spinach, asparagus, 
broccoli, Brussels sprouts, cauli­
flower, and corn on the cob. U. S. 
civilians w ill have slightly less 
rice in 1944 than during recent 
years and less canned milk than 
during 1943, although the amount 
of canned milk available w ill be 
in approximate proportion to ci­
vilian purchases under rationing, 
which began in June, 1943.
