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NEW RELIEF SET-UP

The complete termination of
CWA activities on April 1st, will
place the burden of supplying re-
lief to indigent families of Texas
on the shoulders of the following
programs to be conducted by the
Texas Relief Commission: Work
Division (Work Relief), Direct
Relief, the Subsistence Homesteads
and the Rural Rehabilitation Pro-
jects.

The successful carrying out of
these programs in Donley County
has entailed the creation and in-
stallation, by the Auditing De-
partment of the Texas Relief Com-
mission, of a materially changed
accounting system. The new sys-
tem, known as the Donnell In-
stalled System of Relief Account-
ing, was made under the super-
vision of George R. Donnell, Audi-
tor of the Commission.

Of particular interest in the
new set-up is the new “Work Re-
lief” card which will enable the
administration to properly super-
vise the “Work Division” activi-
ties. Those unemployed, who are
actually destitute and are physic-
ally able to work, after a thorough
investigation has been made. def-
initely establishing their relief
needs, will be given the opportun-
ity to work and earn up to their
estimated relief need require-
ments. This work card is so de-

In his apothecary
shop he stocked such remedies as
hammers, chisels, bacon , rind,
knives, bones, sharp sticks, dimes,
Spanish daggers, coal oil, lye, sug-
ar, salt, sorghum molasses, vinegar
turpentine, red pepper, burnt
feathers, axes, and a winchester
rifle. He also used hot irons, ashes
boiling hot and plain fire.

He always vouched a cure in

such cases as anthrax, blackleg,
blemishes, bloat, botts, creeps, dis-
temper, fistula, founder, (of the
road, feed or water type), gland-
ers, heaves, kidney sores, lampers,
lockjaw (here's where the nail and
hammer came in), lump jaw (this
called for the winchester treat-
ment), pinkeye, pollevil, rabies,
snakebite, screw worms, set-fasts,
spavin, splint, sprains, dislocated
joints, sweeny, wire cuts and other
wounds.
He had only one remedy for
rabies. He drove nails into the head
of the animal and in due time pro-
nounced him dead. A Mexican per-
suaded him as a sure cure on one
oceasion to hang a frog in front of
the rabid animal. The animal
swallowed the frog and they both
died from rabies.

Feeding Experts Recommend

Better Methods of
Handling Cows.

Successful handling of dairy cows
is much the same as expert han-
dling of the motor In an automobile,
according to the research workers
at Purina Mills' Farm] Gray Sum-
mit, Mo,

“There are three speeds In the
standard motor,” says E. B, Powell,
who has charge of the investiga-
tional work at the Purina Farm.
*“Good drivers do not fall to shift
from low, to intermediate, to high
in the routine of handling their
car, If cows were treated as care-
fully as our automobile engines
are treated there would be higher
production, loi ger life and greater
profit In our dairy machines. We
have found that our cows produce
better and more economically when
three speeds for a year's work are
carefully observed.

“In our 8-4-40 plan, each numeral
really designates a period of time
in the business year of the dalry
cow. Every farmer who follows it
will be benefited because his cows
“will produce more net profits by
this Improved method of handling”

Starting with 8 of the formula—
each cow should have allotted to
her 8 weeks to prepare for her next
calving, This is generally known as
the dry period.

The 4 means—the 4 weeks fol-
lowing calving. This is an adjust-
ment period during which the cow
adjusts herself for her period of
heavy production,

maining in the year, This Is her
real time for milk production, In
these 40 weeks should be realized
the full milking power In the ani-
mal. Every effort should be made
during this period to keep produc-
tion at a high and profitable level,
