Consensus of Texas Editorial
Opinion Is Revealed

How goes the race for gover-
nor?

All over Texas people are asking
each other that question, as the
fateful Democratic primary elec-
tion day, July 28, looms only three
weeks off.

“Who will be in the runoff?”
t.l;oy are inquiring. “Who is lead-
ing for United States senator? for
attorney general? and for lieuten-
ant governor?

Editors of 319 Texas newspa-
pers—dailies and weeklies—repre-
senting 203 counties and including
nearly all those of substantial vot-
ing strength, have answered those
questions in response to a ques-
tionnaire sent them by The Hous-
ton Post; giving their opinions as
to the relative standing of the
candidates in their respective
counties, ;

According to the consensus of
their opinions, Attorney General
James V. Allred is far out ahead,
and probably will enter the runoff
with his fellow townsman, C. C.
McDonald of Wichita Falls.

Huntpr Rated Third

Ratings given the other guber-
natorial contestants are: Tom
Hunter of Wichita Falls, third;
Senator Clint Small of Amarillo,
fourth; and a close race between

§ Lieutenant Governor Edgar Witt
of Waco and Maury Hughes of
Dallas for fifth place. Edward K.
Russell of Annona is virtually as-
sured consolation honors in seven-

4 th place.

The results of this poll indicate
that Senator Walter C. Woodward
of Coleman has a substantial lead
over William McCraw of Dallas
for attorney general, with Clyde
Smith of Woodville trailing a bad
third.

Recapitulated,

the tabulation
gives Allred first place in 109
counties of 512,321 votes; second
place in 63 counties of 285,777
votes, and third place in 21 coun-
ties of 90,426 votes. All the other
candidates combined are rated
first in 110 counties—only one
more than Allred. The counties in
which all the others are ranked
first cast 550,570 votes in the 1932
primary.

McDonald is given first place in
44 counties of a total of 288,756
votes; second in 59 counties of
221,429 votes and third in 41 coun-
ties of 178,282 votes.

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INFANT MEETS
DEATH IN FALL
INTO STOCK TANK

Paul Reeves and Fire Boys
Of Pampa Make Heroic
Effort to Help

A sad tragedy was enacted at
the Hermesmeyer home east of
Jericho late Monday afternoon
when the infant, aged 19 months,
of Mr. and Mrs. Frank Hermes-
meyer was found drowned in the
stock tank.

The other children had been
bathing in the water of a depth of
two feet and had returned to the
house. A short time later the little
tot was missed and a sister went
in search of her only to discover
her litle bonnet floating upon the
water. She immediately returned
to the house and the distracted
mother hastened to the tank to dis
cover the body of the little one
drowned.

Phone calls were hastily made
when the body was lifted from the
tank. Paul Reeves with the body
and relatives were quickly on the
highway toward Pampa where a
phone call had arranged for a
physician with a pulmotor to meet
them.

The pulmotor was brought by
the fire boys who were experienc-
ed operators, making a run of 21
miles to meet the Hermesmeyer
party while the Reeves car was
making 11 on the highway to
meet them. Every aid possible was
given the little one, and John Her-
mesmeyer says that some signs of
life were shown just before the

oxygen played out about two
miles south of Pampa.
The gallant effort In an at-

tempt to return life in the little
body by the Pampa fire boys, and
Paul Reeves in his safe and care-
ful driving at around 70 miles an
hour, has brought them praise
from relatives, friends and the
general public.

Funeral services were conducted
at Groom Tuesday. The Leader
joins with the many friends of
these good citizens in extending
them sympathy in their hour of
unavoidable tragedy.

The concretes have not
been privileged to “donate”, and
the abstracts have. Donates may
be made privately, but most of it
is done publicly and purposely.
Fires, hard luck and other forms
of distress call for private dona-
tions. Candidates who have not
been privileged to donate in ‘this
form, should not lose heart, there
are other opportunities to be had.

In addition to wearing a cheery
smile accompanied by the best
vote-pulling disposition it is pos-

sible to muster when attacking the
hide-bound voter who always ap-
pears to be dumb and as one never
having heard of an election before,
the candidate is often invited to
pie suppers, ice cream suppers,
cake suppers, box suppers and
other means of abstracting from
him the concreteness which has

been latent and dormant for some
time. In other words he or she is
supposed—yes compelled, to shell
out, stand and deliver. Being dis-
posed to smile while being high-
Jacked is a trait found only in the
natural candidate.

Quilt auctions often come in
when other methods appear to be
getting slow. Of course the proper
thing to do is to hand the quilt
back without a show of the inner
grudge, anG ask that it be auc-
tioned again, or donate it bodily
and maliciously to some organiza-
tion. It's a great game and should
be accomplished with a great deal
of merriment to be most effective.

Those who look upon candidates
as something simple only during
a campaign are deluding them-
selves—they are that way all the
time, only it becomes chronic when

there is a demand. That is the rea-
son they fall an easy prey to an
abstracting public fully aware of
their concreteness.

Candidates who enjoy these
forms of festivities might suggest
chicken suppers since that phase
has been overlooked. Melons are
not to be had locally, but could be
shipped in, preferably by the car-
load. Melons and chicken should
be paid Tor by the candidates and

Corn Borers Refuse to Allow
Crop to Grow in Donley

In speaking of the corn situation
Monday, O. L. Jacobs of the Hud-
gins community stated that his
corn was badly infested with bor-
ers, and that the crop would make
little or nothing. He also stated
that borers also attack maize, kaf-
fir and other stalks greatly reduc-
ing the yield.

The borer bores a hole in the
stalk just above the ground and
eats its way upward causing the
stalk to fall down. The only known
method for fighting the pest is to
gather and burn the stalk butts in
the fall of the year as the insect
winter in the butt of the stalk.

Donley county once a big corn
producer, yields only small returns
at this time and farmers have all
most abandoned the idea of grow-
ing corn due to the borer.
