RELIEF ROLLS
USED TO REPAIR
FLOOD DAMAGE

Commissicn Approves More
Labor For Street Work
From Relief Rolls

The iollowing is a report as
given out by the local relief head-
quarters this week following the
flood.

+ “Relief help to the city of Clar-
endon to aid in repairing flood
damages will amount to approx-
imately $525.00. The city has rec-
ently completed a street improve-
ment project on which $1066.50

funds had been expended in
addition to materials and equip-
ment furnished by the city.

In a telegram received Sunday
fromm Mr. E. A. Baugh, Chief
Engineer of the Texas Relief
Relief Commission, he stated that
Donley County would be allotted
no additional funds for food and
storm relief. The commission has,
however, approved additional labor
to be used on street work which
will be secured entirely from the
relief rolls with the exception of
regular city and county employees.

No new cases will be opened to
supply this labor, the relief rolls
having reached a new high last
week with 425 families totalling
approximately 2750 persons being
certified for relief. Rules for eligi-
bility will be strictly enforced and
action will be taken on any mis-
representation of facts to the
County Board, the County Court
_or to the local relief authorities.

Mr, F. O. Fernald, District Pro-

t Engineer, has advised that all
counties must be conservative with
allotraents, distributing relief only
where it is absolutely necessary.”

Mother Estlack, as she was af-
fectionately known to hundreds,
was born December 24, 1859 on
the edge of an Indian reservation
near Mankato, Minnesota. It was
there that the few sgettlers receiv-
ed their baptism of fire and
slaughter in the historic “Mankato
Massacre” by the Sioux, Cheyenne
and Arapahoe Indians in the fall
of 1884. She survived by little
more than a year the other re-
maining member of the Associa-
tion that kept a record of the bru-
tal slaying of helpless women and
children while their men folks
were engaged in the Civil War,

With her family she became one
of the first homestead settlers
near where Joplin, Missouri now
stands. She was a resident of Gon-
zales county, Texas in the outlaw
days of John Wesley Hardin. Lat-
er she was a resident of Silver
Cliff and Leadville during boom
days and lived in Tascosa when
Jim East was city marshall in
the early 80's.

She is survived by her husband,
Alfred Estlack and the following
children, who were all present at
the funeral: Mrs. L. W. Boyd of
Hobbs, N. Mex.; J. C. Estlack of
Clarendon; L. J. of Carlsbad; Ray
N. of Hobbs with whom the father
is making his home.

CITY RAPIDLY
RECOVERS FROM
SATURDAY FLOOD

Flood Prevention is Unable
To Cope With Cloudburst
Of Five Inches-

It never happened before on
such a colossal scale, and it may
never happen again. The flood pre-
vention measures of concrete
ditches through the main part of
town simply were unable to cope
with the flood because of the
cloudburst. Under ordinary rain-
fall the ditch has taken care of the
situation a number of times, but
the rainfall was within the bounds
of reason—not five inches within
about an hour.

Today little remains to remind
one of the flood except to see silt
being shoveled on the street to be
carried away. Merchants have
cleaned up damaged stocks and
minor repairs to buildings have
been made.

The most serious damage per-
haps was at the Will Johnson
home when the filling of the base-
ment caused a cave-in that threat-
ened to capsize the large two-
story residence. The concrete re-
pairs to this home will run about
$1,000 it is said.

Along the ditch near the South
Ward school, household effects
were washed from the homes of a
few. Tences were destroyed and
scattered in a few instances.

The basement of the First
Chfistian Church was flooded
causing some damage to two pia-
nos that floated in the water sev-
eral hours. A table floated with a
Bible and a song book for some
time after which the books were
removed dry and undamaged. A
crew of men and women with the
pastor worked most of Sunday
rescuing valuables. The fire wa-~
gon was used in pumping water
from the basement as at the
Johnson home.

POLITICAL AFTERMATHS.

Some twelve years ago, a special session of the Legis-
lature passed a law redistricting but gave the boys three
years in which to prepare for it. That was back in the days
when we thought a little bit more of a square deal than ex-
pediency.

A special bill is said to be in the making at this tfme
to be “daddied” through the Legislature by Representative
W. E. Fope cf Corpus Christi. This bill is said to have for
its purpose redistricting that section of south Texas over
which the “Duke of Duval” has held sway for these many
years, and which the Duke, sometimes referred to as Sen-
ator Archie Parr, lost to Jim Neal in the last primary. The
bill is said to have for its purpose giving Parr another
chance to beat Neal.

