He talk was such
as to lead one to bpelieve that a
masterful effort had been made to
further the cause of the church
when Clarendon was yet young.

LUBBOCK JAIL
HOLDS KILLERS
DICKENS SHERIFF

Are Captured in Houston As

Several West Texas officers re-
turned to Lubbock Monday from
Houston having in charge Virgil
Stalcup and Clarence Brown, al-
leged killers of Sheriff Bill Arthur
of Dickens county the week be-
fore.

The prisoners, chained together,
were taken from the train at
Slaton and conveyed overland to
Lubbock to avoid any possible mob
violence.

Stalcup was captured near here
on the 8th by Sheriff Pierce, Dep-
uty Guy Wright and County At-
torney R. Y. King. He was return-
ed to Dickens county in custody of
Sheriff Arthur on the 11th, and
murdered as he entered their cell
on the 13th.

The prisoners fled in the sher-
iff's car and were finally located
at Houston Thursday of last week.
Brown was picked up from a skiff
on the bayou while oyster fishing
that evening, and Stalcup was
taken at a tourist camp the next
morning. Neither of thern offered
any resistance.

Sheriff T. A. Binford and four
deputies of Harris county made
the arrests.

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HELP INTENDED-
ONLY FOR NEEDY
INTENT OF LAW

County Admiristrator Asks
That Law be Published
For Public Benefit

The Leader is requested to pub-
lish the two secdtions of the relief
law below for the information of
those who are needy, near needy,
and the public in general.

SECTION 385,

Any person or persons who
shall knowingly make any false
statement or misrepresentation in
order to procure any sum or sums
of money or other relief provided
by this.Act, or secure any relief
or funds under any other than his
true name, shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor, and shall, upon
conviction, be punished by a fine
of not less than Ten Dollars
($10.00) nor more than Fifty Dol-
lars ($50.00) or be confined in the
county jail for a period of not ex-
ceeding three (3) months, or by
both such fine and jail sentence.

SECTION 36

The Board of Control, as such
members of the Texas Relief Com-
mission, the Director appointed by
them, and the Assistant Director
by them appointed, shall have the
power to administer oaths or af-
firmations relative to the dis-
charge of their duties, and in an
inquiry relative thereto, and any
person testifying falsely before
such Board of Control, or such
Director, or Assistant Director,
shall be subject to the pains and
penalties perscribed in the Penal
Code of the State for false swear-
ing. No person or family shall re-
ceive any relief, either direct or
work, unless and until such per-
son or the head of such family
shall have subscribed a state-
ment under oath dily administer-
ed by some person wuthorized to
administer oaths :uader the laws
of this State or .by some person
authorized to admirister oaths un-
der the laws of this State or by
any officer and or case worker
for the State Board of Control or
any County Relief Board, and all
such officers and case workers
are hereby authorized to ‘admin-
ister such oaths angd are required
and it is made their duty to ad-
minister such oaths free of char-
ges, on such formd as may be
prescribed by the Stidte Board of
Control, setting forth the condi-
tions and circumstances which en-
title such person and or family
to such direct relief or work re-
lief, and any person knowingly
making any false statement under
oath, as above provided, shall be
deemed guilty of a felony, and
upon conviction shall be punished
by confinement in the Penitent-
iary not less than two (2) years
or more than five (5) years.

Insurance statistics show that
only 8% of all people born, upon
reaching the age of 60, have achi-
eved financial success to such a
degree that they may live com-

HOW THIS PLAN WILL AF-
FECT THE OWNERS OF

Those of 60 years or over own-

ing property, whose income is
greater than the pension, would
not need or posibly care to apply
for the pension, as it is not de-
signed to be compulsory. ‘Those
whose income is less than the

The desire to ho\utly earn is
uppermost in the minds of Ameri-
can people. The records of our
law enforcement department show
that crime is largely the result of
lack of opportunity to provide
necessities of life through the sale
of labor. Provide these opportuni-
ties for our younger gemerations
and the crime problem will be
greatly lessened.

SAVING FOR OLD AGE

We have been taught in the
past that saving was essential in
planning for security in old age.
But recent experience has taught
us that no one has yet been able
Lo devise a sure method of sav-
ing. Statistical records show that
a very high percent of all people
reaching the age of sixty-five
have, in spite of their best efforts,
been unable to save enough to
guard them from the humiliation

of charity in some form
either from relatives or from the
state. Experience proves that no
form of investment is infallible
that human mind can devise
which is based upon the small
group or individual financing. The
Townsend plan proposes that all
who serve society to the best of
their ability in whatever capacity
shall not be denied that security
in their declining years to which
their services in active years have
entitled them.
SALES TAX TO BE USED EX-

Sick Room Suggestions Are
Given by State Dept.

Austin, Texas, Nov. 5.-—Speak-
ing of the precautions that should
be taken in households, during
and at the close of an illness from
any of the “catching” diseases,
which are prevalent at all seasons,
Dr. John W. Brown, State Health
Officer, said recently: “Any plan
for the prevention or control of
this sort, depends upon the intelli-
gent cooperation of individuals
and communities with the medical
profession and the health authori-
ties for its success.

“Those who are in charge of
persons suffering from influenza,
pneumonia, tuberculosis, scarlet
fever, measles, infantile paralysis
or any other of the diseases spread
by discharges from the nose or
throat, are warned that these dis-
charges are sources of great
danger, and are urged to have the
patient use paper handkerchiefs or
soft cheesecloth, that can be dis-
infected or burned or otherwise
safely disposed of.

“The sterilization of dishes and
utensils used in the sick room, by
boiling after each use of them,
and of the patient's clothing,
sheets, towels, and pillow cases,
are equally necessary.
