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Clarendon-to-Turkey Highway South

Approved By State Highway Board Sat.

Preliminary Survey Was Completed Puring October By

Consulting Highway Engineer E. W. Mars at
Expense of Hall and Donley Counties

Approval of Highway 88 south
from Clarendon to Turkey by the
State Highway Commission was
made known here Saturday when
Judge S. W. Lowe received notice
from the Commission. A paragraph
from the letter received by Judge
Lowe reads as follows:

“In Donley county, it is ordered
by the Commission that State
Highway No. 88 be extended from
Clarendon in Donley county to

~ Turkey in Hall county, on condi-
'é tion that counties traversed by

-

such Highway will furnish not less
than 100 feet of right-of-way on
location to be approved by State
Highway Engineer.”

It is the opinion of Judge Lowe
that the state board will approve
the route of the preliminary sur-

vey since the survey was made by |
an engineer of the highway depart- |
ment. The cost of the survey was |
borne equally by Hall and Donley |

counties.

The County Commissioners™ of
Hall county authorized the pur-
chase of the right-of-way across
Hall county in a meeting held at
Mempbis Saturday.

The cost of the 36-mile highway
from Turkey to Clarendon is esti-
mated at $583,000. The construc-
tion will be let in three or possibly
four contracts, it is said.

The highway work is an emerg-
eéncy measure in which the state
and federal governments v7ill share
tae cost, using local labor so far
as possible, through the local re-
lief offices of the counties through
which the highway is built.

Engineer Mars stated at the
completion of his survey that only
about three miles of rough country
would be encountered on the route
selected. The distance from Red
river south to the HEstelline paved
highway intersection is 1314 miles.
The distance is 9% miles from Red
river to the intersection of the
paved Hall county highway at Mul-

. berry. From Mulberry to Claren-
_don the dis mce is 13 miles, ac-

Tt is understood that an effort is
‘being made to complete the route
providing an all weather roadbed
from Canada to Mexico on which
88 is in direct line.

Defeated

American adherence to the
World Court was defeated in
the United States Senate Tues-
day by a vote of 52 for the
resolution and 36 against. The
vote lacked 7 of the required
two-thirds majority.

The bill had the approval of
the President. A torrid debate
over the bill was earried on for
three weeks. Party lines were
discarded in the final voting.

An attempt has been made to
force Uncle Sam into a position
to police the globe for the past
twelve years. It is believed now
that the issue will be dormant
for some time to eome

Had the bill passed, our na-
tion would have been called up-
on to quell the Jap-Chino war,
Italio-Ethiopian war and the
war between Paraguary and
Bolivia as a starter. The pres-
ent members of the World
Court have tried, im a measure,
to regulate the affairs of some
of the nations without success.

Sam should go out hunting
trouble when he has more than
he can attend to at home.

Thus again the flower of the
youth of the land has been
spared from being forced into
an aggressive battle in foreign
lands for the benefit of war
profiteers.

SEEING THINGS IN THE DARK.

It will be recailed that Governor Allred stated in his
campaign speeches that he favored state lawmakers telling
who they were working for, if any one, while working for
and drawing pay from the state. Governor Allred believes
the idea a good one yet.

Last week the lower house of the Legislature went on
record as favoring the idea by a vote of 119 to 0. That
body favored the idea last year and for the past three years
as well.

The Senate has never been able to muster a majority
favoring the idea of swearing to the sources of their income
other than that drawn from the state treasury. A vote
taken on the bill last session showed 14 senators against an
“open and above board policy”.

Senators who objected to the publicity claimed it was
a reflection upon that atigust body. Likely every kidnapper
or highjacker would say the same thing if consulted with
reference to laws interfering with their business. Not that
Senators are regarded as kidnappers or highjackers by any
means, but certainly no honest man should object to any
law that would force him to be honest. It is generally be-
lieved that the senators are an honest bunch. Just why
any senator would be ashamed to let his or her constituents
know who they are drawing pay from while representing
the state, continues to be a mystery to those who favor
honesty in public office.

You can work up quite a little
nightmare for yourself, if that sort
of diversion interests you, by sit-
ting down quietly and imagining
what would happen if, by some
freak of chance, all the wild and
wooly bills pending in Congress
should become law.

Suppose, for instance, that the
Townsend old-age pension plan, the
30-hour week bill, the greenback-
bonus bill, and 4 measure provid-
ing for widespread unemployment
insurance financed by a stiff pay-
roll tax should be passed and
should be signed by the president
or passed over his veto.

Of course, there is no use in
iretting steamed up about it, be-
cause, while one of these measures
may get through the hopper, there
simply isn't a Chinaman’s chance
that they all will.

They may have only the foggiest
of notions how to prevent it, but
they are determined to prevent it
somehow; and the result is a de-
mand for legislation which may be
completely illogical, but which
cannot be defeated by mere argu-
ment.

Unless Congress and the admin-
istration can agree on some pro-
gram which gives a fair promise
of protecting the average man
from the cruelties of hard times,
the sentiment which supports these

Analysis of Bible—Mark”
(Continued)

Distinctive Features.

Mark in his gospel also empha-
sizes Christ's divine power. He of-
ten alludes to Christ’'s human feel-
ings, His disappointments!/ (3:5)
His weariness, (4:38) His wonder,
(6:6) His sigs (7:34;8:12) and His
affection, (10:21).

Matthew harks back to the past
and deals largely with the prophe-
cies for the sake of the Jewish
readers, and also gives much space
to the discourses of our Lord.
Mark is more condensed, has little
to say about prophecy, gives only
a brief report of discourses, but
Jays great stress upon the mighty
works of Jesus. Nineieen Miracies,
are recorded in this short book
which demonstrates the superna-
tural power of the Master. Eight
of these prove his power over dis-
ease, 1:31,41; 2:3-12; 3:1-5; 5:25;
7:32; 8:23; 10:46. Five shows his
power over nature, 4:39; 6:41,49;
8:8,9; 11:18,14, Four demonstrates
His power over demons, 1:25; 5:1-
13; 7:25-30; 9:26. Two shows his
conquest over death, 5:42; 16:9.
Synopsis. The book may be divided
into six parts.

1. The introductory and prelim-
inary events leading p to the pub-
lic ministry of Christ. Chapter
1:1-13. In this first chapter Mark
plunges abruptly into his subject
and pours forth a torrent of de-
scription in the first thirteen ver-
ses., He opens with the announce-
ment that Jesus is the Son of God,

He then dwells upon the five prep-
aratory steps for his work. The
coming of His herald, His baptism
with water, His enducement with
the Holy Spirit, The divine witness
of His sonship, and His conflict
with His arch enemy.

2. The early Galilean Ministry,
Chapters 1:14 to 7:23. Mark omits
the early Judaean Ministry given
by John.

3. The tour to Tyre and Sidon,
chapler 7 24-30.

4. Christ's teaching and work in
Northern Galilee, Chapters 7:31- to
9:30,

5. The closing Ministry in Perea

and the journey to Jerusalem.
10:1-52.
6. The events of the Passion

Week. 11 to 16:8.

Mark’s gospel is the shortest of
the four yet it contains some of
the greatesf lesson on the life «f
Christ and is worth much in pre-
septing the power of Christ from
many angles.
