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WHY A CHAMBER OF COMMERCE?

That question is often asked by the multitude, and
even some of the members of the organization who are
members by reason of a patriotic motive other than from
results that might be expected judging from past experi-
ence.

A great deal of stress is placed on highway construc-
tion as being one of the chief prerogatives of a chamber of
commerce. Locally speaking, this matter can safely be
entrusted to the energy, skill and earnestness of the county
commissioners. While the commissioners will no doubt wel-
come suggestions at any time, they no doubt feel competent
to look after our interests in this regard.

Clarendon needs a cotton market, since it has had little
or nothing of the kind for several years. This phase of
civic improvement is without the pale of authority of any or
all county officials, but may be classed strictly as a civic
project within the scope of a chamber of commerce, and
where a valuable service may be rendered the entire citizen-

ship.

There is no logical reason why Clarendon should not
have a cotton market equal to Memphis and Hedley. The
progressive citizens of both places are due a lot of credit
for having made a better cotton market possible, and their
efforts are worthy of emulation.

That our cotton producers must truck their cotton 16
to 30 miles in order to secure a better market is a direct re-
flection upon the aggressiveness of the business element of
Clarendon. This condition should be resented to the extent
that the fault be corrected in plenty of time before the next
crop matures.

WHY SCHOOLS OF JOURNALISM?

Deans of schools of journalism have always asked
editors what should be included in the course to insure that
the young man, when he is launched upon the proverbial
“Sea of Life,” will be properly equipped to take up his
duties in the editorial office.

The answer is easy. Do not teach him journalism.
Keep him away from the technical aspects of newspaper
work. They are relatively simple matters which any bright
young man—salary no object—will pick up in a few months.
But give him an all around education. A general course on
the multitudinous problems which confront the working
newspaper man is far better than to understand thoroughly
the meaning of the cryptic phrase: tr add 1.

The lack of knowledge of the majority of newspaper
men in this country is appalling. Too many of them are
scarcely equipped for their jobs. Through a lucky “scoop”
or some sweet little phrase which catches the boss’ eye in
his off moments, many a man is carried on the staff of a
paper who would not get to first base in another occupation.
It is unfortunate that the question of “politics” is still one
of the predominant failings in the newspaper field. It will
be denied by many an editor and publisher. But it is there.
Nor is there any possibility of it being discarded. Man al-
ways has been and always will be a “‘sucker for a left hook.”

This by no means is to discourage the budding Dana.
Rather it should encourage him. For though he may never
sit in the soft seat of the editor-in-chief's easy chair, he will
at least have the satisfaction of knowing that he has receiv-
ed the most out of life for having delved into any and every
subject. Nor need he be awed by the great, the near-great
and common run of so-called feature writers, whose super-
ficial knowledge of subjects they are presumably writing
about, too often condemns them in the eyes of the intelli-
gent reader.

There is also an excellent method in learning to write.
Just sit down and write. —Newsdom.

We are less concerned with this particular bill, how-
ever, than with' the attitude toward advertising it typifies.
It is an attitude not confined to the professions which frown
on advertising for ethical reasons. Honest, advertising
should need no defense, yet there are some individuals who
seek to put it on the defensive. By what process of rea-
soning they arrive at the conclusion that there is anything
either reprehensible or undignified in calling attention to
the merits of goods or services we are unable to guess.

American business didn’t grow to its present stature
by hiding its light under a bushel. On the contrary, adver-
tising has played an unmistakably important part in our
national development. To it we owe scores of everyday
comforts and conveniences. It is responsible for the quant-
ity distribution which means low prices to purchasers. That
advertising has a definite economic value is so well estab-
lished that it ought not to be considered debatable.

The standards of advertising are not perfect, to be
sure. Nothing is. But the standards of American adver-
tising reflect a high degree of responsibility toward the
public. The voluntary efforts of advertisers and advertis-
ing media have established those standards. They are not
the result of statutory compulsion. Self-interested or of-
ficious groups or individuals who seek to hedge advertising
about with restrictions and prohibitions which tend to give
it an equivocal status are trying to stem the tide of pro-
gress. It is an attitude stamped with reaction, although
some who adopt it seem to consider themselves liberals.

Canned meat is distributed
through county administrators to
relief clients on the basis of six
cans per month to the average
family of five persons. Each can
contains one pound, four ounces of
meat, enough to provide an ade-
quate meal for a small family.
