Each
was given a badge and directed to
report at the First Christian
church at the roon hour where
they would be given a free chicken
dinner, as guests of the town.

At 11 o'clock Judge L. Gough of
Amarillo was introduced by Sam
Braswell, The Judge made the ad-
dress of the day. Others on the
platform were centennial board
members. Among them Mrs, C. A.
Burton, chairman. Others were
Mrs. A. T. Cole, W. H. Patrick, R.
E. Drennon, Homer Mulkey, Sam
Braswell and J. T. Patman. Mrs.
J. D. Stocking was introduced as
official historian.

Heading the parade were direc-
tor Homer Mulkey and “Old
Bones,” colored pioneer cowboy,
both on horseback. Sons of Legion-
naires, the Clarendon band, cow-
boys and cowgirls. The Chamber
of Commerce wagon represented
a “go West or bust” wagon, about
which hung feed, chickens in e
coop and other ornaments found
on the pioneer covered wagon.
Lions Club float, Junior Les Beaux
art club buggy, Hugh Brown and
wife in their family buggy, clowns
and such ‘relics’ of other years as
would bring back to memory the
long ago.

Windows of business men were
given over to a display of relics of
a thousand different varieties
some dating back hundreds of
years. Relics of seventy-five and a
hundred years were common. Pic-
fureg of scenes in and near Claren-
don predominated and attracted
most attention.

Schools Get ﬁnal Payment
On Apportionments

The state department of educa-
tion Tuesday approved the final
payment of $3.50 per capita school
apportionments of $16.50 for the
1084-35 fiscal year. This is the
first time in five years that the
account has been liquidated within
the fiscal year.

State superintendent L. A.
Woods also announced that school
districts could expect a $2 remit-
tance on the 1935-36 apportion-
ment of $17.50 in September.

In the cotton districts of Donley
county, some of the schools have
a part time session in midsummer.
The abov. announcement means
that teachers in such schools may
expect payment for their services
in September, or at least a part of
it which is better than previous

State Health Department Has
Suggestions for 4th

Austin, Texas, July 2.—It would
be a glorious Fourth of July if no
accidents occurred to mar the joy
of celebrating our one hundred and
fifty-ninth anniversary of inde-
pendence, declared Dr. John W.
Brown, State Health Officer, It is
most unfortunate that a day of joy
and celebration leaves in its wake
one of sadness and sorrow in many
homes.

It is not alone the wounds re-
ceived from explosives that in-
crease our death toll. Injuries
from automobile accidents, splint-
ers, nails, and other penetrating
wounds in which dirt may be car-
ried into the skin, heighten the
hazard of tetanus, or lockjaw as
the disease is commonly called.

Tetanus is fatal in a large pro-
portion of cases. Fortunately we
have tetanus antitoxin as a means
of preventing the disease. Anti-
toxin must be administered prom-
ptly following the accident. Treat-
ment after the disease develops is
rarely successful. Preventive mea-
sures include: the avoidance of
such wounds and proper medical
treatment.

Deadly Enemies

insect pests are reguarded as hav-
ing played a leading part in caus-

ing food-borne epidemics of ty-
phoid fever, stated Dr. John W
Brown, State Health Officer.

Flies multiply rapidly as soon as
warm weather comes to stay. A
female deposits more than a hun-
dred eggs at a time in organic ma-
terial such as manure or in an in-
sanitary out door toilet. The life
cycle from egg to larva(maggot),
to pupa, to aduit male or female
fly requires but ten days. A week
later, fifty females, under favor-
able conditions, are ready to de-
posit a total of 50,000 eggs. During
the summer season, nine genera-
tions of flies may result from one
female that laid the first batch of
eggs in the spring. It is estimated
that if the offspring of a single
overwintering female were to sur-
vive through nine generations, de-
scendents in the fall would number
over five and a half trillion.

