Twelve Million Chevrolets
Have Hit the Road

Flint, Mich., August 5.—Spurred
by a record-breaking demand con-
tinuing month after month, the
production of Chevrolet's cars and
trucks passed the 12,000,000 mark
here today, the last million of that
all-time total having been built in
almost exactly eight months. The
announcement was made by M. E.
Coyle, president and general mana-
ger of the Chevrolet Motor Co. The
number of cars and trucks built
since introduction of the 1936 mo-
del is now 1,182,000, he said.

Achievement of the 12th million-
car milestone in the company's
history was hastened, Mr. Coyle
said, by the sustained demand
which these products are enjoying
all over the country, and the in-
creased production facilities which,
installed a year ago, have enabled
the company to keep pace with
that demand. Even with those fac-
ilities, he said, it has not been easy
to build cars and trucks as fast as
they were wanted in the field.

The steady acceleration of Chev-
rolet's manufacturing operations is
shown by production figures from
1912, the company’s first produc-
tion year, down to the present
time. It took until 1923, eleven
years, to build the first million
units. The second and third mill-
ions were reached at two-year in-
tervals thereafter, and the fourth
and fifth millions in 1928. The
sixth, seventh and eighth million
were attained in the three years
succeeding, the ninth jn 1933 and
the 10th in 1934. The 11,000,000
car was built Dec. 1935, and, like
the 12,000,000th, just completed,
was a 1936 :nodel.

Number 12,000,000, Mr. Coyle
announced, will be displayed in De-
troit and at the Great Lakes Ex-
position in Cleveland prior to being
driven to Dallas for exhibit at the
Texag Centennial,

A JOINT RESOLUTION
proposing an Amendment to Art-
icle XVI of the Constitution of the
State of Texas by striking out Sec-
tion 20 thereof; providing for local
option on the question of the sale
of intoxicating liquors for bever-
age purposes; providing that spiri-
tuous liquors, or liquors composed
in whole or in part of the products
of distillation shall not be sold for
private profit, except to the State;
providing that the Legislature
shall pess laws relative to the
sale, possession, transportation and
manufacture of such spirituous
tiguors; providing for the estab-
tishment of State dispensaries;
providing for the manufacture,
sale, transportation, and possession
of all Mquors which are exclusively
products of the fermentation pro-
cess; providing that intoxicating
liguors shall not be manufactured,
sold, bartered, or exchanged for
beverage purposes in any county
or political subdivision wherein the
sale of intoxicating liquors had
been prohibited by local option
elections held under the laws in
force at the time of the taking ef-
fect of Section 20, Article XVI of
the Constitution of the State of
Texas, until a majority of the

qualified voters of such county or’

political subdivision shall deter-
mine such to be lawful at an elec-
tion held for that purpose; provid-
ing for an election on the question
of the adoption or rejection of
such amendment and making an
appropriaiion therefor; providing
for the proclamation and publica-
tion thereof; and prescribing the
form of ballot.

Be it Resolved by the Legisla-
ture of the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Article XVI of
the Constitution of the State of
Texas be amended by striking out
Section 20 thereof and substituting
in Meu thereof the following:

“Article XVI. Section 20:

“(a) It is hereby declared to be
the policy of this State that the
open saloon shall not be reestab-
lished. The sale of spirituous
liguors, manufactured in whole or
in part by means of the process of
distillation and | or liquors com-
pounded and | or composed in part
of such spirituous distilled liquors,
for private profit, is prohibited
within this State except when such
sale is made to the State. The
State uf Texas shall have the ex-
clusive right to purchase at whole-
sale and to sell at retail such dis-
tilled spirituous liquors. Such sale
shall be made only in unbroken
packages and no such liquors shall
be consumed on the premises
where sold. The Legislature shall
pass lawg to prescribe regulations
relative to the manufacture, sale,
transportation, and possession of
such spirituous liquors and rela-
tive to the establishment of State
dispensaries; provided, however,
the Legislature shall have the
power to regulate the sale for pri-
vate profit and possession of dis-
tilled liquors for medical, scientific
and mechanical purposes.

