This past week I met with cer-
tain members of the Senate com-
mittee which has been studying
State expenditures. According to
some newspaper articles we don't
need any new tax money; also,
that the Comptroller and Treas-
urer have said our deficit was only
ten million dollars. The State Audi-
tor has fixed it at fifteen million
dollars as of September 1st of this
year; at approximately twenty
million dollars September 1, 1938;
and approximately twenty-four
million dollars September 1, 1939,
if no new taxes were levied,

When I met with members of
the Senate committee we had the
State Auditor and a representative
of the State Comptroller with us.

The re-
ceipts will be necessary in estab-
lishing the sale, and as a record of
the total number of pounds of cot-
ton sold.

The amount of the paymeénts
made to individuals will depend up-
on the level of cotton prices at the

time the producer sells his cotton.
