The days o f the Texas cotton 
monopoly are gone, he stressed, 
pointing out that 90 per cent o f 
the state’s cotton had to be ex­
ported and sold In competition with 
foreign long staple cotton.

Formerly, export cotton bearing 
a  Texas bill o f laden, warranted a 
$4 or $5 bonus. "It ’s reverted now," 
Miller declared, “to where many 
foreign market orders demand no 
Texas cotton be Included in the 
shipment."

In explanation. Miller said all 
foreign countries are faced with 
financial difficulties. Consequently 
their purchases must Include long 
staple cotton to guarantee no 
waste.

Another Texas market depress­
ion was caused when textile mills 
In the south began consuming their 
own state's cotton. Formerly most 
o f their staple was Texas produced, 
but planters, nearer the mills, be­
gan growing crops to fit the 
spindles.

Miller blamed Georgia Half and 
Half seed and producers cotton 
gauge set on gin output rather 
than quality as the major under­
mining factors In the decrease.

Miller’s plan, which has worked 
successfully in other parts of the 
state was cooperation o f cotton 
raisers planting long staple seed. 
He pointed out examples where 
community ventures had Increased 
the sale from 7 or 8 cents a pound 
to 13 cents per pound.

Hopper Menace May 
Reappear In 1938

Survey Reveals Many Eggs 
But Repetition Depends 

On Parasites

Whether a repetition o f last 
year’s heavy grasshopper infestat­
ion is due In Donley county in 1938 
remains largely In the hands o f 
parasites, County Agent H. M. 
Breedlove said today.

Breedlove made the statement 
after a survey of farms which dis­
closed numerous hopper egg pods.

"However local farmers will be 
ready for the fight this year and 
will get the jump on the pest as 
poison mixture will be on hand at 
all times," he said.

Each pod averages from 60 to 
70 eggs and arc from one to one- 
half inches in length and from 
one-fourth to one-half Inches in 
diameter. The pods are around one 
and one-half inches under the 
ground where burning or freezing 
cannot affect the hatch.

About the only eradication pro­
cess is deep plowing. Where plow­
ing cannot be used, spading along 
the fence rows and In low places 
where vegetation was green long­
est.

Pension Rate Cut 
Stayed Till January

Board of Control Finds It Can 
Maintain Its Present 

Outlay

AUSTIN, Nov. 3.— A hoard of 
control announced today a new 
survey indicated reduction In the 
amounts o f individual pension 
would not be necessary for No­
vember and December.

Negotiation between the board 
and a Dallas bank were under way 
looking toward repayment o f a 
loan of 31,626,000, made last year 
In a pension emergency, on the In­
stallment plan.

It had been feared by some that 
pensions might have to be reduced 
or stopped altogether as a result 
of the legislature's failure to pro­
vide for retirement of the loan and 
put additional money In the old 
age assistance fund.

“With the estimated funds In 
sight It seems It will not be neces­
sary to reduce the average amount 
of the grant of those who are 
eligible under the law during No­
vember and December," Claude D. 
Tecr, board chairman, said In a 
statement..

There are approximately 114,000 
persons on the pension rolls at 
present, having been reduced dur­
ing the year from a peak of about 
128,000. Around $2,000 has been 
received in Donley county monthly 
through old age grants.

Ratification of a 1933 city ordi­
nance reducing the gas rate 20- 
cents may be possible for Claren­
don, Colonel Ernest O. Thompson, 
chairman of the Texas railroad 
commission said at a meeting in 
the City Hall Saturday afternoon.

Thompson said the commission 
engineers would be sent here for 
an appraisal of the gas company's 
property, and auditors would ex­
amine their books.

A copy of the commission’s 
findings will be sent City commis­
sioners and if the local council 
finds the present rate excessive o f 
a fair rate of interest, an ordi­
nance may be passed demanding a 
reduction. (

In answer to questioning, 
Thompson declared that If 50 
cents per thousand would yield the 
gas company 7 or 8 percent on 
their Investment, and if that was 
the case when the 1933 ordinance 
was passed, the company would 
he liable for refunds over the 50- 
cent rate for approximately the 
past 4 years.

