George Jackson, son of Tom Jack-
son, ‘'who was killed with Travis
in the Alamo, another one was
Peter Fore, shot through the heart
with an arrow.’

“The wounded were Tom Gal-
preath, Den Highsmith, Kit Ack-
land, Sam Lucky, Saul Walker and
Andrew Erskine. Next morning the
Indians were all gone—the chief
buried under a pile of rock, others
killed secreted somewhere — the
Rangers did not look for them;
the horses of the slain warrjors
were killed at the north énd of the
pass—a custom among Indians, be-
lieving the dead warriors would
need their horses to ride to the
‘Happy Hunting Ground.” Captain
Hays carried his wounded at once
to San Antonio where they could
get ‘medical aid.’

“It is quite remarkable, so many

of these young Rangers, who
fought this battle became noted
men afterwards, ‘Jack’ Hays be-

came a colonel of a regiment of
volunteers—under General Taylor
in the Mexican war of 1847. Sam
Walkers, badly lanced at Bandero
Pass, lieutenant colonel in Hays'
regiment, was killed at the battle
of Humantla. Ben McCulloch com-
manded a company under Hays,
was major general in the Confed-
erate Army. P. H. Bell commanded
a reglment in the Mexican war, af-
terwards governor of Texas, Ad
