Cream shipments for the city of 
Clarendon amounted to a few cans 
over 313 ten gallon cans during 
the month of July. This amount of 
cream shipped is a decrease of 
nearly 48 cans over the total 
shipped in the month proceeding. 
313 cans of cream have been ac­
counted for with a few cans be­
ing shinped by truck lines which 
‘ otnls were unable to secure at 
this time. The total of July’s 
shipments continues further the 
decline noted in the cream ship­
ments here in the past several 
months. Last month’s record be­
ing 128 ten gallon cans of cream 
under the record of the May 
shipments. The loss can partly 
he attributed to the extreme heat 
the county has suffered in the 
past several months without any 
rain to speak of.

The Exnress company handled 
313 of the total cans shipped 
from Clarendon while the remaind­
er of the cream was shipped by 
the several truck lines which op­
erate to the markets.

In the first week of June there 
was a total of 72 ten gallon cans 
nf cream shipnod from Clarendon. 
This record was topped the fol­
lowing week when 94 ten gallon 
cans of cream was recorded by 
the shippers. The third week not­
ed the trend downward when it 
was found that only 7G cans of 
cream was shipped from the local 

The loss continued on 
the decrease through the fourth 
week of July when only 71 ten 
gallon cans of the commodity 
was shipped’ to the various mar­
kets.

Last month’s total brings the 
year’s record to approximately 
2,210 ten gallon cans of cream 
to be shipped from the local cream 
stations.

With complete returns from 248 
counties and substantially com­
pleted returns from the other 
five the unofficial vote in the 
July Democratic primary reached 
the total of 833,041 in the final 
tabulation of the Texas Election 
.Bureau announced Sunday night, 
exceeding by 11,274 the previous 
record of 821,767, made in July, 
1926. The unreported vote is 
probably less than 2,000. It is in 
the counties of Cottle, Jeff Davis, 
Live Oak, Wheeler and Yoakum.

Returns from ninety-one coun­
ties account for approximately 
5,253 votes cast in the Republican 
primary. It is probable that pri- 
mares were held in fifty  other 
counties but returns were not a- 
vailable when the bureau closed 
its tabulation. Until the Republi­
can State executive canvasses the 
official returns it will be impos­
sible to tell whether the party will 
find a run-off in August ncces- 
aary.

BEST SAYS U. S. EXPERT

ATHLETE SOON

Baseball Player Suffering From 
Rheumatism and Other Ail­
ments Finds Prompt Relief

acllonald, chief of the Bureau 
of Public Roads, Washington, D. 
C. That this discussion has noth­
ing whatever to do with the pres­
ent question in Texas personally, 
is proved when it was learned 
that the article was written Nov­
ember 30, 1929. The paper has 
been in the files of the News 
since that time, and is reprinted 
for the benefit of those who do 
not understand the right purpose 
of the State-wide Bond Issue. The 
article is reprinted below.

Today every State could issue i 
bonds profitably, either for pri- «■ 
mary road buildinp or some of the 
integral or auxiliary construc­
tion needed, such as grade-cross­
ing elimination, bridges, by-passes 
around traffic congestion, and 
continuous-flow routes without 
cross-traffic hazards and inter­
ruptions, says 'ihomas H. Mac­
Donald, chief of the Bureau of 
Public Roads, U. S. Department 
of Agriculture.
“ There i>» not a single valid ar­
gument against the issuance of 
bonds for road improvement as u 
fiscal matter," he says. “The is­
suance of road bonds, intelligent­
ly and scientifically adjusted to 
the needs of the State, is the only 
way public credit can be ex­
changed for physical properties, 
bettQi- roads, among them, which 
are income producing and which 
do have the ability to pay for 
themselves.”

In the Sates which have made

the most rapid progress in road 
improvement, and which have ad­
vanced a part to the costs from 
bonds, there is not a single un­
favorable situation or circumstance 
to support anti-bond arguments, 
he says.

By statistics he shows that in 
the 17 States that have no bonds 
for State highway purposes, the
electorates of which arc suppos­
ed to frown upon bond issues on 
general principles, high-interest 
local bonds have actually been is­
sued in considerably greater pro­
portion to local highway income 
than in States which presumably 
favor the issuance of bonds.

He proposes that there be more 
scientific and business like f i­
nancing and administration in 
highway improvement, which, he 
says, should start with a selection 
of road.s to be improved according 
to their relative traffic impor­
tance and an allocation of au­
thority to State and county au­
thorities on the same basis.

