A  quarter cen­
tury or more hen served to recast the majority of weekly 
papers, both in appearance and content. Formerly a politi­
cal year was a reason of high tide for the weekly editor. 

] His community wes political, his associates political, he was 
political, and he made his paper political.

Partisanship sometimes took on fevor which heated 
every page. Usually there was £n opposition organ across 
the street, if it was a county sea't town. And the editors 
grew vitriolic as the days wanned into midsummer and the 
campaign waxed into luridiiy. Politics then was drama, his­
tory, emotion, and it was not uncommon for revival meet­
ings to be postponed until politics could be put aside, after 
the ballots were counted— or miscounted.

The contrast reflected by the present condition is 
worthy of comment, perhaps of encomium. The weekly press 
is not excited over the various candidates and contentions 
of this voting year. More space is given to world comment, 
agriculture! experiment and development, highway problems, 
local improvement, social life. Politics and meitters of State 
and local administration are not ignored, of course. But the 
attention given them is characterized more by sincerity 
and discernment than by passion or hyperbole.

In short, the Texas weekly press of 1930 is broader 
minded, more tolerant, but not less vigilant, than that of 
three decades agonc. Probably the fact that the publishers 
have Urge investments, more durable equities, fit stake con­
tributes greatly to the difference.

PETROLEUM PRODUCTION IN 
TEXAS SHOWS GOOD GAIN

THIS CONTINUED WAVE OF 
PESSIMISM IS UNWARRANTED

High Upkeep Costa Take Money 
Away From New Pavement
Construction.

By E. E. DUFFY

One of the outstanding d iff i- , 
culties in • the provision of pave- , 
ments that really serve the auto- j 
mobile and truck, is the lack of j 
knowledge on the part of citizens | 
concerning the high cost of the 
vast mileage of unstable pave­
ments now in use.

Cities and towns, particularly, 
are burdened with high pave­
ment upkeep costs. For the most! 
part, city governments do not 
keep accurate tabulations of 
street repair costs. Street re­
pair funds usually come out of 
vehicle license income of general 
taxation; thus the citizen is not 
faced directly with the cost, else 
he might insist on the replace­
ment of these inferior roadways 
that year after year soak up as 
much of his tax money as edu­
cation.

In the absence of accurate 
street repair costs on unsuitable 
surfaces, data collected by state 
highway departments on rural 
road costs indicates the possible 
savings through construction of 
properly built pavements. Recent­
ly the Illinois Department of 
Highways announced that only 
$75 a mile per year is required 
to keep the network of hard sur­
faced pavements in first class 
condition.

During Indiana’s 1928 fiscal 
year the cost of maintenance of 
hard-surfaced pavements averag­
ed $72.40 per mile. The Ohio 
State Highway Department re­
ports that in 1927 hard-surfaced 
pavements cost $168 per mile.

Waukesha County, Wisconsin, 
installed 129 miles of hard-sur­
faced pavements and immediate­
ly upkeep costs were cut by two- 
thirds.

A survey was recently made 
in British Columbia which reveal­
ed that the average maintenance 
costs on roads and streets was 
but $43,20 a mile yearly.

Upkeep costs naturally vary 
with the volume o f traffic and 
the type of surface. But there is 
sufficient evidence to show that 
too much of the motorist-taxpay­
ers’ money is being spent on 
maintenance with very little act- 
oal betterment o f highway sur­
faces.

AUSTIN. Texas, July 17.—The 
upward trend in the production of 
crude petroleum was continued 
during June, making the third 
consecutive month in which a 
large gain has been recorded, ac­
cording to Bervard Nichols, editor 
of the Texas Business Review, 
monthly publication of the Bureau 
of Business Research at the Uni­
versity o f Texas.

“ Daily flow in June reached the 
highest level since last October, 
thereby eliminating all the prog­
ress made in eight months by 
the curtailment program put into 
effect last August,” Mr. Nichols 
said. “ Activity in field work was 
also above that in either May or 
in June last year.

“ Daily flow in the State in­
creased from 867,000 barrels in 
May to 878,000 barrels in June. 
Last year in June, daily flow av­
eraged 836.000 barrels. Total pro­
duction in Junt> amounted to 26,- 
342,000 barrels, making 155,010,- 
000 barrels in the first half, a 
new high record. This compares 
with 25,079,000 barrels in June, 
1929, and 145,135,000 in the ini­
tial six months.

