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AllIndustrial Users of Rationed Foods
To Re-register With Local Boards

Between December 15, 1943 and
January 5, 1944, all industrial
users of rationed foods will be
asked to re-register with their lo-
cal War Price and Rationing
Boards, J. Doyle Settle, district
ratoining executive, announced
today. This regmtntion will be
made on the new form R-1200,
which is a consolidation of the
former sugar form R-310, the pro-
cessed foods form R-1308, and the
meats form R-1605.

The purpose of this re-registra-
tion is to combine the allocations
of all rationed foods on one form
rather than on the three forms
heretofore used. This will permit
uniform application of the Regu-
lations to all industrial users of
rationed foods. It will permit the
issuance of all allocations of ra-
tioned foods at one time instead
of at three times as heretofore has
been the case, Settle said.

After this initial re-registration
between Dec. 15 and Jan. 5, allo-
cations will be granted for three
months at a time on all rationed
féods, the rationing executive
pointed out. This will eliminate
trips to the Board at different
dates, and will enable the indus-
trial user to plan his purchases
and use of rationed foods on a
uniform basis.

Industrial users include, for ex-
ample, such people as bakers,
dairies, bottlers, candy manufac-
turers, pharmaceutical manufac-
turers, and a host of others who
use rationed foods in the prepara-
tion of other products both ra
ed and unrationed, Settle d
ed A baker, for -n"!e he ex-

This change of policy is in line
with OPA’s announced intention
to simplify and consolidate its
regulations whenever pouible,
Settle said.

It's patriotic to share your food
these days—but not with ants or
cockroaches or other kitchen in-
truders.

While homemakers cannot pre-
vent insects from searching for
food, there are several control
measures recommended by the
A&M College Extension Service.
These include eliminating breed-
ing places, poisoning, spraying,
and trapping pests, and prevent-
ing them from entering the house.
It will also prove effective to keep
food out of the reach of insects

The homemaker can improve
considerably the insect situation
in the kitchen by removing garb-
age after every meal and by
scrubbing her garbage pail fre-
quently. The rural woman likely
will use her garbage in a compost
pile, which should be kept cover-
ed with dirt to eliminate breeding
places, and the city women should
assure protection with a tight cov-
er for her garbage container.

One other important point, spec-
ialists say, is to allow no dirty
dishes to accumulate in the kitch-
en. It is also a good idea to keep
foods tightly covered. When there
is ripe fruit on hand, it should be
eaten or preserved or stored in the
ice box before it becomes a breed-
ing place for gnats - - or pomace
flies, as entomologists call them.

Extension workers alse recom-
mend that the homemaker exam-
ine all shopping bags she brings
home from the grocery store, for
foods and containers may be har-
boring roaches. Further protection
from cockroaches can be obtained
from plugging cracks around
baseboards and plumbing with
putty or plaster of paris.

Use New Tops
Correctly

A good many jars of home-
canned food have been lost this
year because homemakers mis-
understood or failed to follow di-
rections for use of war-time seals
for glass jars. To prevent further
loss of meat, fruits, or vegetables
this fall and winter, Mrs. Wini-
fred J. Leverenz, food preserva-
tion specialist for the A&M Col-
lege Extension Service, urges
home canners to look for direc-
tions which -come with boxes of
glass jars.

Most home canners are using a
new glass top seal cap developed
by the War Production Board to
save metal. It consists of a metal
screw band, a glass lid, and a vul-
canized rubber ring. Here are rul-
es to follow when using this type
of a closure,

Leave a half-inch to 1 inch of
empty “head” space at the top of
the jar.

Fit the rubber ring around the
projection on the bottom side of
the lid. Then place the lid so the
rubber lies between it and the top
edge of the jar,

Be sure that the metal screw
band is slightly loose while jars
are in the pressure cooker or hot
water bath. This is necessary to
prevent breakage. As soon as jars
are removed from the canner, turn
the bands down tight, but not so
tight as to crush or break rubber
ring

To test the seal when the jar is
cool, remove the metal band and
pull gently on the lid with gtbhe
finger tips. If the lid is tight, the
jar is sealed. The metal band may
be left off. Filled jars should not
be turned upside down.

Textiles After
The War

That phrase “100 per cent wool”
on garment labels might not be
nearly so important after the war..

This prediction comes from the
clothing specialist of the A&M
College Extension Service who
says in time wise consumers may
prefer blends to *“all wool and a
yard wide.” For example, a blend
of wodl and rayon may not wrin-
kle as much as 100 per cent wool,
the specialist, Mrs. Dora R Bar-
nes, explains, and it may wear
longer. This month she is showing
samples of some of the new fab-
rics to county home demonstra-
tion agents and rural homemakers
over the state.

Manufacturers are bringing a-
bout textile miracles through war-
time necessity. For example, at
the request of the army, a mater-
ial which is lint-free has been de-
veloped. Most of these new tex-
tiles will not be available to the
general public until the war is
over and civilian production has
been maintained.

Homemakers who fret now over
shortages, high prices, and skimpy
styles in the fields of textiles and
clothing should take the long
view, ‘After the war they are
promised more beauty and utility,
the specialist says.

families during 1943 reach astro-
nomical proportions.

Figures compiled by Mildred
Horton, vice director and state
home demonstration agent of the
A&M College Extension Service,
reveal 43 million quart jars and
21 million tin containers have
been filled with canned food this
year. More than five million con-
tainers of fruit butter, jams, jel-
lies, and marmalades swell the
totals reported by county home
demonstration agents in the state.

Food has been conserved in a
variety of ways. The total now
stored in home freezing units or
community freezer lockers ap-
proximate 10 million pounds, and
the number of pounds of meat
c\uedandstoredkinexcmofao
million pounds.

Home dehydration figures show
the greatest percentage increases.
The report reveals that 1,246,038
pounds of vegetables have been
dried and 2,440,998 pounds of
fruit. An additional million quarts
of vegetables has been preserved
by brining and salting, The larg-
est figure in the entire report is
107,179,250 pounds of food stored

in bulk, including potatoes, root
crops, and apples.

County home demonstration
agents over the state report 80,000
pressure cookers in use during
1943, including 6,532 new ones.
Approximately 1,148 home de-
hydrators were bought this year,
but three times that number were
made at home One of the greatest
shortages in food preservation
equipment is boiling water can-
ners, and 30,000 are needed in
Texas for next year.

Farm Cash Income
For October
Drops 7%

Farm cash income in October
dropped 7 per cent from the Oc-
tober, 1942, figure, the University
of Texas Bureau of Business Re-
search reports.

The October, 1943, income was
$162,000,000, while that of October
last year was $177,000,000.

The increase in the cash income
during October of last year was
mainly the result of larger returns
from ginnings of cotton a year
ago, Dr. F. A. Buechel, economic
analyst of the Bureau, explains.
Bulk of ginnings this year came in
August and September rather
than in October, and this year’'s
cotton crop is considerably small-
er than that of last year
Another factor in the decline in
cash income was the decline in
the marketing of cattle, calves and
sheep with little if any advantage
in price. Income from hogs showed
an increase both as a result of
large marketings and higher
prices.
