nated depot, and the men’s cloth­
ing will be sent. ♦** Mie Oood- 
fellow’s distribution room.

The ladies urge that no tatter­
ed garments be sent as nothing 
will be received that is not of a 
decent, serviceable grade.

AGED TRUCK FARMER
DIES HERE MONDAY

Gust Person, aged 78, and long 
time resident of Donley County 
died at the Adair Hospital Mon­
day o f this week alter several 
weeks illness, and was buried 
in the Citizens Cemetery on Tues­
day afternoon in the presence of 
a few friends with Rev. Leon O. 
Lewis in charge of the service, 
which was held at Buntin's fune­
ral parlors at 2:30.

Gust Person was a kindly old 
gentleman who was a familiar 
personage around Clarendon hav­
ing sold vegetables from his truck 
farm, north o f town here for 
many years. Little is known of 
his early life, except that he was 
born in Sweedep, October 29th, 
1852, and came to America when 
;evcnteen years old. He has been 
in Donley County for about thir­
ty years, and so far as known 
has no near relatives in the Uni­
ted S ates. The deceased will bo 
missed by many Clarendon peo­
ple who esteemed him for his 
cheery smile and kindly charac­
teristics.

The Donley County cotton crop 
as reported ginned prior to De­
cember 1st by the Department of 
Commence, through the Bureau 
of the Census, finds Donley coun­
ty only 298 bales short of the 
last year’s ginning record for the 
corresponding time.

Up ito December 1 Donley coun­
ty gins had turned out 12,785 
bales of cotton as against 13,083 
bales ifor the same period in 
1929. This small loss in the total 
bales is a source of surprise for 
many of the county farmers nnd 
shows that the condition 'other 
than the price o f the commodi.y 
is practically the same as has 
been the case in the past.

Other counties near Donley 
have experienced a terrific loss 
over their total of bales ginned 
!n-t year. Hall county has ginned 
19,028 bales as against 41,486 
last season. Childress countv has 
ginned 7.817 as against 21,160 in 
1929. Oc'llingswor h 30,053 this 
year, and 32,612 last year, nnd 
Briscoe has reported 3,397 bales 
ginned for 1930 against 6,595 
baics during the> same time last 
year.

The state report shows an in­
crease of 168,940 bales o f cotton 
over the total yield for the cor­
responding period in 1929. To 
December 1st the Texas gins had 
turned out 3,686.106 bales as com­
pared with 3,517,466 bales She 
previous yoar.

Simpson recently purchased the 
warehouse facilities o f M. S. Par­
sons just North of the laundry 
and rebuilt it to suit his needs. 
He is directly on tho track and 
can unload carloads o f materials 
wii.hout as much trouble as was 
encountered when ho was in his 
old location o f Sully Street.

Another addition in the grind­
ing line is the mill that has been 
installed for the Clarendon Grain 
Company on the Western side of 
their place of business. The mill 
will make it easier for the pa­
trons t> be served than w th  the 
former location inside their place' 
o f business. This mill will be 
used for all sorts of grinding op- 
rations, and is so constructed 

that the feed may he loaded di­
rectly into the wagons or placed 
in sacks for more convenient 
handling.

'ine is the reconstruction of the 
fr int of the Thomas buil "ng  on 
Sully Street. The old frim e struc-

>f brick nnd tile will be added to 
‘.ho properly lino. A new back 
part was added to tho building 
about a year asp. this being cx- 
‘ ondod to tho front to care for 
the business that will bo placed 
there. Mr. Thomas, one time mill 
man, will open this for husine-s 
iust as soon ns ho completes the 
building addil’ ions.

MEN IDENTIFIED 
IN NAYLOR MELEL

BURIAL FOR BOY KILLED BY 
TOM MOSS IN GUN FIGHT 
MADE HERE TODAY.

Sheriff M. W. Mosley and 
Sheriff-elect Guy Pierce return­
ed late Wednesday night from 
Tucumcari, New Mexico, where 
they identified the third man be­
ing held in the Tucumcari jail on 
charges of being an accomplice 
in the attempted robbery at the 
Tom Naylor place in the Naylor 
community last Sunday night.

With the aid of the Ne>v Mex­
ico officers, J. W. Moncus and 
Adolph Abeyta, who knew the 
dead member o f the trio of in* 
traders, it was learned that the 
victim of Tom Moss’ gun was 
Merlin Brown, 19, o f Tucumcari. 
The other :wo were identified as 
William Brown, 21, held in the 
local jail, and Uelk (Bill) Brown, 
27, in the Tucumcari jail. All tho 
boys are brothers, nnd it is al­
leged, have been in previous acts 
o f lawlessness over the south-
We t.

