POST WINS CUP
LOCAL LEGION ORGANIZA­

TION RECOGNIZED AS MOST 
ACTIVE

Officials of the Aubyn E. Clark
Post of the American I^egion were 
surprised and a little elated when 
the name of the local organization 
was Palled out at the Department 
Convention a little more than 
two weeks past. Post Commander 
Andis was on the job at the con­
vention and brought home a cup 
given by the Department for the 
most active organization in the 
eighteenth District of the State 
of Texas.

To win a cup in the eighteenth 
District is sometning o f an hon­
or in itself when it is considered 
that the territory covered by the 
single district is Larger than some 
Departments such as those found 
in the New England section of the 
United States. Such Legion Posts 
as that one in Amarillo, Barger, 
Pampa, Childress and many other 
towns much larger than Claren­
don were in competition for the 
coveted prize, which will become 
the property of the post winning 
it for three times in succession.

The score made in the posting 
of the report was such that the 
Clarendon Post made 940 points 
out of a possible 1,000 for perfect. 
In only three instances were ex­
ceptions taken, this scoring twen­
ty points o ff for each one of the 
total of sixty points.

In the scoring, it was not the 
plan of the local commander or 
the adjutant to attempt to make 
an impossible record. The Post or­
ganization came in for the first 
item on the merit report. Of a 
possible total of 200 points, the 
local nn-ganization secured 180. 
Club advantages score a perfect 
150 points. Service ami Welfare 
Activities come in for a loss of 
twenty points to score 130 out 
of a possible 150. Community and 
Civic Betterment Activities reach­
ed a perfect score of 200 points. 
Observation of patriotic events 
wias another item in which the 
local post scored a perfect 100 
points. Co-operation in Depart­
ment Legion Affairs rated anoth­
er raise of 150 points, while lack 
of a delegation to the National 
Convention knocked the percent­
age in the la<*t frame down to 30 
points out o f a possible 60 for 
perfect. • -

Use only thoroughly dry lum­
ber for farm buildings. Unseason­
ed lumber causes many defects 
in buildings, such as cracks in 
floors, plastering, or walls; rat­
tling window’s, weakened struc­
tures caused by reduced nail-hold­
ing power; blistered paint; in­
creased liability to decay; and 
warped, checked, and cupped 
boards. In seasoning, a 12-inch 
board of fir or pine may shrink 
as much as half an inch in width, 
says the Forest Service, U. S De­
partment of Agriculture. No mat­
ter how carefully lumber may have 
been seasoned, it must be kept 
dry until used or it will reabsorb 
moisture. Wood intended for 
barns, hog houses, sheds, and 
similar structures need not be so 
dry as that used for the interior 
of houses, says the Forest Ser­
vice. Once satisfactorily dried, 
lumber for farm buildings will 
keep in good condition if bulk- 
piled in a dry unheated shed.

Use only thoroughly dry lum­
ber for farm buildings. Unseason­
ed lumber causes many defects 
in buildings, such as cracks in 
floors, plastering, or walls; rat­
tling windows, weakened struc­
tures caused by reduced nail-hold­
ing power; blistered paint; in­
creased liability to decay; and 
warped, checked, and cupped 
boards. In seasoning, a 12-inch 
board of fir or pine may shrink 
as much as half an inch in width, 
says the Forest Service, U. S De­
partment of Agriculture. No mat­
ter how carefully lumber may have 
been seasoned, it must be kept 
dry until used or it will reabsorb 
moisture. Wood intended for 
barns, hog houses, sheds, and 
similar structures need not be so 
dry as that used for the interior 
of houses, says the Forest Ser­
vice. Once satisfactorily dried, 
lumber for farm buildings will 
keep in good condition if hulk- 
piled in a dry unheated shed.

Offers Crop Aid

W. H. Patrick, member of tho 
Federal Reserve Bank Board, re­
turned to his home here last 
week from Dallas where he had 
been in conference with the mem­
bers o f the above board on Mon­
day of last week.

