FIELD TRIALS 
HERE MONDAY

CLARENDON MAY BECOME 
PERMANENT SITE FOR 
ANNUAL DOG TRIALS

Final arrangements for the 
Northwest Field Trial Associa­
tions’ second annual meet were 
announced as complete Wednesday 
by Ed Burran, Amarillo, secretary 
of the organization.

Burran and the association 
president, Jess Dickie, Jr., com­
pleted arrangements yesterday 
with the Clarendon Chamber of 
Commerce and the owners of the 
plot of grdund on which trials 
will be held. This -will be the 
first field trials to be held at 
Clarendon, and the entire com­
munity is backing the undertak­
ing to the limit. If the meet this 
year is a success, it is likely 
the association and the town of 
Clarendon will enter into some 
kind of an understanding to make 
the event a yearly occurance 
for Donley.

C. G. Stricklin, C|arendon 
sportsman, is vice president of 
the association and the work 
there has been done under his 
direction. Stricklin announced 
early this week there would be 
plenty of horse? provided for 
contestants and spectators.

Dogs will be turned loose in 
the first heat at 8 o’clock Mon­
day morning, April 6, all owners 
and handlers have been instruct­
ed to be on hand at that time, 
as there must be no delay in 
getting started.

Entries from practically all 
parts of Texas and a few from 
Kansas, Colorado, New Mexico, 
and Oklahoma are assured for 
the trial*. the only spring meet 
for bird dogs in West Texas.

The Association has requested 
that automobiles be kept from 
the grounds in order that th#y 
will in no way handicap the dogs 
in their trials.

The course selected for the 
trials is known as Sandy Camp 
on the J. A. Property. The 
foundries of the course was 
staked off yesterday by Dr. 
Stricklin, G. L. Boykin and J. C.

There is $95,142.54 
in cash in the Donley County 
Banks,, with $69,070.94 found in 
the Clarendon institutions.

In the total deposits column 
there is found some $723,760.80 in 
tho three Clarendon Banks with 
the Hedley Institution adding 
$106,452.72 which brings the total 
in deposits to $830,213.58 for 
the Donley banks.

Easter Weather Ties 
Up Traffic With Snow

The annual Easter blizzard out­
did itself this year when it hit 
Clarendon Thursday about mid­
night with the thermometer drop­
ping to three above zero Sat­
urday. Old-timers state that this 
cold wave was the most severe 
seen in the Panhandle for over 
thirty years. Snow started falling 
soon after the first ga)e struck 
and continued unabated through­
out Friday.

So deep were the drifts In 
Clarendon and so .cold was the 
whipping wind that business was 
practically at a standstill ail 
day Friday. Train service on the 
Denver was delayed some twelve 
hours with as many as six trains 
stalled. between Clarendon and 
Amarjllo. The principal drift 
which refused the trains passage 
was »tke Malden cut two miles 
west of Goodnight, where tho 
snow was blowing back into the 
cut as fast as the two Denver 
snow-plows cleared the passage. 
The drifts a t times were as deep 
as nine feet throughout the cut.

who heard the drone of invisible 
motors, heard them falter and 
then raw the ship burst into 
sight from the murk, headed for 
its doom.

Aviation experts and officials 
of the Transcontinental and West­
ern Air, Inc., owner of the pas­
senger and mail plane, supple­
mented the testimony of eye wit­
nesses but added nothing to solve 
the mystery.

Deliberating in the little court- 
room where they listened most 
of the day to stories of the trag­
edy and expert testimony about 
aviation, a jury of six men wrote 
their verdict:

“The deceased came to their 
death in an airplane fall, cause 
undetermined.”

The twisted dorbis which was a 
tri-motor Fokker yesterday, was 
under guard at tho scene of the 
crash while authorities investi­
gated the possibility that a large 
sum of money was in the heaped 
up wreckage.

