Exceeding all expectations and 
early predictions the citizens of 
Donley County proved their good 
citizenship qualifications by pour­
ing into the tax collector’s office 
all last week swamping the clerks 
under a barrage of 1,590 poll tax 
demands. Whatever fear local can­
didates entertained by the ap­
parent lack of interest in securing 
the privilege of voting by the 
Donley citizens was quickly dis­
pelled when news of the unpre- 
cedental poll tax returns was 
noised about early this week. No 
less than 2,008 loyal Donley citi­
zens trooped to the collector’s 
•ffice and signified their inten­
tion of doing their duty at the 
polls in July and August.

Last year only 1400 poll taxes 
were issued by the county office, 
however no state and national 
election provided the incentive for

The Clarendon Independent 
School District received a total of 
$22,258.37 in taxes or 64 per cent 
of the assessed tax roll for the 
year 1931. This was eleven per 
cent under the receipts expected 
by W. C. Alexander, collector.

The total tax roll for this year 
amounted to $37,865.18 which is 
something like $5,000 less than 
the list for last year.

A number of the citizens took 
advantage of the opportunity to 
pay half of their tax amount and 
then pay the remaining part in 
June. This accounts for $1,918.74 
which makes a total of $24,177.11

automobile registrations for the 
county with 1,273 purchasing new 
plates as against 1366 last year. 
However, a gain of two cars was 
noted in the truck division with 
164 being licensed. Along this line 
it will be interesting to know 
that a total of 91 chauffeur per­
mits were issued from the local 
office. This is the first time this 
law has been in force, being re­
quired of truck drivers with Car- 
Tiers of more than one ton and 
one-half capacity.

Ginning in Donley County has 
been moving along at a steady 
rate even despite the wet, cold 
and other weather elements 
which has tended to discourage the 
gathering of cotton here. This 
will no doubt be a surprise to 
many who are interested, but the 
figures as released from the De­
partment of Commerce at Wash­
ington to The News this week 
prove that Donley County Is 
4,235 bales in excess of the total 
ginned last year during the cor­
responding time. Donley has gin­
ned 19,128 bales of cotton so far 
this year as against 14,893 bales 
in 1930.

Reports from nearby counties 
which the readers of The News 
will perhaps be interested in are 
found in the following paragraphs.

Hall county has ginned 43,612 
bales against 22,548 in 1930.

Collingsworth County has re­
ported 45,111 this year with 34,- 
635 bales the previous year.

Childress County ginnings total 
28.962 this year against only 
8,616 bales last year.

The State of Texas reports a 
total if 4,949.408 bales gjnned 
this season against 3,854,274 in 
1930.

It has been sug^sted in some quarters that if war 
comes out of the Sino-Japanese embroglio, prosperity 
will return to this country over-night.

ACREAGE CONTROL UP TO FARMERS

As was expected by a considerable majority of the 
people, the courts have ruled that cotton acreage reduction 
law is unconstitutional, and as suggested in the columns 
last week the control of cotton acreage is left to the wis­
dom of the farmers.

With the 1932 cotton crop already on hand, since 
the world is one year ahead of itself in cotton production, 
it ought pot to be very much trouble for the fanner to 
make up his mind about the matter. A normal crop of cot­
ton on top of a surplus year’s crop, can mean only one 
thing— continued low prices for staple, and maybe lower.

Cotton may be a “money crop” at a normal price of 
ten to fifteen cents, but moat anything vfi\\ beat it at on 
live cent*. _ \ «.

You have recently seen one of 
Dallas’ largest feed selling in­
dustries coming out with adver­
tisements devoting the month of 
September to the sale and display 
of Southwest-made products. This 
means that thousands of citizens 
of Dallas are going to become 
familiar with the products that 
are manufactured in our South, 
west. This would be an excellent 
plan for every other city in this 
State to develop their own in­
dustries.

There are 572 manufacturing 
plants in Dallas. They have 13,- 
500 employees. The annual pay­
roll is around $15,500,000, and 
then there are rrrtllions more spent 
for the raw materials that go 
into these finished products. This 
purchasing power of our own

manufacturers is a tremendous 
force in the maintainance and up* 
building of this city.
