C. J. Douglas, R. S. Moss and 
Lee Holland, presented the peti­
tions and the former made a 
short, concise pl«a for the court 
to call the election and do such' 
other things, necessary to meet 
the offer of the highway depart­
ment. A. B. Bvnum sDoke in 
favor of the project representing 
a delegation present from Lelia 
Lake.

Judge A. T. Cole appeared In 
opposition and advised the court 
•gainst the procedure urged in 
the petitions saving that ac­
cording to his interpretation of 
the law. no "lection could be 
called until after notice of Is­
suance of warrants was posted.

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LET THE PEOPLE VOTE

As yet there has been no action taken by the Commis­
sioners Court of Donley County on the petition signed by 
about five 'hundred citizens asking that an election be 
called to determine whether or not the court shall issue 
deferred warrants for the purchase of right-of-way across 
the county for Highway No. 5, on which the highway de 
partment proposes to buili the roed and put in the drain­
age structures at no cost to the county.

The petition was circulated at the suggestion of the 
court when the matter was discussed some weeks ago.

Now the petition has been duly signed end presented— 
and the people rre  entitled to vote on this or any other 
matter so vital to the interest of the county.

It has been predicted that the court will fail to call ar 
election or to take any action looking to the securing of 
the benefits of the generous offer from the state.

The News ctji hardly conceive of such a failure on the 
part of the court, when so much is to be gained by just 
a little co-operation.

If some one was urging that taxes be increased, then 
there would be some plausible reason for hesitancy tinder 
present conditions. But this has not and will not even be 
suggested.

Chariman Ely told Donley County representatives that 
he did nqjt advise i  bond issue for Donley County at all, and 
th e  p roposition  m ade  to  th e  co u n ty , rearerdltma o f  th e  f ly
by-nighf rumors rbout It, is one that will give Donley s 
road building program this summer, bringing around two 
hundred thousand dollars into the county, at not a penny’r 
increase in taxes. It will give employment to our own 
people £ it a fair wage, it will provide money to the lanl 
owners along the route in payment for their land, and it 
will be the beginning of a real road system in the county 
which will eventually be hard surfaced without Donley 
County ever being out a dollar, except for right-of-wriy and 
the gasoline tax which we have to pay anyway.

Some seem to think that the department is not in 
earnest about the urgency of this offer. They think that 
if the county fails to take this offer, others will be made. 
And they are sadly mistaken about it.

This is absolutely the last chance Donley County has 
to bring the road by Hedley and Lelia Lake—and maybe 
Clarendon. *

Now the road is goinp to be built—whether Donley 
County Commissioners use vision and good business judge­
ment in meeting the offer of the department, or not.

The News cannot but believe that the Court will re­
fuse to he tiie gott in the matter, as they most assuredly 
will be, if they do not order the election, or meet the offer 
of the highway department through some means. We believe 
they will see the wisdom of passing the matter to the peo­
ple. If the people turn the proposal down, then there can 
be no criticism of the court when the routing of the road 
runs counter to the wishes of a great majority of the 
citizenship. ft -

The road is going to be built—it’s just a matter of 
protecting the interests of the people in its routing. The 
state deparment has already decided to build the road 
with their own money, and build it they will, on a routing 
through our three towns, or on an air line. We hold the 
answer in our own htnds.

Let the people vote, Commissioners Court of Donley 
County. It is the fair way to settle the matter. It is 
the democratic way.
