about eight o'clock. As the building
was beyond the reach of the fire
plug nothing could be done to check
the flames. About four thousand
bushels of potatoes were stored and
lost. The total loss is estimated at
about twenty-two thousand dollars.

At the time that the flames were
discovered and the fire whistle sound-
ed, the flames were so small that
fow of the citizens could see any
sign of fire. and therefore thought
nothing of the alarm. It was fully
thirty 1ainutes before the fire was
well under way, and it lasted for
more than an hour. The fact that
the r0of was painted with fire-re-
tarding paint accounts for the slow-
negs with which the fire developed.

Although there was nine thousand
dollars of insurance on the struc-
ture and contents. although it ecan-
not be definitely ascertained at this
time how fully the potatoes were
covered by insurance,

The lo#s will be more keenly felt
as part of those who had potatoes
stored in the plant were depending
on the retwins  from them for a
good acil of money. The loss is also
felt in that the destruction of the
plant removes a great inducement
for aiother big crop for Donley.
