This building is at pre­
sent occupied by the Whipple second 
hand store, and this business will 
continue to occupy the rear part of 
the building.

When the abstract was passed 
upon the first of the week, the city 
made the purchase; the considera­
tion is not made public.

The new hall serves a long felt 
need of Clarendon in giving a home 
for the city government and a per­
manent place for the records.

Mr. C. R. Farr* of Woodward, 
Okla., was awarded the contract for 
the construction of the new high 
school building at Panhandle, and 
Mr. W. H. Hayman of Amarillo the 
contract for the installation of the 
heating and plumbing, the two bids 
aggregating the sum of $34,220.00.

This building is in ■ the nature of 
an addition to the present building, 
will be two stories with large com­
modious boiler room in which will 
be installed a modern heating plant.

NEW POSTAL ROUTE
PAMPA TO CLARENDON

Last week the postal inspector for 
this district went over the road from 
this city to Clarendon on an inspec­
tion tour. An application had been 
filed several weeks ago for a mail 
route from here to the Donley County 
capitol, and the inspector found 
conditions as represented to the de­
partment, and approved the pro­
ject

The authorities later notified local 
parties that with the proper sup­
port and endorsement the route 
could be made into a motor truck 
route, which would be of vast bene­
fit to the residents along the pro­
posed line, as well as to both towns 
interested.

The matter was immediately taken 
up by Mayor Reid, who secured the 
hearty endorsement of the Chamber 
of Commerce and the Booster Club, 
and the matter was then presented 
to Clarendon, which city took simi 
lar action.

The round trip to Clarendon could 
be made daily, and it is believed 
that a saving of time could be ac­
complished on mail matter from be­
low Clarendon bound for this city. 
The trucks would be able to handle 
a quantity of mail besides pas­
sengers when available, and would 
no doubt prove of benefit to all.

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CLOSE-UP REMEM­

BRANCE OF GAIL BORDEN

Thee* afcsrie* about Gail Borden 
which appeared recently in the 
newspaper* of Houston interested me 
greatly, for while I can not remem­
ber ever having seen Gail Bordet), I 
must have done so many times for 
he and my grandfather were inti­
mate friends, and he visited my 
grandfather’s house whenever he 
came to Houston. Their friendship 
started in a peculiar way. namely, 
in what almost resulted in a fist 
fight, but I think that perhaps that 
fact drew them closer together. 
Burden had been made collector of 
the port of Galveston by President 
Houston, ami of course, had his head­
quarters there. Galveston was 
scarcely more than a name then, 
consisting as it did of a few shacks 
built upon a sea of sand with not 
even a bush more than a few feet 
high, and no trees to relieve the 
dreariness of the scene.

M y, grandfather had gone down 
to Galveston from Harrisburg on a 
sailing boat, and when he arrived 
there the tide was out, leaving a 
broad expanse of mud and sand be­
tween the channel and what after­
ward became the “Strand,” over 
which it was necessary to wade in 
order to land. When my grand­
father finally reached the drug store 
the person he met was Gail Borden, 
the collector, and the first question 
he asked was if people were serious 
in thinking that a city could be built 
on that sand bar, and ending by 
stating that he would not give a 
dime for the whole island. That 
made Borden angry, and he told my 
grandfather that if he did not like 
the city he could wade back to his 
boat and return to Houston; that no 
one had invited him to come to Gal­
veston, and no one wanted him there. 
That, of course, precipitated a wordy 
war, which came near being a per­
sonal encounter, but outsiders inter­
fered and restored the semblance of 
peace. It happened that my grand­
father had gone to Galveston to 
see Borden on some business, but 
did not know it was he who welcom­
ed (? ) him to the city until some­
one mentioned his name. My grand­
father had a letter of introduction 
from President Houston to Borden, 
which was presented in due form, 
and the semblance of peace, at least, 
was established between them. tl  
took some time to arrange the busi­
ness on hand and by the time they 
bad talked together for an hour or 
two, each discovered that the other 
was something of a good fellow 
after all, and a friendship between 
the two was established, which ter­
minated only with the death of Gail 
Borden.

Borden was an inventor, and his 
condensed milk was only one of the 
things he undertook He was some­
thing of a Hoover, and his groat 
desire was to feed the world. His 
grandson, the late Gail B. Johnson, 
♦old me that his grandfather had a 
horror of anyone being hungry and 
that his table at his dining room 
at his home in Elgin, 111., where he 
lived after he had perfected his 
condensed milk discovery, resembl­
ed that of a hotel more than any­
thing else, for his grandfather was 
accustomed to pick up all kinds of 
people on the i^reet and take th?m 
home with him to eat. His milk 
was only one of the things he dis­
covered, for he discovered the pro­
cess of preparing all kinds of vege­
tables so that they would last inde­
finitely. His milk, however, sur­
passed all the others so much that 
the latter have been overlooked or 
taken up by others.

The story told in one of the 
articles published a short time ago 
about what caused him to hit on 
the process he was seeking, to pre­
pare his condensed milk, lacks much 
of being correct. In effect it was 
that he left a glass of milk stand­
ing over night and in the morning 
found it thickly covered with cream 
or butter f a t  Every farm boy knew 
that fact, of course, and Borden was 
not ignorant that milk would act 
that way. The problem he under­
took to solve was how to prevent 
fermentation setting in after the 
creem had formed, and thus destroy­
ing the whole thing. Borden at­
tacked this problem and solved it 
while living in Texas, and went 
north where he enlisted capitalists 
to erect a factory for the manufac­
ture of condensed milk and thus 
laid the foundation for the immense 
fortune which he soon acquired.

It is a remarkable fact that no 
great invention or discovery has 
ever been made that two or more 
claimants have not appeared on the 
field. The telephone, the air brake, 
the phonograph and the electric tele­
graph have all had claims filed

It 
was a light wagon mounted on four 
wheels, and having a mast on which 
a sail was spread. It was guided 
in the same way that a modern auto­
mobile is, but varying the direction 
of the rear wheels. The front
wheels were fixed and the rear 
wheels were turned in the desired 
direction by a tiller, just as a ship 

' is steered. At that time Galveston

had the finest beach in the world. 
It was 200 or .'!00 feet wide, as 
smooth as a billard table and about 
30 miles long. It was an ideal 
place for Borden to test his “prairie 
schooner,’ and he used it for that 
purpose His first trial was entire­
ly satisfactory. There was a good 
breeze and the schooner acted splen­
didly, skimming along the beach 
like a bird. That encouraged him 
so much that he invited a party of 
women to make a trip with him. 
They accepted, and the start was 
made from a point which is now 
the foot of Tremont street. A11 went 
well for a few hundred yards, but 
then the rail got jammed or the 
steering gear went wrong, with the 
result that the “Schooner" figura­
tively, took the bit in her teeth and 
headed for the gulf, into which she 
plunged, taking her Rrecious load 
with her and subjecting thrm to an 
involuntary bath. Fortunately the 
water was not deep and no harm 
was done. That settled the fate of 
the “prairie schooner,’ and if Gail