In other words, if reports coming from Austin are
true, we have a new brand of political rape that the “deer
peepul” are likely to have a lot to say about it before the
political mob gets it put over to their liking.

RADUALLY the unreasonable

That there was
n o adequate
market for mortgages, bonds, stocks
--a8 & matter of fact for any of the
merchandise in which the banker
deals—was not taken into consider-
ation by his critics. With them, it
was a question of finding someone
to blame no matter what ruin blame
brought with it

The sneers and jibes against the
banker which for so long a time
were front-page stuff are gradually
disappearing. Will it ever he pos-
sible to measure what these unrea-
sonable slurs and criticlsms have
done to America? Bruce Barton
hits the nall squarely on the head
in the following statement: “The
country has been flooded with
sneers and wisecracks agalnst
bankers, Most of these are not
funny and their Influence is unfor-
tunate. America will pay a heavy
price in the future If it now allows
faith in its bankers and banks to
be undermined.”

Loud denunciations at political
gatherings and loose talk in high-
way and byway regarding banker
and banking did more to break
down the financial structure of our
country than any inherent fault in
the banking system.

Bankers Lost Before Depositors

One must always remember that
before a depositor lost a dollar, the
banker lost his all. Deposits in
banks are again mounting, proving
conclusively that the bank is not an
outworn, useless Institution; that
as soon as confidence in it is re-
stored, the necessities of the peo-
ple compel its patronage. We are
slowly but steadily moving out of
our slough of despond. People are
again looking forward.

Now that the emotional reaction
to the depression is no longer gain-
ing converts, we are beginning to
look at ourselves and our circum-
stances with some degree of con-
scious maturity,. We are seelng
changes. The very distresses of our
economic situation have plerced
our complacency.

The chief factors that mold pub-
lic opinicn have become more ra-
tional and have begun to realize the
fatality of uninformed expression.
We are beginning to see that un-
derneath all is a lack of informa-
tion.

But will we even now go forward
with intellectual courage? Will we
continue, as & people, in our half-
education, our half-information, our
following after false gods, our un-
trained intell!zence, our inadequa-
cles of mind? Man's intelligence
adequately trained can solve the
problems of our social order. There
is the trontier that calls the ploneer.
There is the undiscovered land that
beckons to the explorer, Therein is
the fate of democracy.

FEDERAL RESERVE BOARD
FINDS BANKING BETTER

WASHINGTON, D, C.—A review
by the Federal Reserve Board indl-
cates that the condition of operating
banks, particularly in country dis-
tricts, has Improved in recent
months, as shown by the fact that
these banks have been able to re-
duce their indebtedness to the re-
serve banks, to the Reconstruction
Finance Corporation and to others.

The July bulletin of the board in
discussing these findings says:

“At the same time progress has
been made In making available to
depositors fun~e that had been tled
up in closed '

“Banks ' ancial centres have
been out « ¢ auot to the Federal Re-
serve Banks for a long time and in
addition have had a large volume of
excess reserves, At the beginning
of the year there were still many
small banks throughout the coun-
try, however, that carried a consid-
erable load of Indebtedness.

Country Banks Reflect Improvement

“The liquidation of Indebtedness
by these banks reflects in part im-
provement in business conditions
and the consequent ability of cus-
tomers to repay bank loans which
long had been frozen. It constitutes
a strengthening of the banking po-
sition.”

The board pointed out that the re
duction of member bank indebted-
ness has been continuous since the
beginning of 1932 except for a brief
period during the banking crisis in
the Spring of 1933 The review said:

“In 1932 liquidation of indebted-
ness of member banks to the re-
serve banks was accompanied by an
increase of their barrowings trom
the Reconstruction Finance Cor-
poration. In the past year and a half,
however, indebtedness of member
banks to the Reconstruction Fi-

Relief Roll Clients May Seek
Prickly Pear to Feed Drouth
Stricken Cattle This Winter

Austin, Aug. 27.—The wide
cactus-covered expanses known to
the Southwest Texas ranchmen as
pear flats may be invaded this
winter by relief roll clients seek-
ing sustenance for drouth stricken
livestock.

The prickly pear, rid of its
small sharp stickers, is a choice
bit of wvegetation upon which
ranchmen have been known to fat-
ten their herds during winter for
many years.

Relief commission officials are
considering a plan whereby an
army of relief roll clients wil I1go
into the flats with pear burning
machines, singe the stickers from
the plants, and make the pears
safe for consumption by the
hungry herds.