Fortunately, modern sanitation

and knowledge regarding the life
history and habits of the house fly;
render possible complete control of
the fly nuisance. Proper disposal of
human and animal wastes in urhun'
areas and on farms will prevent
the breeding and multiplication of
flies. Practical suggestions relative
to methods of fly control may be
obtained from the State Depart-
ment of Health and U. S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture. |

SCHOOL PLAN FOR
1935-1936

By Sloan Baker
The State Board of Education
and the State Superintendent of
Public Instruction, Doctor L. A.
Woods, have established a plan of
transportation and transfer of pu-
pils to affiliated high schools,

! which plan is being taken advan-

tage of by school districts of Don-
ley County, There is an added in-
centive for transfering to Claren-
don because of the Clarendon Jun-
ior College which the high school
pupil may attend after he is grad-
uated from Clarendon High School.
The local board of trustees, county
superintendent and county board
of Donley County, are arranging
the transportation so that the
high school graduate may live at
home and take advantage of the
{wo year college training.

High school pupils from Giles,
Mcknight and Bray, above the
grades taught in their district will
be transported to Hedley Indepen-
dent School. Lelia Lake High
School will be the high school cen-
ter for pupils from Windy Valley
above the eigth grade. High school
pupils from Hudgins, Chamberlain,
Martin, Ashtola, Goldston, Midway
and Sunnyview above the grades
taught in their respective district
will be transported to Clarendon
Independent School to finish their
high school work. The Transporta-
tion system to Clarendon will also
increase enrollment of Clarendon
Junior College. The entire enroll-
ment of Whitefish School District
will be transfered to Alanreed In-
dependent School. Skillet High
School pupils will be able to take
advantage of the training offered
by McLean High School.

The County Board of Donley
County will complete a set-up for
a county wide transportation for
pupils in grades not taught in their

district, Saturday, July, 13.

Because of the lowering of the
classification of schools by the
standard set by the State Board of
Education, a number of schools in
Donley County will be able to
standardize next term.

This state set up for transporta-
tion and transfer of pupils enables
the rural high school pupil to se-
cure the advantages of a good
high school education as the pupil
who lives next door to the school
in the town or city without the dis-
advantage of consolidation of the
rural district and raising the valu-
ation and taxes. The transporta-
tion is paid for by the state if the
local district is not able to finance
the proposition.

Doctor L. A. Woods and the
State Board of Education and our
legislators should be complimented
for establishing and financing such
a plan for educating all the youth
of the state.

endon, while said pumps or devices

have been owned or controlled by
" some other person, firm or core
poration, and the ownership or
management or control thereof has
passed from such other person,
firm or corporation to the present
operator, after the passing of this
Ordinance then all such above
mentioned operators shall obtain
from the City Commission a per-
mit to so operate, erect, equip, and
maintain such pumps or devices by
making application in writing to
the City Commission of the City of
Clarendon.

Any such person tried, convict-
ed, and found guilty of violating
this Ordinance, shall be fined a
sum not more than $100.00 and not
less than $5.00.

Any part whatsoever of this Or- |
dinance declared by a Court of
Competent Jurisdiction to be un-
constitutional, shall only affect
such part thereof declared to be
unconstitutional, and shall not af-
fect the remainder of said Ordi-
nance.

The fact that there is a danger
of the erection or continued main-
tenance of such pumps or devices
upon the public streets of the City
of Clarendon, to the injury and
danger of users of such streets,
creates an emergency and an im-

The pioneer gathering on July
4th in Clarendon brought back |
many memories of gay days spent |
by the “youngerset” in the latter
part of the nineteeth century.

bern woman to make San Antonio
her home.

AN ORDINANCE

Be it remembered by the City
Commission of the City of Claren-
don, Texas:

Upon and after the passage of
this ordinance, it shall be unlawful
for any person, firm, or Corpora-
tion to erect, maintain, equip or
operate any kind or manner of
pump or device through which
motor fuel oil may or can be dis-
pensed any where along or upon
the length and breadth of Second
Street any where within the cor-
porate limits of the City of Claren-
don.