“The manufacture, sale, trans-
portation, and possession of all
liquors, the alcoholic content of
which ig entirely and exclusively
the result of the fermentation pro-
cess is hereby authorized under
such restrictions as may be au-
thorized by law.

“(b) The Legislature shall enact
a law or laws whereby the quali-
fied voters of any county, justice’s
precinct or incorporated town or
city, may, by a majority vote of
those voting, determine from time
to time whether the sale of intoxi-
cating liquors for beverage pur-
poses shall be prohibited or legal-
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Chapter 116, Acts of the Regular
Session of the 43rd Legislature.”

Sec. 2. Such proposed Constitu-
tional Amendment ghall be submit-
ted to a vote of the qualified elec-
tors of this State at a special elec-
tion to be held throughout the
State of Texas, on the third day of
November, 1936, at which election
all voters favoring said proposed
Amendment, shall write, or have
printed on their ballots the words:

“For the Amendment to the
State Constitution providing for
the establishment of a State Dis-
pensary System having the exclu-
sive sale of distilled liquors, and
providing for local option.”

And those voters opposed to said
proposed Amendment shall write
or have printed on their ballots the
words:

“Against the Amendment to the
State Constitution providing for
the establishment of a State Dis-
pensary System having the exclu-
sive sale of distilled liquors, and
providing for local option.”

If it appears from the returns of
said election that a majority of the
votes cast are in favor of said
Amendment, the same shall be-
come a part of the State Coustitu-
tion.

Public and Colleges and
Universities supported wholly or
partly by the State.”

Those opposing said proposed
Amendment shall write or have
printed on their ballots the words:

“Against the Amendment to the
Constitution authorizing Retire-
ment and the creation of a Retire-
ment Fund for persons employed
in Public Schools and in Colleges
and Universities supported wholly
or partly by the State.”

Sec. 3. The Governor of the State
of Texag is hereby directed to is-
sue the necessary Proclamation for
said election and to have same
published as required by the Con-
stitution for amendments thereto.

Sec. 4. The sum of Five Thou-
sand ($5,000.00) Dollars, or so
much thereof as may be necessary,
is hereby appropriated out of any
funds in the Treasury of the State
of Texas, not otherwise appropria-
ted, to pay the expense of such
publication and election.

A JOINT RESOLUTION

Be it Resolved by the Legisla-
ture of the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Article III of the
Constitution of the State of Texas
be amended by adding thereto im-
mediately after Section 48, a sec-
tion to be known as Section 48s,
and to remd as follows:

“Section 48a: In addition to the
powers given to the Legislature,
under Section 48 of Article III, it
shall have the right to levy taxes
to provide a Retirement Fund for
persons employed in public schools,
colleges and universities, supported
wholly or partly by the State; pro-
vided that the amount contributed
by the State to such Retirement
Fund shall equal the amount paid
for the same purpose from the in-
come of each such person, and
shall not exceed at any time five
per centum of the compensation
paid to each such person by the
State, and | or school districts, and
shall in no one year exceed the
sum of One Hundred Eighty
($180.00) Dollars for any such per-
son; provided no person shall be
eligible for a pension under this
Amendment who has mnot taught
twenty years in the State of Texas,
but shall be entitled to a refund of
the moneys paid into the fund.

All funds provided from the com-
pensation of said persons, or by
the State of Texas, for such Re-
tirement Fund, as are received by
the Treasury of the State of Texas,
shall be invested in bonds of the
United States, the State of Texas,
or counties or cities of thig State,
or in bonds issued by any agency
of the United States Government,
the payment of the principal of
and interest on which is guaran-
teed by the United States; provid-
ed that a sufficient amount of said
funds shall be kept on hand to
meet the immediate payment of
the amounts that may become due
each year under such retirement
plan as may be provided by law;
and provided that the recipients of
such retirement fund shall not be
eligible for any other pension re-
tirement funds or direct ald from
the State of Texas, unless such re-
tirement fund, contributed by the
State, is released to the State of
Texas as a condition to receiving
such other pension aid.”