At the time of the passing o f  
the ordinance, the gas company 
posted a $5000 bond.

Thompson, Clinton Owsley, ac­
countant of the gas division, and 
Judge Olln Culberson, director o f 
the gas division, were here for a 
hearing prompted by the failure o f 
the local gas company to recog­
nize a 10 cent reduction from 70 
cents to 60 cents set out In the 
franchise in June 3, 1927. which 
called for the cut after a 10-yqpr 
period.

The City officials asked the rail­
road commission for advice and 
a mass meeting was called for 
2 o ’clock. Mayor W. H. Patrick 
explained the situation to  the 
group and Introduced Colonel 
Thompson.

It Is understood that Leila Lake, 
Hedley and several other towns in 
this section will have a hearing on 
gas rates seeking to find out i f  
reductions may he possible.

The sad 
and pitiful part o f it is that noth-1 
ing was done to help the needy I 
people, the blind anil our under- j 
privileged children (notwithstand­
ing repeated exhortations and 
warnings Not only that, but Tex-' 
ns will lose everal million dollars 
o f Federal funds to carry on this | 
program.

The people are confused and in- I 
dignant over the outcome Certain ; 
groups such as the representatives, 
o f special interests apparently are | 
well contented with the report 
brought me at the close of the ! 
Legislature by the Senate notifi-, 
fication committee, which advised 
me rather gleefully they "had done 
their work well." i

The question uppermost in the 
minds of the people, however, is 
"Who, or what. Is to blame for 
these lamentable conditions result­
ing in the failure to provide funds 
for the social security program 7”

Conflicting statements have been 
issued since the session by certain 
aenafors and house members Some 
o f the people are unable to fix 
clearly the responsibility. Why?

• • •
The present two-house system of

the Legislature is made to order 
for sly manipulation and buck I 
p.i -ing by shrewd parliamentar- J
lans. This is not the first session 
to end with each house blaming 
the other. The difference is that ' 
with the changing and complex 
problems of recent years this con­
dition has grown worse. Not all the 
members of either house are to be | 
condemned; yet, the good, the pa­
triotic, the diligent, the sincere 
members often find themselves 
condemned along with reaction­
aries and demagogues.

Lawyers will tell you that delay 
and time are the greatest aids to 
a man charged with crime. Delay 
and time are likewise the most 
powerful weapons that can be em­
ployed to defeat progressive legis­
lation. Under our present legisla­
tive system these weapons are 
readily available nnd freely em­
ployed.

During the past session the peo­
ple have witnessed a strange situa­
tion. The special session was called 
for the purpose of raising revenues 
for the needy. A powerful minor­
ity group declared no taxes were 
necessary and employed every 
artifice possible to defeat the pur­
pose of the session Certain news­
papers criticized the call and ad­
vocated no taxes.

Now that the session has ended 
we find that the spokesmen for the 
same minority group nnd for the 
same newspapers criticize the leg­
islature for not passing a tax bill

the x’ery thing they said should 
not be done.

I shall have more to say later 
concerning this session.

S Lattimore shocked the entire

state. The beloved judge had serv­
ed with outstanding distinction on
the Court o f Criminal Appeals for 
many years. Friends and close as
sociates, as well as admirers from
all walks of life, testified to the 
love and esteem in which Judge 
Lattimore was held as they sol­
emnly gathered to pay final trib­
ute to this distinguished son of 
Texas.

Faced with appointment of his 
successor, I chose Harry N. Graves 
of Georgetown who resigned from 
the Legislature to accept the 
judgeship. He is one o f the noblest 
characters i have ever known. 
Courageousely and unselfishly, 
Judge Graves has served the peo­
ple of his district and state for 
many years.

From the 
Forty-fourth Legislature, I select­
ed Sarah Hughes of Dallas to fill a 
vacancy as district judge. She be­
came the first woman judge in the 
history of Texas and her splendid 
record as district judge has won 
the admiration and acclaim of the 
Dallas bar.