“ The differences in the percent­
ages of total mileage included in 
the State systems of neighboring 
States of approximately the same 
general culture and development 
are too great to be accounted for 
upon any reasonable basis,” he 
says. “ Also, the differences are 
too great between the annual ex­
penditures per mile of State sys­
tem in States that have systems 
of approximately the same ex­
tent and average traffic density 
approximately equal. The traffic 
s u r v e v  is a reliable means of de­
termining how large the State 
system should be and how much 
money should be spent on the 
several parts of the system. It 
should be more generallv employ­
ed in planning and budgeting.

There is no excuse for inequitable 
allocation of funds or wasteful ex­
penditure,” he says.

“ The merry-go-round of Income 
transfer now existent between the 
States and the counties should be 
abolished; the counties are rather 
generally the losers and they can 
ill afford the loss,” hit says. “The 
question of indebtedness for high­
way purposes should be more 
frankly faced. The public loses 
and loses heavily when, to avoid 
a State debt, the counties are 
thrust into debts on which they 
must necessarily pay a high rate 
of interest.”

Mr. MacDonald says honest dnd 
comoetent highway officials should 
have reasonable security in their 
tenure of office, that highway 
administration should he business 
like, that there should be comnlete 
and correct accounting of high­
way expenditures, and that roads 
in which the public capital is in­
vested should be adequately main­
tained.

TEXAS SHOULD ENFORCE
VITAL STATISTICS LAW

The Federal Government is 
quietly gathering from the homes 
in Texas, a report of the births 
and deuths which have occurred 
during the past 12 months. The 
reports made to the Federal Gov­
ernment will be arranged by 
counties and cities, brought to 
Texas and cheeked against the 
certificates actually filed.

Texas is the only State in the 
Union with an adequate law for 
birth and death registration, 
whose birth and death rates are 
not authenticated and published 
and whose records are not recog­
nized by the U. S. Census Bureau.

If, in the investigation now being 
made by the Census Bureau, it is 
found that 90 per cent of the 
births and deaths have been reg­
istered, Texas will be admitted to 
the Rcgisteration Area, and her 
statistics recognized, as is the 
case in 46 other Statfts in the 
Union.

Although South Dakota has no 
adequate law, and her records 
up to this time have not been 
recognized, a test has been made 
in that state, and it is believed 
that South Dakota will be shown 
to have reached the necessary 
standard.

A report of a birth or death 
made to the Federal Government 
is not a legal registration, but 
a simple notification, so that 
the lagally filed records may be 
cheeked. Any birth, to be legally 
registered, must have the signa­
ture of the medical attendant on 
the record, must be filed with 
the Local Registrar and sent to 
tho State Bureau of Vital Statis­
tics at Austin, Texas.

The law places the responsibil­
ity for registering births on the 
medical attendant, who is liable 
to a fine of not less than $5.001 
nor more than $50.00, if he has! 
not filed a record at the time 
of the birth. Any person who 
wishes to bury a dead body, 
violates the law if the body is 
buried before a public record of 
the dead is made, but as the 
system is new in Texas, and is 
not yet thoroughlv understood, any 
birth or death which has not been 
previously filed, should be regis­
tered immediately, if it is the 
desire of those concerned that 
such record be counted in the 
test being made by the Federal 
Government, which test will begin 
about August 1st.

Anyone desirinlr to file  a rec­
ord o f an unregistered birth or
death, should renumber that the 
law makes it the duty o f the Jus­
tice of the Peace in the Justice 
Precinct and the City Clerk in 
the city of 2,500 or more, to act 
as Registrar of Births and Deaths. 
In these precincts or cities where 
the Justice of the Peace or City 
Clerk has failed or refused to act, 
the county or city authorities have 
suggested some individual to act 
in his place, and a list of these 
individuals mav be secured, either 
from the city or county authori­
ties or from the State Bureau o f 
Vital Statistics.

Senator Edgar W ’tt of Waco, a 
candidate for Lieutenant Governor 
has been practicing law in the 
city of Waco for twenty-fodr 
years. His firm is one of the lead­
ing firms of Central Texas and 
the citizenship of Waco have 
practically unanimously endorsed 
his candidacy, saying to the peo­

Payne’s arrest, coming as a 
complete surprise after fve weeks’ 
investigation, was accomplished by 
a police statement that Mrs. Ver­
ona Thomp-UMi, .attractive young 
widow and his former private sec­
retary, had declared the lawyer 
promised to marry her after tak­
ing care of his wife and three 
children.