“ There were 596 now wells com­
pleted in the State during June, 
and 320 of them were producers 
against 580 completions and 309 
successful wells in June last year. 
During the first half, a total of 
3,273 wells were drilled, of which 
1,743 struck oil, whereas there 
were 1,800 producers among the 
3,492 wells completed in the first 
six months of 1929. It is inter­
esting to note that the percentage 
of successful wells is practically 
the same in both periods.

“Crude petroleum prices in 
Texas remained unchanged over 
the month, but in the past week 
or two there has been some 
talk of reductions. Whether de­
clines are put into effect will de­
pend on markets during the re­
mainder of the summer. Gasoline 
prices were reduced one-fourth 
cent per gallon in North Texas 
during the first week of Juno. 
Since that time no further chang­
es have been made, but demand is 
not holding up as was hoped for 
even at the lower prices.”

The Mexican officials from the 
State of Coahulia have signified 
their interest and more than like­
ly there will be one or more rep­
resentatives from the Sister Re­
public on the South present, in ad­
dition to Sr. Lauro Izzaguirre, 
Mexican Consul located V*re.

The proposed route starts in the 
Panhandle, coming through Pain- 
pa, Clarendon, Matador, Dickens, 
Spur, Rolan, Roby, Sweetwater, ‘ 
Bronte, San Angelo, Sonora, El 
Dorado, Del Rio, Villa Acuna, 
South to Puente or Allenda, thence 
to Saltillo, capitol of Coahulia. 
No definite designation has been 
made and there may be some var­
iations on the route through some 
of the other towns.

All towns along the proposed 
scenic route from Pampa to Del- 
Rio will be asked to send repre­
sentatives to the session where a 
detailed plan for advertising and 
improving the route, termed one 
of Texas’ greatest scenic drives, 
will be mapped out.

The proposed route would begin 
in the Palo Duro Canyon region. ‘

When a construction gang was 
grading for the laying oi the new 
Canadian Pacific Railway across the 
cold stretches of little-known upper 
Ontario in 1883, a blacksmith by the 
name of Thomas Flanagan noticed 
that a certain part of the earth along 
the right-of-way near Sudbury was of 
a reddish cylor. This led to the dis­
covery of copper ores.

Prospectors swarmed over the 
region, staking out claims on practi­
cally all the deposits. Mining was 
started on a large scale and the first 
ore was soon on the way to the 
smelters. There the ore was put 
through the usual processes but for 
some reason could not be worked prop­
erly.

To find out what the matter was, 
some of the ore was taken to a labora­
tory where, much to the surprise of 
the mine owners, the old spirit—mcket 
is an old German name for the evil' 
spirit—that had troubled the early 
Saxon miners was discovered hidden in 
the copper ore.

This troublesome nickel in the ore 
proved to be more valuable than the 
copper, and today the nickel from Sud­
bury. Ontario, is known and used the 
world over.

But nickel, while it is (outid com­
bined with copper, is really iriciully 
only to iron and pure nickel occurs 
only with the iron in meteorites.

Of all the metals which arc fused 
witli steel to make alloys, nickel is 
the most widely used. Monel metal, 
for instance, containing nickel, copper 
and iron, is used for making valves 
for high pressure steam systems, pro­
pellers ior vessels, and for many other 
articles that must resist the action of 
sulphuric and other metal eating acids. 
In making certain ty|»es of steel for 
annor plate, guns, and similar articles, 
nickel is sometimes used. In white 
pold, nickel and gold are used in vary­
ing proportions.

This alloy oi nickel, zinc and copper 
which is called German silver is also 
used to make contact springs in relays 
which are manufactured by the West­
ern Electric Company in even greater 
numbers than are the telephone instru­
ments themselves. These devices are 
continually opening and closing vari­
ous current pathways in the compli­
cated telephone circuit.

Nickel is also used as a fine wire 
in certain telephone coils because it 
offers a high resistance to an electrical 
current and becomes hot if too much 
current passes through it. If an elec­
tric light wire, for instance, should 
touch a telephone wire, a coil of Ger­
man silver wire would immediately be-

Nickel is also used to plate many 
parts within the telephone system to 
protect them from rust or tarnish and 
to improve their appearance.

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HIGHWAYS GIVE 
EMPLOYMENT TO 

MANY WORKMEN
Communities Not IluildinK Need­

ed Projects Contribute to 
Lull.

By K. E. DUFFY

Because there is urgent need 
for more smooth pavements, and 
because pavement construction 
provides a considerable volume of 
work, communities throughout the 
country are discovering that ac­
celerated highway programs are 
greatly relieving unemployment.