The Brown brothers were 
caught as they were supposedly 
in the act o f stealing the automo­
biles of the Naylor fumily by 
Tom Naylor who heard the men 
as they were breaking the lock 
on the garage door. Naylor boldly 
thrust his gloved hand forward 
n- l o r 1 :' ! the armed men to 
stick ’em un", nnd marched them 

to. the ho1, so. Inside the Naylor
. nance he robbers found they 

had l  • uluffeil by the unarmed 
man and started to shoot i. out 
when Naylor started to telephone 
the local officer*. Two bullets 
grazed Navlor’s body but failed 
to strike their mark. Tom, sens­
ing the danger he and his sisters 
were in, tackled the gunman and 
wrested the gun from his hand. 
A t' this point the Misses Naylor 
and Tom Moss, cotton picker, en­
tered the fray in which Moss was 
knocked into the kitchen as the 
two free men ran from the house. 
Merlin turned hnck to the house 
to help free his bro'her, William, 
who was still being held by Nay­
lor. As Merlin entered the house 
with his gun in hand, Moss, who 
had secured a shot gun thrust 
it into the man’s face and fired, 
tearing away a portion o f the in­
truders face, causing instant 
death. Belk Brown made his es­
cape when one o f the Naylor 
girls refused to permit Moss to 
shoot fhe fleeing figure. .

In the questioning which fo l­
lowed the man held gave the dead 
youth’s name as Frank Parker of 
Oklahoma City and his own as 
Dick O’Neal.

The man being held in New 
Mexico refused to sign waivers 
o f the extradition act, and it will 
be something like a week before 
extradition papers can be received 
in order to bring the third mem­
ber to this place.

The mother o f the slain youth 
arrived in the city early this 
morning, nnd the funeral for 
Merlin Brown will be hold this 
afternoon at 2:00 o’clock in the 
Buntin funeral home. The Rev. 
W. R. McPherson, pastor of the 
First Methodist Church of this 
city, will conduct the last rites 
of Merlin Brown. Interment, will 
be made in the Citizen.* Ceme­
tery.

No charges were filed ngainst 
Moss, hut a hearing will be con­
ducted by the Grand Jury for the 
purpose o f clearing Mr. Moss’ 
name against future bother.

Christmas Don’ts
National Safety Council Proposes 

Many “ Don’ts”  In Effect To 
Avoid Accidents

Below are a list o f “ don’ts”  
suggested bv the National Safety 
council proposed in an effort to 
avoid accidents that might mar 
the enjoyment of the Christmas 
holiday season. Everyone will do 
well to keep them in mind and 
follow their suggestions.

DON'T use open light (candles) 
on Christmas trees. .

DON’T place tree near open

lighlts (candles, gas or oil lamps).
DONT place tree in poor or 

flimsy support, in other words, 
brace the tree properly so that it 
will not fall and cause injury. 
Place it where it will not obstruct 
passage through the room.

DONT operate any toy electri­
cal apparatus under a -tree or 
near cotton paper or other in- 
flamable material.

DONT give dangerous toys, 
(guns, knives, etc.) to children. 
It may mean someone’s death. 
See that mechanical toys are 
properly wired and connected.

'DON’T allow inflamable decora­
tions to come into contact with 
lidt eloctric light bulbs. Of course 
it is best to use non-inflamable 
decorations and be sure to have 
the electric light bulbs properly 
connected if they are used on the 
tree.

DONT use rickety stepladder 
in decorating trees, hanging 
wreaths and decorations. Many 
people'die from falls.

DONT go close to fire in San­
ta Claus cositume. The whiskers 
cotton trimmings, etc., are highly 
inflamable.

DONT permit any unsafe prac­
tices in any Christmas celebra­
tions in which you may be a par­
ticipant.

DONT allow places where 
community gatherings are being 
held to become overcrowded. Keep 
exits clear and observe all other 
fire regulations.

DONT leave a light tree un­
watched, especially if children are 
near.

DONT ptft cotton beneath the

tree to make the carpet look like 
snowcoveved ground.

DONT celebrate by drinking 
questionable liquors which may 
contain wood alcohol.

DONT allow trees to remain 
in buildings after holidays. They 
dry up and become inflamable. 
Don’t try to bum trees and dec­
orations in fireplace or furnace. 
Have them sent away or burn 
them out of doors on a calm day.

DONT spoil the day by an 
avoidable accident.

trade, to free a man who he knows is guilty o f the most horrible 
crir-e.

Irrational methods in the use of so-called expert medical testi­
mony.

Irrational use o f the plea of insanity.
Finally, in spite of the high character and attainments, the 

eminence, o f the majority of the men in the legal profession, the 
failure in multitudinous Instances o f our efforts to properly and 
efficiently administer justice.

The term courts as used here does not mean just our judges. 
It refers to our entire system of judicial procedure. This indict­
ment of court procedures is not my own; it comes from men who 
are pre-eminent in the legal profession.— Ex.