.of the Board follows:

“At its meeting, our board of 
j directors discussed at some length 
| the matter of movement of crops 
I to market in this district and ex­
pressed a desire to be helpful. It 
was felt that at this time it would 
be proper to again remind our 
member bunks that credit facili­
ties of this institution are avail­
able for this seasonal purpose 
and resolution was accordingly 
adopted directing the bank’s of­
ficers to issue an appropriate cir­
cular on this subject and to give 
it prominence through the press.

The extension of credit to fa­
cilitate the orderly marketing of 
crops and live stilck is a normal 
and proper function of a Federal 
Reserve bank. This institution 
therefore now wishes to riterate 
statements made in previous 
years, that it stands ready and 
willing to render it services to its 
member hanks in any legitimate 
and proper manner consistent 
with law and sound banking prac­
tices.

Notes, drafts and bills of ex­
change secured by warehouse re­
ceipts, shipping documents or 
other evidences of title to agricul­
tural products; notes secured bv 
chattel mortgage on cotton or 
grain stored on the maker’s farm, 
properly covered by insurance and 
protected from the weather, and 
notes secured by chattel mortgage 
on live stock are eligible for redis­
count with the Federal Reserve 
Hank. It i,s, o f course, understood 
that all pancr offered must be 
acceptable from a credit stand­
point and unsecured paper is e- 
qually acceptable where it pos- 
essei the inherent qualities of 
eligibility and credit acceptability.

It is believed that the majority 
of our member banks are already 
thoroughly familiar with our own 
requirements and those laid down 
in the law: however, it will be a 
pleasure to inform those who are 
not, and their inquiries are solic­
ited accordinirl” .

The purnose of this circular is 
merely to emphasize our desire 
to co-ooem te to the fu llest ex­
tent in making available the re­
sources o f  thief institution in anv 
nroner manner to permit the or­
derly marketing of crops and 
live stock.

COTTON CO-OP. ASSOCIATION 
ENROLLS BIG NUMBER

Jokes about women being poor 
drivers are entirely out of order, 
according to the Pennsylvania 
commissioner of motor vehicles. 
He declared that while one-fourth 
■of the drivers in the state are 
women, they were responsible for 
only 32 out of 915 accidents in 
the first six months of this 
year.

Farmers have been joining tho 
Texas Cotton Cooperative Asso­
ciation at the rate of six hundred 
a day, and this week’s decline 
in the market will bring them in 
at a still faster rate, it is fore­
cast by association headquarters 
in Dallas. It was said that farm­
ers are unwilling to sell, at pres­
ent levels and tho government- 
supported cooperative plan pro­
vides the most economical meth­
od of holding, with the least pos­
sible risk.

Thirty-two thousand bales were 
received by the association last 
week, bringing the total for the 
season to 10(1,000 bales, compared 
with 21,600 bales to the same 
date last season by the Texas 
Farm Bureau Cotton Association, 
which the new government-sup­
ported organization superseded. 
While officials would not fore­
cast the total which will go 
through the cooperative channels 
this year, it will amount to more 
than 750,000 bales if deliveries 
continue at i their present rate 
as compared with last year’s.

Ninety percent of the value of 
the cotton is advanced, with no 
“comeback” on the farmer in 
case of a decline, but with the 
farmer receiving full benefit of 
advances which the market may 
make between now and the end 
of the season.

Cotton classers have been plac­
ed at fifty Tpxas points, where 
the full 90 per cent advance may 
he obtained immediately. At more 
than 200 other points, receiving 
agencies have been opened, where 
all details are handled except 
actual classing of cotton this be­
ing done at the nearest classing 
office, to which the receiving 
agent sends samples. A partial 
advance may be obtained imme­
diately from receiving agents, or 
from any bank if there is no re­
ceiving agent, with the remain­
ing balance of the 90 per cent 
being advanced «s  soon as sam- 
nles are classed, which will be 
immediately unon their arrival at 
the classing office.

AUGUST CHARTERS TOTAL
LESS THAN YEAR AGO

AUSTIN.— Charters granted by
the Secretary of State during 
August totaled 173, according to 
the Bureau o f Business Research 
at the University of Texas. This 
figure compares with 179 in July 
and 170 in August last year,, but 
the aggregate capitalization in 
August this year was $6,069,000 
as compared with $5,703,000 in 
July and $8,173,000 in August last 
year.