H. J. Christen, Chicago, one 
of the victim, was said by hi? 
attorney there to have withdrawn 
a large sum of money from a 
bank just before starting. It was 
thought he might have carried 
‘he money on the plane.

Testimony indicated the air 
liner circled about through blind­
ing clouds some minutes before 
tho crash.

Robert Blackburn who saw th" 
transport nose from the cloudy 
sky and plunge to earth in a 
pasture 11 miles southwest of 
here, told of hearing the drone 
of motors above the clouds, of 
the sound passing from earshot, 
only to return five minutes later. 
Upon the plahe’s return, he said, 
the motors were faltering.

Similar stories about the circl­
ing • of the plane were told by 
Edward Baker and his brother. 
Arthur, who were first to reach 
the wreck.

Jack Frye, vice president In 
charge of operations at Los Angc- 
sel, said the parting o fva wing 
on types of ships such as the 
Fokker was unheard of in his 
experience.

Harry C. O’Reilly, county at­
torney, found only one witness 
who saw ice which might have 
formed on the plane. L. E. Mann, 
deputy sheriff, said he saw num­
erous small, odd shaped pieces 
of ice near the wreckage.—Ama­
rillo Daily News.

CLOTHING SCHOOL 
IS BIG SUCCESS

COUNTY CLUB DEMONSTRA­
TORS BENEFITTED BY 
EXPERT LAST WEEK

The Clothing School conducted 
here last Friday and Saturday 
was a success despite the weather 
conditions. Seme twenty women 
from the various Donley County 
Home Demonstration Clubs met 
with Mrs. Dora Barnes, expert 
from A. & M. College, Saturday 
afternoon at which three com­
plete wardrobes were shown. One 
$50, antther $75, and still an- 
r-thcr exhibit representing the 
rost of $100 illustrated the lo­
gical items for purchase for 
the person whose means are limit­
ed to one of the foregoing 
amounts. The outfits shown were 
the result? of club women’s ef­
forts, further demonstrating the 
practical worth of such work.

During the course Mrs. Barnes 
“tressed the importance of pur­
chasing goods of standard quali­
ty, which have already proved 
its worth in resisting the strain 
nlaced upon tho commodity from 
laundering, heat, prespiration, and 
other tests which will quickly 
destroy the inferior article. The 
proper care of the article of 
clothing aNo came in for its due 
share of discussion.

Mrs. Barnes proved to bp a 
most capable instructor and her 
work is expected to show In the 
improvement among the local 
clubs in the coming years. Don­
ley has a splendid group of ladies 
clubs -and it is largely through 
their work that the condition of 
the county is in its prosperous 
state comparative with other 
nearby counties.

Cream shipments for the month 
of March totalled 229 10-gallon 
cans only 16 cans short of the 
February record which totalled 
245 cans. The loss is -easily ac­
counted to the severe weather 
the producers have experienced 
during the month just closed, 
the weather being the most 
severe witnessed in Donley Co­
unty in a number of years.

With the 229 cans of cream 
registered in March the year’s 
total has been brought up to 
some 728 ten gallon can. This 
year’s production continues to 
stay far in the lead of other 
years’ shipments from Donley 
County, and from the start it 
looks as though the year 1931 
will hang up a new record of 
shipments of cream. Something 
like 76 cans in excess of the 1930 
shipments have been recorded so 
far this year.

With spring weather opening 
up the production is expected 
o become even more profuse 

with the shipments a t v  recording 
larger totals.

BE NAMIED TUESDAY

Clarendon voters will parti­
cipate in two elections within the 
next few days although there is 
little interest manifest as the 
voting draws near. Saturday at 
the City Hall, voters of the 
Clarendon Independent School 
District will name four trustees 
for the next two years, and on 
next Tuesday voters in the cor­
porate limits will name a mayor 
for the city of Clarendon.

In the trustee election the ticket 
has been printed carrying the 
names of the four old trustees 
up for re-election. Unless a sud­
den movement is begun the four 
will very likely be returned to 
this important but thankless of­
fice for another term of two 
vrars. Those on the ticket are 
Mess.