Meanwhile, officials are seeking
thousands of acres of pasturage
for cattle in acute need, most of
them in the extreme western part
of the state. Federal Surplus Re-
lief corporation has urged that up
to 200,000 head of cattle be pastur-
ed but it is doubtful that sufficient
acreage for that number can be
found in the state, according to
C. Z. Crain, head of the surplus
commodities department, in charge
of the cattle program.

“I want it made clear,” Crain
said, “that the Relief Commission
will not go into competition with
the ranchman in the matter of
leasing land. If there is available
sufficient pasturage at a price we
know to be right, we will take it,
but if owners begin to raise prices
in anticiation of competition be-
tween the government and the
private livestock owner also seek-
ing pasturage, then we will get
out of this program.”

Many counties have been reluc-
tant to offer pasturage
they are in the emergency drouth
classification and fear they will
lose such designation if land
leased for grazing purposes within

Crain explained that leasing for
pastures will in no case L. 2 any
bearing on the county's drouth
classification.

The leasing program also has
been made difficult because of
lack of grass in North and West
Texas. Although there is some
grass in South and Waest Texas,
tick quarantine covering many
counties will prevent movement of
cattle into much of that area.

Absence—unexcused— 4 points
deducted from the marks of the
subject missed—May not be made
up.

Such excuses must be presented
immediately that the student re-
ports to school. Failure to furnish
such excuse immediately in case
of absence will cause that absence
to be irrevocably recorded as un-
excused. In case tardiness the fix-
ed period will be the first subse-
quent reporting to school.
Demerits for disorderly conduct
may result in suspension at the

In general, conduct unbecoming
a high school student will be con-
sidered grounds for immediate
suspension. Malicious destruction
of property, either of the school
district or of a fellow student, re-
gardless of how trivial, will auto-
matically result in suspension un-
til such property is restored to its
original state. Any destruction of
property, even though accidental
will be considered malicious, if not
occurring while engaged in spon-
sored school activities

Instructors may demand that
deficient student remain after
regular class h 3 for additional
instruction. Such demands are im-
perative and may be excused by
no one save the instructor making
such demands.

Marks of each student will be
sent the parents or guardians of
that student at the end of each
six weeks period, such periods
falling on the following dates:
October 17, November 28, Janu-
ary 18, February 29, April 12, and
May 24. It If urgently requested

that each parent and guardian
make an especial effort to ex-
amine such reports. An additional
notification will be made to the
parents and guardians of deficient
students, so that they may aid us
in ascertaining the cause for such
deficiencies and removing them if
possible.

New Duck Hunting Stamps
Arrive at Post Office

Sportmen who intend to hunt
ducks this fall must purchase Mi-
gratory-Bird hunting stamps, ac-
cording to Mr. Chas. H. Bugbee,
local postmaster. The first of the
new stamps have bee received at
the local post office and are on
sale at one dollar each. The new
stamps are blue and bear a design
of birds in flight. This stamp must
be on all hunting licenses where
they are necessary and on a cer-
tificate where a license is not re-
quired,

“Hunting without the stamps”
Mr. Bugbee said, “is unlawful and
is punishable by a fine of not more
than $500, or by imprisonment for
not more than six months, or both
fine and imprisonment.”

Duck season in' Donley county
opens October 26, the date for
Texas hunting. The season cen-
tinues until December 30, but
hunting is allowed only on Friday,
Saturday and Sunday of each
week, which makes a total of 30
days hnntlng for the season.

NOTICE TO PERSONS ON DON-
LEY COUNTY RELIEF ROLLS:

Upon instructions embraced in
a Resolution passed by the Texas
Relief Commission June 27, 1934,
notice is hereby given to the ef-
fect that persons physically able
to work who are offered employ-
ment at the prevailing wage scale
in the locality wherein the work
is to be performed, and who re-
fuses to accept without good
cause, shall not be furnished re-
lief.

The following instructions are
issued to all citizens of Donley
County:

Any person or persons offering
employment to others, whether on
relief rolls or not, will inform the
local County Relief Board Chair-
man in writing immediately when
employment offered by such citi-
zen is refused. Such advice to the
County Board Chairman will in-

clude, when possible, the work-
seeker's full name, address, em-
ployment offered and wages of-
fered.

When any person has been of-
fered employment, and has refused
it, under the conditions above
stated, the County Relief Board of
Donley County is prohibited from
giving either direct or work relief
to such person.

This pronouncement is published
under the direction from the Texas
Relief Commission, whose mem-
bership requests the universal co-
operation of the people of Texas
in support of this action which is
directed at the displacement of
persons on relief who refuse to ac-
cept work.