ADVANTAGES OF LIGHTED
ATHLETIC FIELDS

By J. L. Kerby

Just what are the advantages of
a lighted athletic field?

The first and chief advantage of
a lighted athletic field from the
school's and community’'s point of
view is that less of the students’
school time is taken up by the
athletic program. In most cases
the visiting team does not have to
leave its school until after school
hours in order to get to the place
of the game long before time to
play. Students who follow the visi-
ting team do not have to leave
home, in many cases, until after an
early supper and s:ll will arrive
by game time, Usually on the day
of a game at home the school has
many visitors from the rival town,
and has an air of excitement and
disinterest toward regular school
activities. School authorities, in
schools with lighted fields, report
that this excitement does not be-
gin until after school hours and as
a result much better work is done
on the day of the game. These fea-
tures alone show a definite ad-
vantage of the lighted field for
night athletic events.

Another advantage, particularly
in West Texas, is the lack of wind
at night. After a careful check
during the past fall I found that
only two Friday nights during
football season were windy, while
the wind blew every Friday after-
noon. Since better football games
can be played in still weather, it
seems that the nights in the Pan-
handle are more favorable than the
daylight periods.

As a usual rule the early part of
The football season is hot, even in
Clarendon, and the night games
are much cooler, which results in
greater physical activity on the
part of the players. This brings up
the question regarding whether or
not night games are impractical
because of cold weather. There is
A possibility that in some years
there will be some severe cold
Weather, at which time the day

During the night games, there is
a lack of outside movements to at-
tract the players attention and
they can concentrate on the ball.
There is also a lack of outside
happenings to confuse the spec-
tator, therefore he or she is able
to watch the game more closely.
It is similar to watching a stage
performance under foot and spot
lights. Theatre managers have
found that attention is more cen-
tered when the players are illum-
inated and the audience is in the
dark, than in a full lighted house.

Night football has become in-
creasingly popular with players. I
have questioned players at North
Texas State Teachers’ College and
they favor the night games. A
number of coaches have told me
that their players like the night
games much better than the day
games.

A very important advantage of
a lighted athletic field is the pos-
sibility of having it for other pur-
poses. If desired the field might be
used for playground ball during
the summer months; a rodeo might
be staged on the field as was done
at Memphis last year; or other
community activities such as page-
ants might be put on a lighted
athletic field. Chillicothe has mov-
ed its reflectors from its football
field posts and have them mounted
on regular telephone poles about
their playground diamonds to pro-
vide more softball diamonds dur-
ing the summer.

From the point of views of the
physical education department of
the school the financial advant-
ages are of tremendous import-
ance. Of course the financial in.
come increases with the increase
in attendance of games. The game
attendance increase comes from
three main sources which follow:
first, the business men who can-
not afford to close their business
houses during the day for a ball
game; second, the employees, who
cannot leave their work during the
day; and third, the visitors from
the rival town, who like the local
people can leave home and attend
a night game but would be unable
to take the day off to follow their
team,

Some contend that day games
should be able to pay the expenses,
and they have to a certain extent
in the past, however day crowds
have been gradually decreasing
during recent years primarily due
to the depression. Before the de-
pression it was not unusual for
the business houses to close for
two or three local games so that
the owners and employees could
attend, but the fear of the depres-
sion has changed this attitude for
the business man has justification
in being afraid that he will lose
some business by closing his store
on business days.

This decrease in crowds with its
decrease in receipts has put almost
all athletic associations, who oper-
ated on past experiences, in debt.
Why? Each ball game costs the
home team from $50 to $100 in
Class B high schools; which ex-
pense goes for the guarantee to
the visiting team, the officials,
printing, and other game expenses,
It costs from $15 to $20 to furnish
playing equipment to the players;
and many other items must be ad-
ded such as balls, repair of bleach-
ers, repair of equipment, laundry,
etc. Another interesting feature is
that football must be depended on

to pay the e€xpense and equipment
bills of the rest of the school's
athletics including basketball and
track.