The foregoing Constitu-
tional Amendment shall be submit-
ted to a vote of the qualified elec-
tors of this State at the next Gen-
eral Election to be held on Tuesday,
after the first Monday in Novem-
ber, which is November 3rd, 1936,
at which election all voters favor-
ing said proposed Amendment shall
write or have printed on their bal-
lots the words.:

Be it Resolved by the Legisla-
ture of the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Article 3 of the
Constitution of the State of Texas
be amended by adding thereto a
new Section to be known as Sec-
tion 59, to read as follows:

“Section 59. The Legislature
shall have power to pass such laws
as may be necessary to provide for
Workmen's Compensation Insur-
ance for such State employees, as
in its judgment is necessary or re-
quired; and to provide for the pay-
ment of all costs, charges, and
premiums on such policies of in-
surance; providing the State shall
never be required to purchase in-
surance for any empiloyee.” '

“For the Amendment authoriz-
ing the Legislature to provide for
the payment of Workmen's Com-
pensation Insurance for employees
of the State.”

And all those opposed shall write
or have printed on their ballots
the words:

“Against the Amendment au-
thorizing the Legislature to pro-
vide for the payment of Work-
men's Insurance for employees of
the State.”

Sec. 3. The Governor of the
State of Texas is hereby directed
to issue the necessary proclamation
for said election and have same
published as required by the Con-
stitution for Amendments.

appropriation therefor.

Be it Resolved by the Legisla-
ture of the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Section 11 of
Article IV of the Constitution of
the State of Texas be amended so
as hereafter to read as follows:

“Section 11. There is hereby
created a Board of Pardons and
Paroles, to be composed of three
members, who shall have been resi-
dent citizens of the State of Texas
for a period of not less than two
years immediately preceding such
appointment, each of whom shall
hoild office for a term of six years;
provided that of the members of
the first board appointed, one shall
serve for two years, one for four
years and one for six years from
the first day of February, 1937,
and they ghall cast lots for their
respective terms. One member of
said Board shall be appointed by
the Governor, one member by the
Chief Justice of the Supreme Court
of the State of Texas, and one
member by the presiding Justice of
the Court of Criminal Appeals; the
appointments of all members of
said Board st all be made with the
advice and consent of two-thirds of
the Senate present. Each vacancy
shall be filled by the respective ap-
pointing power that theretofore
made the appointment to such po-
sition and the appointive powers
shall have the authority to make
recess appointments until the con-
vening of the Senate.

In all criminal cases, except
treason and dimpeachment, the
Governor shall have power, after
conviction, on the written signed
recommendation and advice of the
Board of Pardons and Paroles, or
a majority thereof, to grant re-
prieves and commutations of pun-
ishment and pardons; and under
such ruleg as the Legislature may
prescribe, and upon the written
recommendation and advice of a
majority of the Board of Pardons
and Paroles, he shall have the
power to remit fines and -forfeit-
ures. The Governor chall have the
power to grant one reprieve in any
capital case for a period not to ex-
coed thirty (30) days; and he shall
have the power to revoke paroles
~and conditional pardons. With the
advice. and consent of the Legis-
lature, he may grant reprieves,
commutations of punishment and
pardons in cases of treason.

The Legislature shall have pow-
er to regulate procedure before the
Board of Pardons and Paroles and
shall require it to keep record of
its actions and the reasons there-
for, and shall have authority to en-
act parole laws.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitu-
tional amendment shall be submit-
ted to the etectors of this State
who are qualified to vote on pro-
posed comstitutional amendments
at the general election to be held
on the first Tuesday after the first
Monday in November, A. D. 1936,
at which election each ballot shall
have printed thereon the words:

“For the amendment of Section
11 of Article 1V of the Constitution
of the State of Texas, so as to pro-
vide for a Board of Pardons and
Paroles, and to make the Gover-]
nor's pardoning power subject to
recommendation of sald Board, ex-
cept in cases of treason the Gover-
nor may grant reprieves, commu-
tations and pardons with the ad-
vice and consent of the Legislature.