Payne was held secretly in a 
jail today. He had been taken un­
der extra guard to Stinnett, sixty 
miles distant, when officers fear­
ed mob action would be taken a- 
gainst him.

A crowd of men and boys mo­
bilized here early today and start­
ed for Pampa in motor ears. The 
mob first stormed the Amarillo 
jail and departed only after of­
ficers had led them through the 
cells to prove Payne was not held 
there.

Mrs. Payne was killed and her 
14-year old son, A. D. Jr., was 
injured severely when a nitrogly­
cerin blast destroyed the family 
automobile ns they rode through 
the downtown district of Amarillo 
last June 26.

Officials at first believed the 
bomb had been intended for Payne 
although no motive could be as­
cribed for the act. The lawyer, 
who had offered $5,000 reward 
and employed private investiga­
tors to find his wife’s slayer, 
entered a general denial to the 
murder charge and to the allega­
tions made by Mrs. Thompson.

Police revealed today Payne had 
been under suspicion since the 
morning of the tragedy. Officials 
had been investigating Payne, it 
was said, even while he had been 
hiring private detectives to prnhr 
the ease.

Several persons in Amarillo had 
received anonymous rails, the 
source of which had not been trac­
ed, accusing them of perpetratng 
the bombing, police said. Notes 
had also been sent to officials 
which they believed were intended

to throw investigators o ff the 
track.

When arrested t\»fo notes were 
found in Payne’s pockets. One was 
addressed to Chief ()f Police W. 
R. McDowell and read:

About 10 o’clock on v$ho night 
of June 25 orders were bungled 
on the delivery of explo-ives from 
an unfinished hotel to the wrong 
car across the street s nith. The 
box with nitroglycerin taps and 
phosphorous for safe blowing was 
placed in the back end of the car 
by me. The car was driveiv o ff 
by the owner before the error 
was discovered."

When brought face to face with 
Payne after his arrest last night 
Mrs. Thompson told police he had 
promised to take her to South ' 
America with him. The attorney 
denied the assertion.

Throughout the five weeks since' 
the tragedy Payne had been ques­
tioned often by investigators. De­
tectives, however, could find no 
clues to the bombing. Payne was 
affable and answered nil ques­
tions easily, authorities said.

He told officials his home life 
with Mrs. Payne had been happy 
He professed great love for his 
wife and pleaded with police to 
spare no effort to apprehend her 
slayer.

No definite clues pointed toward 
the attorney were uncovered until 
last night, when Mrs. Thompson 
made a written confession to po­
lice. She declared Payne had made 
violent love to her. to such an 
extent that she left his employ. 
The former stenographer declared 
Payne often took her to near-by 
towns on trips. He -declared he 
would divorce his wife, send his 
three children to live with rela­
tives and marry her, Mrs. Thomp-. 
“on said in her confession.
Payment of $30,000 insurance on 

the death of his wife has been 
withheld pending investigation of 
the ease. Officials said Payne took 
the insurance just a few months 
before his w ife’s death and at the 
same time insured his son for 
$10,000 and his daughter for 
$5,000.

The letters found in Payne’s 
pockets were written crudely in 
pencil and had been prepared 
ready for mailing. They attempted 
to explain that Mrs. Payne's 
death had «beon caused bv acci­
dent when construction workers 
placed explosives in the Payne 
automobile by mistake. •

W .3HINGTON, D. C.—Total 
of about 122,957,000 people—just 
a few thousand under 123,000,000 
—probably will be shown as the 
population o f the United States 
for 1930 when the final count is 
announced here by Director W. 
M. Steuart o f the Census Bureau.

The 1920 population was 105, 
710,620. Should final figures bear 
out the calculation, the country 
would show a growth of around 
172146,000 people in the ten years.

This approximate total figures 
has been calculated by the Asso­
ciated Press on the basis of ac­
tual preliminary returns from 
forty States and the District of 
Columbia.

In these States census super­
visitors have reported a total of 
100,807,723 people, as against 86,-
667,858 ten years ago, an lucioase 
of 14,139,845, or 16.31 per cent.

For the decade of 1910-20 the 
rate of growth was 14.9 per
cent.