Representative of what a pave­
ment program can do for a state 
is the present situation in Iowa, 
a stute with a penchant for de­
termining the whys and where­
fores of its roads are engaged 
this year in earning for themsel­
ves no less than $18,000,000. This 
means that more than half of the 
(33,000,000 Iowa is spending in 
1030 on roads will go directly in­
to the pockets of workmen. Fur­
ther, all this rood money will 
represent hacked up purchasing 
power that will stimulate busi­
nesses and industries not even 
remotely connected with high­
ways.

Incidentally, Iowa's roads were 
nine-tenths mud in 1920, at the 
end o f 1930 they will he 80 per 
cent surfaced through the wise 
use of bend issue money. Iowa is 
keeping her money in circulation.

Superior, Wisconsin, has, like 
many other cities, been engossed 
in solving the unemployment prob­
lem. And Superior, similar to 
countless other cities, has a real 
need for additional smooth hard 
surfaced streets. Accordingly, 
advantage is being taken of pres­
ent bargain prices of pavement 
construction, with 50 blocks of 
concrete pavements doubtless to 
be installed before the year is 
ended. This construction program 
Is not only providing considerable 
employment hut the example is in­
ducing private businesses to 
broaden their activities and em- 
p] ‘vnicnt. |

Stimulation of construction by | 
governmental units might seem [ 
at fii (t glance an artificial means , 
of bringing hack natural prosper- j 
ity. However, in regarding public 
construction on the basis of need 
alone it becomes obvious that the 
requirement for public structures 
is not imaginary. For example, 
no community ns yet can say that 
it has enough, or almost enough, 
well paved highways. Consequent­
ly those communities that are do­
ing nothing to speed up tho 
bur.dlng of nrrfl-d SovfrTo-»o- 
ments arc really contributing to a 
continued lull in business.

It would bo well to remember 
these rules.

1. Lay the patient on his ab- 
uomcn, one arm extended directly 
over head, the other arm bent at 
elbow and wj.lh the face turned 
outward and resting on hand or 
forearm so that the .nose and 
mouth are Tree for breathing.

2. Kneel straddling the pa­
tent’s thighs with your knees 
placed clear of the (patient’s hip 
hones. Place the palms of the 
hands on the small o f the back 
with fingers resting on .the ribs, 
the little finger just touching the 
lowest rib, with the thumb and 
fingers in a natural position and 
the .tips of the fingers just out of
sight.

3. With arms helJ straight,
swing forward slowly so that the 
weight of your body is gradually 
brought to bear upon the ipatient. 
The shoulder should be directly 
over the (heel of the hand at the 
end of the forward swing. Do not 
bend your elbow-- This operation 
should take about two seconds.

4. Now immediately swing 
backward so its to remove the 
press completely.

5. After two seconds, swing 
forward again. Hhus repeat de­
liberately twelve to fifteen times 
a minute the double movement of 
compression and release, a com­
plete respiration in four or five 
seconds.

b. Continue artificial respira­
tion without interruption until 
natural breatib'ng is restored, if 
necessary four hours or longer or 
until a physician declares the pa­
tient is dead.

7. A> soon as this artificial 
resoira. ion has been started and 
while it is being continued, an 
.;s' ’ -*:int should loosen any tight
1 tlVng about the patient’s neck, 

chest or waist. Keep the patient 
warm. Da net give any liquids 
whatever by mouth until the pa­
tient is fully conscious.

8. To avoid strain on the heart 
when the patient revives, he should 
be kept lying down and not al­
lowed to stand or sit up. If the 
d .-tor has not arrived by the 
time the pa'ient has revived, he 
should 'be given some stimulant, 
such as one toaspeonful o f arom­
atic spirits of ammonia in a small 
glass o f water or a hot drink of 
coffee or tea, etc. The patient 
slt.ulf. Ic kept warm,

9. Resuscitation, should be car­
ried on at the nearest possible 
point to where the patient receiv­
ed h;s injuries. He should not be 
moved from this point until he 
is breathing normally of his own 
volition, and then moved only in 
a recumbent position.

Tuesday, a member of the force 
was carried by S. L. Tidwell to 
the warehouse of the Texas Com- 
panv for an inspection. We later 
learned that this particular sta­
tion has been given one hundred 
percent perfect scoring on the two 
occasions that the auditor has 
made the inspection during the 
year.

day In June o f the next year, inclusive, 
at the Capitol o f the State.”