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THE CELEBRATION OF EASTER

The custom of celebrating Fester is really an out­
growth of the Jewish Passover. There is no trace of its 
observance as a Christian festival in the New Testament 
or in the writings of the apostolic fathers. In feet, neither 
Christ nor the apostles enjoined the keeping of this or 
any other festival.

Easter Sunday, which falls on April 5 ' this year, is 
observed by Christians in commemoration of Christ’s 
resurrection, but not es an actual anniversary, as its date 
varies from year to year, in accordance to a method of 
computing it atop ted by the council of Nice in the year 325.

The name of Easter is derived from Easter, the 
Anglo-Ssxon goddess of spring, and many customs which 
have marked the day’s observance are drawn from pagan 
sources. In the ancient church the celebration of Easter 
tested eight days, hut after the eleventh century it was 
limited to three, later to two, and finally to one.

The proper time for the observance of Easter has been 
the subject of bitter controversy among various Christian 
groups. In the yeer 107 Pope Victor excommunicated Poly­
crates, bishop of Ephesus, and his entire Asiatic following 
for not conforming to the Roman custom. The Greek 
church did not adopt the Roman date until 1023, so that 
only during the last eight years hca the entire Christian 
world observed Easter simultaneously.

According to the present usage Easter cannot occur 
earlier than March 22 or later than April 25. The last 
time it fell on March 22 was in 1818, after which some 
three centuries must elapse before it occurs so early again, 
it fell on April 2& the last time in 1843, but will not oc­
cur so late in any year of the present century.

Of all Easter customs the U3e of Easter eggs is the 
most univeral. This is also of pagan origin, the egg having 
been considered a symbol of immortality of the ancients

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Judge A. J. Fires Declares
Suspended Sentence Is Abused

The News has been requested 
by Judge A. J. Fires, Judge of 
100th Judicial District, to carry 
the following statement delivered 
by himself to a jury in Memphis 
a few weeks ago during a trial 
for burglary. The defense attor­
neys asked for a suspended sen­
tence after the accused had ad­
mitted his guilt. The judge is 
vigorous in his conviction that 
the suspended sentence is being 
flagrantly abused. The jury wis 
dismissed when it was hopelessly 
deadlocked with 9 for suspended 
sentence and 3 for pententiary 
sentence.

When Judge Fires had the jury 
brought in Tuesday afternoon, he 
took occasion to comment vigo­
rously to the jury relative to the 
abuse of the suspended sentenc* 
law. Judge Fires’ remarks were 
as follows: “In cases of this 
character and under these circum­
stances, I cannot understand how 
you could give a suspended sen­
tence. I think that the suspended 
sentence law is one of the most 
humane ever passed when proper­
ly invoked, but in cases of this 
character where the defendant has 
admitted his guilt and property 
has been appropriated, it seems 
to me that the suspended sen­
tence law is being abused.

“The object of the law is two­
fold—suppression of crime and 
reformation of the offender. 
Crime cannot be suppressed when 
suspended sentences are given 
u n d e r  such cases as the evidence 
in this case shows this to be.

“To my mind, the suspended 
sentence should not be applicable 
to burglary, but it is the law 
now. 1 have often instructed 
grand juries that in nine cases 
out of ten, when a man starts out 
to commit burglary, he has mur­
der in his heart and goes pre­
pared to kill if necessary to 
avoid being caught.

“I am not saying, gentlemen, 
that is true as to this case, but 
I am simply giving you this as 
•an illustration that should be con­
sidered by juries in determining 
the right to the suspended sen­
tence. Should you have granted 
a suspended sentence in this 
case, ft would have been an ex­
ample to the young men in this 
community and a li’ccnse, in a 
way, to commit the same charac­
ter of offense with the idea in 
their minds that if they should be 
apprehended ihnd it being a first 
offense they could plead the sus­
pended sentence and a jury, 
through sympathy and the good­
ness of their hearts, would grant 
them a suspended sentence.