The growth of these Status, 
comprising almost 81 per cent of 
the population ten years ago, 
forms a close approximation of 
the rate o f growth of the Nation 
on that rate the entire country’s 
population would be 122,957,307.

Census Bureau officials have 
made their own estimate of tho 
country’s population as of April 
1, but refuse to divulge their fig ­
ures. Their ptopulation estimating 
machine, which ticks o ff the in­
crease in thp number of people as 
calculated by experts from im­
migration statistics, births and 
deaths, placed the number of peo­
ple in the United States on April 
1 ut midnight at 122,597,000.

Reports still have to come from 
eight States, Pennsylvania, New 
Jersey, Oklahoma, Oregon, Louis­
iana, Mississippi, Arizona and 
Idaho. The estimated population 
o f these States os of Jan. 1 
this yoar aggregates 21,644,618. 
That added to the forty other 
States begins an aggregate of 
122,452,341 as the country’s popu­
lation.—Semi-Weekly Farm News.

M. H. Wolfe, General Manager 
of the Farmers Marketing Asso­
ciation of America, Inc., made the 
following announcement today:

The Southern States are facing 
a financial crisis and the day of 
reconstruction has arrived. Only 
heroic men and bold measures will 
prevent bankrupt cotton prices this 
fall.

Those who trusted the Federal 
Farm Board for relief have been 
deluded. When Congress enacted 
the farm relief measure its declar­
ed purpose was “ to minimize 
speculation in farm products.” 
But instead of that the chief op­
erations of the Farm Board have 
been speculations of a type that 
has resulted in heavy losses in 
cotton and wheat both to the 
farmers and to the Board.

And worst o f all the price of 
cotton has been reduced about 
seven cents per pound and the 
price of wheat reduced about thir­
ty cents per bushel. It looks like 
another year of the present pol­
icy of the Farm Board will large­
ly destroy agriculture and bank­
rupt the most useful business en­
terprises o f the nation.

In view of such conditions the 
farm ers Marketing Association

of America, Inc., is willing to 
stake all and make the bold stroke 
necessary to save the situation 
Therefore, our directors have de­
cided that in addition to our reg­
ular contract we will put into op­
eration an emergency contract 
and wage a vigorous campaign to 
sign up five million bales of cot­
ton to be held for a price equal 
to twenty cents per pound basis 
middling seven eights staple at 
Southern Forts.

The department of Agriculture 
of Texas has agreed to join us in 
requesting the commissioner of 
Agriculture of each cotton grow­
ing State to call a meeting of 
farmers, bankers, business men 
and others and immediately or- 
gainze in each State an Associa­
tion with similar contracts, all to 
be affiliated with the Farmers 
Marketing Association of America 
Inc., on terms that are just and 
fair and with the declared pur­
pose of getting twenty cents for 
cotton through sane and safe 
organization.

“ For the purpose of helping 
build a: organization through 
which growers may have a voice 
in the price of cotton and for the 
specific purpose at this time of 
joining other growers in pledging 
five million bales of cotton to be 
held for a price equal to twenty 
cents or more, basis middling 
seven eights staple at Southern 
ports, 1 hereby make application 
for membership in the association 
and enclose $1.00 in payment 
therefor.

In signing this application 1 
hereby pledge myself to hold all
or a part of my cotton, say______
bales and join in the campaign 
to secure sufficient members to 
control five million bales by De­
cember 1st, 1930. provided the 
price does not reach twenty cents 
prior to that date. On December 
1st, 1030 a tabulation will be 
made and if it is found that the 
total number of bales pledged is 
less than five million then it is 
agreed by both parties that the 
grower may withdraw front the 
association without any obligation 
on either party.

I f  the grower wishes to bor­
row money on his cotton through 
the association he will sign one 
of the regular Marketing Agree­
ments and the loan will bo made

on the best terms the association 
may be able to set forth from 
time to time.

The cotton being held may be 
warehoused at the interior town 
where the grower resides or on 
his farm or shipped to the asso­
ciation at points designated by the 
association.