Be it resolved by the Legislature o f the
State o f Texas:
Section I. That Section 11 of Article 

V I I  o f the Constitution o f the State of 
Texas be amended so as to read as fo l­
lows:

Sovtlon* 11. In order to enable the Leg­
islature to perform the duties set forth 
In the foregoing section, it is hereby de­
clared all lands and property heretofore 
set apart and appropriated for the estab­
lishment and maintenance o f the Univer­
sity o f Texas, together with all the pro­
ceeds o f sales o f tho same, heretofore 
made or hereafter to be made, and all 
grants, donations and appropriations that 
may hereafter be made by the State of 
Texas, or from any other source, shall 
constitute and become a permanent uni­
versity fund. And the same as realised 
and received into the Treasury o f the 
State (together with such sums belonging

to the fund, aa may now be In the 
Treasury), shall be Invested in bonds o f  
the United States, the State o f Teacae.
or cooalies o f  said State, or in school 
bonds o f municipalities, or in bonds o f 
any city o f this State, or in obligations 
and pledges issued by the Board o f Re­
gents o f the University o f Texas, or 
secured by obligations and pledges, for 
the construction o f dormitories and other 
buildings o f the use o f the University o f 
Texas, or in bonds issued under and by 
virtue o f the Federal Farm Loan Act ap­
proved by the President o f the United 
States, July 17, 1916, and amendments 
thereto; and the interest accruing there­
on shall be subject to appropriation by 
the Legislature to accomplish the purpose 
declared in the foregoing section; pro­
vided, that the ore-tenth o f the alternate 
sections of the lands granted to railroads, 
reserved by the State, which were set 
apart and appropriated to the establish­
ment of the University o f Texas, by an 
Act of the Legislature o f February 11, 
1858, entitled, “ An Act to establish 'the 
University o f Texas,' shall not be in­
cluded in, or constitute a part of, the 
permanent university fund."

Sec. 2. Said proposed amendment shall 
be voted on by the electors o f this State 
qualified to vote on constitutional amemd- 
ments at an election to be held throughout 
the State on the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November, 1930.

BUILDING FINE  STRUCTURE

VALUABLE PAPERS GIVEN 
TO UNIVERSITY LIBRARY

AUSTIN, Texas, July 17—The 
Library at the University of Tex­
as has just acquired a group of 
old papers, a gift from E. L. 
Shettles, according to Miss Win­
nie Alien, assistant archivist.

AUSTIN, Texas, July 17— The
chemistry department at the Uni­
versity o f Texas will probably be­
gin moving into its new building 
by the first of next summer, ac­
cording to Dr. W. A. Eelsing, 
prefessor o f chemistry at the Uni­
versity.

The building, which will be one 
of the most adequately equipped 
chemistry laboratories in the 
South, will contain a large librarv

WICHITA FALLS, July 17.-— 
From bootblack to attorney 

jteniral, aeunding like the plot 
o f an Alger book, is the step that 
James V. Allred will have taken 
i f  he is elected to the state post.

Allred, born in 1899 in Monta­
gue County shined shoes in a bar­
ber shop and sold newspaper 
while going to school in Bowie. 
Later he was substitute mail car­
rier for his father.

Going to Rice Institute for fur­
ther eduction Allred worked in a 
Houston filling station to pay 
school expenses. His schooling was 
interrupted when he entered the 
service at the age of 19 during the 
world war.

A fter the war the Montague 
county youth studied law at Cum­
berland and entered the practice 
of law in Wichita Falls, lie was 
appointed district attorney by 
Governor Pat Neff anil electee to 
succeed himself.

Resigning from the prosecutor's 
office Allred returned to the firm 
he had been associated with pre­
viously—n full partner. He stay­
ed there until he became a candi­
date for attorney general in 1926.

The campaign four years ago 
saw nearly as much interest paid 
to the race for attorney general 
As to that o f Governor.

The fact that Dan Moody was 
stepping out of office to oppose 
Gov. Ma Ferguson made it especi­
ally attractive.

Allred carried his county of 
Montague by a majority of six to 
one. llis total vote in the state 
was .>06,0:16 but he was defeated 
by the narrow margin of 4.046. 
He accepted the result without 
contest.

In 1928 Young county friends 
placed his name otl the ticket a- 
gain for attorney general but he 
withdrew the name, refusing to 
Tun against his former opponent 
for a second term. Allred has