“Gentlemen, the trial of these 
esases is becoming a farce and 
the suspended sentence law is 
being abused and the guilty arc 
taking advantage of it. Under­
stand, I am not censuring you. 
The matter of suspended sentence, 
when submitted to you, is purely 
a matter within your discretion 
to grant, but what I have said 
to you is in the interest of law 
enforcement for the guilty in 
cases of this character.”

DO FARMERS MAKE
THE BEST HUSBANDS?

Somebody has started a coun­
try-wide argument by asserting 
that farmers make the best hus­
bands. Figures quoted by Wheeler 
McMillen. Associate Editor of the 
Country Home, a national farm 
publication, show that while 15 
out of ever 100 city marriages 
end in the divorce court, only 
•even out of every 100 farm mar­
riages are dissolved by the judge.

From that display of statistics, 
the average women may readily 
deduce that the surest way to 
have a permanent marriage is to 
say “yes” to a farmer.

Mr. McMillen admits that “per­
haps it does not follow that be­
cause twice as many city people 
get divorces, therefore farmers 
and their wives are twice as hap­
py together."

He has been asking farm peo­
ple, both men and women, about 
it, and they don’t all give the 
same exnlination. One farm wo­
man said in the present of her 
spouse that so far as she was 
concerned the answer was that 
she didn't car* about changing 
husbands, because the one she had 
was had enough.

Another farm woman supposed 
that the reason farmers got few­
er divorces was because they 
couldn’t afford it. One cynical- 
minded farmer remarked bluntly 
that “wives are the hardest farm 
problem to solve.’’

The facts afbout the farm mar­
riage, Mr. McMillen declares as a 
result of his investigation, are 
these: that the wife is closer to

her husband’s business on he farm 
than in any1 other occupation.. 
“The home is the farmer’s office, 
and his factory is the landscape
outside,” Mr. McMillen explains 
“Fnom the first furrow in spring 
to the end of the year, the work 
goes on under 'the farm woman's 
eyes. Naturally her interest in 
it is more intimate than if her 
husband’s daily toil meant no 
more to her than the possibility 
of a new ice-box, a new dress, 
or a new car out of his pay 
check. She is a partner in the 
business as well as in the home. 
There arc fewer divorces among 
farmers, I think, because they 
are too busy, and also because 
they are happier in their home 
than most city folks.”

ABILENE, Texas, April U-— 
The forty-eight West Texas Pan­
handle counties served by the 
West Texas Utilities Company 
look forward into 1931 with op­
timism, according to a survey 
made available from the offices 
of the company here yesterday. 
The report points out that pros­
pects for agricultural, ranching, 
and general business prosperity 
have not been so bright tn several 
years.

Abundant rainfall throughout 
the late fall and winter of 1930 
and into the first months of 1931 
have put a splendid “season” in 
the ground and with .but slight 
spring and summer precipitation, 
all crops will have ample mois­
ture for successful and profitable 
maturation.

Small grain, planted during the 
late fall of 1930, is up and gives 
ever indication of an unusually 
large crop. It has been estimated 
that the 1931 grain producion 
of West Texas will be increased 
over normal by approximately 
thirty per cent. Acreage sowed 
has been greatly increased over 
former years, and yield pci- acre 
should be substantially higher.

Cotton and other crops have- not 
as yet been planted, although this 
work is going forward through­
out the territory served bv the 
company at the present time.

Cattle and sheep ranches are 
especially fortunate in having 
fine pasturage. Grass is heavy 
and high, and favorable market 
conditions will insu-e a prosper­
ous year for the ranching indus- 
try.

General business conditions 
have experienced a slight im­
provement, according to reports 
from throughout the properties, 
and it is expected that the next 
sixty to ninety days will produce 
increiyiing volume for wholesale, 
retail and jobbing houses through­
out the territory.