The association agrees to sell 
the cotton under the direction of 
the grower at the highest price 
obtainable with the understanding 
that the grading, marketing and 
selling charges shall not exceed 
$1.00 per bale. And the cotton may 
be sold at the home town of the 
grower when prices offered are 
equal to prices that can be ob­
tained in the chief markets of the 
world,”  *

The Rotary clubs of the Unit­
ed States have enlisted in the war 
against illiteracy. The National 
Advisory Committee on Illiteracy, 
of which Ray Lyman Wilber is 
Chairman, has just recoivcd reso­
lutions unanimously passed at the 
convention of Rotary Internation­
al. The approved plan provides 
that each Rotary club shall con­
duct a campaign in its own com­
munity among all known illiter­
ates, to the end that such illiter­
ates may be taught to effectively 
read and write. This gives the 
Advisory Committee on lilliteracy 
many of the local contacts which 
it needs.

The Rotary Club will be assisted 
in its work by the National Ad­
visory Committee on Illiteracy, 
which committee will supply to 
the clubs necessary instructiaon 
and material for the teaching of 
illiterates. Furthermore it hopes 
to supply lists of illiterates to 
be provided soon by the Census 
Bureau. It is expected that with 
the help of the Rotary clubs 
thousands of American citizens 
of voting age will be able, for 
the first time, to assume intelli­
gently the duties of citizenship.

The resolution unanimously a- 
donted by the 21st convention of 
the Rotary Clubs of the United 
States is as follows:

‘WHEREAS the 1930 United 
States census has revealed an un­
desirable amount of illiteracy in 
various parts of the United Stat­
es; and

■“ Whereas the United States 
government has inaugurated a 
campaign to eliminate or greatly 
reduce such illitercy among the 
people in the United States and 
has invited the Rotary clubs of the 
United States to assume an ac­
tive leadership in such campaign;

“ IT IS Resolved by the delegates 
from Rotary clubs in the United 
States, assembled at the twenty- 
first annual convention of Rotary 
International, that they accept, 
on behalf of the Rotary club: 
in the United States, the oppor­
tunity for service thus offered 
and requested by the United 
States government;

“ IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED 
that while this opportunity for 
service may be brought clearly 
to the attention of the United Stat­
es Rotary Clubs, and them 
be urged to respond to it whole­
heartedly, no club shall he under 
any obligation to do so if in its 
judgement the club is not in 
position to resnond to the oppor­
tunity offered it.”

The Rotary clubs plan to ap­
point community groups to aasist 
in the work of state and county 
committees already appointed by 
the National Advisory Commit­
tee on Illiteracy. Such Rotary 
committee* will make a survey of 
local community problems and aid 
in the forming of classes and en­
couraging the attendance of il­
literates at such classes.

COTTON MARKETING IS 
STUDIED AT SHOUT COURSE

COLLEGE STATION, Texas, 
Cotton production and cotton mar­
keting should be closely correlat 
cd, and every line of business 
having to do with cotton should 
receive consideration in the or 
ganization plans and politics of a 
cooperative marketing association, 
Lawrence Westbrook told farmers 
at the short course at the A & 
M College of Texas Thursday 
He is organization manager of 
the Texas Cotton Cooperative As 
Roeiation with headquarters at 
Dallas.

“ With the outlook for foreign 
cotton competition looming larger 
and larger", Mr. W’estbrook said, 
"marketing conditions should have 
a larger place in guiding both 
the quantity and quality of farm 
era’ production. Premiums or pen 
alties, as the case may be, should 
be credited to or assessed against 
the grower in order to provide the 
necessary incentive. There’s no 
use blaming farmers for produc 
ing inferior cotton when they 
can’t get proper premiums for bet 
ter staples,”  he declared.

Mr. Westbrook expressed the 
opinion that acreage reduction 
campaigns for cotton are of 
doubtful value under present con 
ditions, and that more serious 
consideration should be given the 
question of how land taken out 
o f cotton may be profitably util 
feed.

W. S. Corbin, Hillsboro; I. B. A l­
ford, Austin; A W. Lusk, Austin.

Contracts pledging member* 
of the association to hold their 
cotton for the stated price of 20c 
have been printed and are ready 
for distribution, said W. B. Yearly 
secretary-treasurer of the organi­
zation.

A resolution asking the co­
operation of “bankers, business 
men and industrial concerns, 
chambers of commerce and civic 
bodies” throughout the South dur­
ing the present period of depres­
sion.

“The price of cotton at this 
time is only about half the aver­
age of the last nine destructive 
crops, and bids fair to be lower 
if action is not taken by the cit­
izens of the South to advance 
the price sufficiently to prevent 
wholesale disaster,”  the resolution 
said.