Dr. C. W. Warburton, Secre­
tary of the National Drouth 
Relief Committee, announced to­
day lists of the most of the 
counties which will be served by 
the Farmers’ Seed Loan Offices 
at St. Louis ami at Washington. 
These offices will handle funds 
provided for by the $15,000,000 
approporation for loans to farm­
ers who suffered serious crop 
looses from drouth.

ROAD BOND ISSUE PLACED
BEFORE LEGISLATURE

LUBBOCK, Tex., Jan.—Eating 
fried chicken with the hands has 
the official approval of Dean 
Margaret W. Weeks, of the Home 
Economics School of Texas Tech­
nological College. She set the 
example at a luncheon served 
by Tech economics students at a 
luncheon given in honor of the 
board of regents at their recent 
meeting. The regents evidenced 
approval and efficency in fol­
lowing her lead.

AUSTIN, Texas, April 1.—De­
scribed as the greatest relief 
measure ever placed before the 
state, the road bond issue am- 
mendment was a major issue on 
the legislative calendar this week, 
as it drew nearer final action.

Passage of the amendment, un­
animously endorsed by the Citi­
zens Good Roads Committee meet­
ing here, is the solution to a 
problem brought about by an 
excessive property tax burden, in 
the opinion of leaders of the 
movement, who are interested 
both in the tax angle and the 
creation of a complete system of 
state highways.

Under the plan, outstanding 
county bonds, -the proceeds of 
which were used to build desig­
nated state highways, would be 
i ofunded to the various counties. 
In this manner, approximately 
$85,000,000 would be lifted from 
tlie county books, with the re­
sulting drop in taxation.

“The present economic crisis,” 
said R. T. Stuart, chairman of 
the citizens committee, “demands 
that this ammendment be pussed. 
The people arc sruggiing under 
such a tax burden that progress 
is stifled.

“ Under this plan the counties 
will be paid back dollar for j  
dollar all they have put into 
state highways since 1917, when 
the highway commission was 
created. The burden will thus 
be shifted from property to the 
shoulders of the man who actual­
ly uses the highways, including 
the tourist. The motor fuel tax 
provided for takes care of this.”

Of the proposed $200,000,000 
issue, half would be ii“ed to re­
tire county bonds, while the re­
mainder would be used in fur­
thering a five vear road building 
camnaign, the funds to be spent 
at the direction only of the legis­
lature.

A well planted and cared for 
Jialf-*crv garden produces mure 
verrfehfe* than the average 
family can eat, during the period 
when the crops are maturing. 
Carrots, late cabbage, beets, on­
ions parsnips, potatoes and turn­
ips, can be grown and stored for 
use during the winter, thus cut­
ting the winter food bills. One 
acre of garden was worth as 
mych as 6ft acres of cotton on 
a farm in Texas last year whose 
owner figured that the acre yield­
ed a profit of $400.

It is not only from the point of 
view of cutting the family food 
bills, however, that the vege­
table garden deserves a place on 
every farm. So much has been 
raid and written about vitamins 
during the last few years that 
practically everyone knows they 
are essential to good health. 
Fresh, green vegetables are 
among the best sources of these 
invaluable vitamins, but entirely 
too frequently the farmer, busy 
with Ms money crops, feels that 
be has no time to bother with 
a garden even though his wife 
and older children may easily be 
able to take care of it once it is 
ploughed.

HEALTH AND MILK WEEK 

ANNOUNCED FOIt APRIL 5-11

In accordance with an estab­
lished rnwtom, the tttate Depart­
ment of Health again announces 
a Health Week for 1931 and has 
designated April 5 to 11 for that 
period, la s t year the emphasis 
was placed on clean milk supplies 
in an effort to induce a higher 
per capita consumption of fiuid 
milk, and the week will again be 
called the Health and Milk Week. 
Ninety-five Texas towns have 
adopted what is called the Stand­
ard Milk Ordinance by which 
their milk supplies are graded on 
the basis of quality. There yet 
remain 3ft towns with populations 
between three thousand and five 
thousand people with no local 
milk regulations. This would be 
a good time to arouse interest in 
such regulations and request as­
sistance from the State Depart­
ment fo Health in getting the 
program well started. •

It is a good idea also to stage 
a clean-up week just as early in 
the year as possible. Duriug that 
time all the old eye-sores, dirty 
horse and cow lots, vacant sheds 
that eause a fire hazard, vacant 
lots, rubbish heaps and the like 
can be given attention and the 
appearance of the town consider­
ably improved. After getting a 
good start, a screening campaign 
can then be put on to protect 
human life against the inroads 
of the mosquito and the fly. If 
the right kind of sanitary ordi­
nances are then passed and real 
ly enforced, health and clean-up 
will be an all-year affair instead 
of only one week in the fifty-two.

Jelian. to commemorate his great 
love for his favorite wife, Mum- 
taz-i-Mahal.

The name of the mausoleum 
means, literally, “crown of Mahal”

The building contains the tombs 
of the mogul tinperor and his 
consort. It is 130 feet square, 
while the great dome rises 170 
feet above the ground. The Taj 
is surrounded by beautiful gar­
dens, which also will be copied 
for the Paris exhibit.

en. Bring to boiling point and 
pack in lacquered cans.

The collossa] profits of Chi­
cago’s beer ring have just been 
put into cold hard figures by 
Colonel Robert Isham Randolph, 
president of the Chicago Cham­
ber of Commerce. The statistics 
of this notorious traffic were 
gathered for Colonel Randolph by 
a group of trained investigators, 
and their authenticity is certified 
by the authority of the business 
men who composed the sub-com­
mittee in charge of this.

The number of saloons and 
speakeasies in Chicago is set at 
20,000. They sell 100,000 barrels 
of beer weekly,—which mean* 
that the average Chicagoan con­
sumes nearly a pint a day. It 
costs the beer syndicate $1.80 to 
brew a barrel of beer and there 
are additional manufacturing costs 
which bring the total to $3 a 
barrel when it leaves the brewery. 
The standard price charged the 
speakeasies is $55 a barrel, leav­
ing a gross profit of $52 on 100, 
000 barrels, or a total gross pro­
fit to the beer ring of $5,500,000 
weekly. Of this sum, Colonel 
Randloph estimates that a lump 
$2,000,000 is set aside every week 
for “protection”,—which means 
the corruption of politicians and 
law enforcers.

‘‘All the gang wars that have 
given Chicago its tragic reputa­
tion have been fought over this 
prize of beer control,” says Col­
onel Randolph in Collier’s Weekly. 
“In the days before A1 Capone 
became all-powerful, there _ were 
several rival gangs which hi-jack­
ed each others trucks, stole beer, 
staged raids and reprisals. Today 
these rival gangs have been elim­
inated by association or intimida­
tion, and Capone’s syndicate re­
mains supreme in the field.

“Consider Capone’s profits in 
beer, lie and his syndicate con­
trol the illicit business from man­
ufacturer to distributor. They 
own a string of breweries and 
control the output of others. The 
highest item of expense is pro­
tection. The closest estimate we 
can make of the men directly on 
Capone’s payroll is 2,000. How 
far his bribery extends into the 
police department is a matter for 
conjecture. Sergeants, lieutenants 
and captains are the men he must 
fix, and some of them have be­
come suspiciously wealthy in re­
cent years."

According to Colonel Randolph, 
Capone considers the whisky trade 
as almost trival in comparison 
with beer. It costs more to con­
trol the whiskey racket than it 
is worth. "Hoodlum gangs in 
Chicago have corrupted the law 
enforcement agencies to a degree 
that is tragic,” he says, “but the 
cornerstone of their power is the 
sale of beer, not whiskey.”
