Health Notes
AUSTIN—It is a tragedy that 

Texas parents continue to allow 
their babies to suffer and die 
from that painful and killing dis­
ease diphtheria. This is the opin­
ion of Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Officer, who says “ It is up 
to the parents. If they protect 
their children with immunization, 
they need not have diphtheria."

Dr. Cox said that it is amazing 
that this disease should be allow­
ed to take its toll of young lives 
when it can be entirely stamped 
out by proper immunization. Yet 
in the past week, 33 cases were 
reported in this state.

"Babies should be immunized 
by the age of eight or nine 
monins," Dr. Cox advised. Au­
thorities on the care of infants 
reemmend a first dose by the age 
of eight or nine months, and 
sometimes as early as six months. 
A  second dose is usually given 
later.”

To maintain complete immun­
ity, Dr. Cox said that a reinforc­
ing dose of toxoid is advised when 
a child is old enough to enter 
school if a Schick test reveals the 
need of one. Children who have 
never been immunized certainly 
should be protected without any 
further delay, the State Health 
Officer declared, and added that 

-nonsibility of the par­
ents to save the lives of their 
children.

Look who Ms squeezed
In contrast, this small group of railroad 

union leaders are attempting to flout the 
intent and spirit of the Railway Labor Act, 
and dictate their own terms.

They have dictated a paralyzing railroad
strike.

You will be the victim!

Union leaders representing less than one-tenth of railroad employes 
reject recommendations of President’s Emergency board— refuse to 
negotiate except on their own terms— threaten to paralyze nation by strike!
TIlF. LEADERS of three railroad unions, rep­
resenting less than one-tenth of all railroad 
employees, have railed a railroad strike that 
would paralyze the nation.

These leaders refuse to accept a 15% cents 
an hour wage increase retroactive to Novem­
ber 1, 1947. This increase was recommended 
by an impartial Emergency Board appointed 
by President Truman.

This increase of 15% cents already has been 
accepted bv the 19 other railroad unions. But 
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers, 
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen and 
Enginemen, and the Switchmen’s Union of 
North America won’t accept what more than 
90% of all railroad employes have accepted. 
They have called a strike to get more!

Unions refuse rules discussion
Certain rules changes demanded by these 
union leaders—which would increase wages 
still further — were recommended by the 
Board. But the union leaders want more— 
they demand that the railroads put into effect 
ALL the changes they asked for. including 
those the Board felt should be denied.

On top of this, they insist that certain rules 
changes proposed by the railroads be with- 
drawn—in spite of the fact that the Board 
recommended them! These union leaders 
have refused to negotiate except upon these 
arbitrary terms.

Greater wage increase not justified
Engineers and firemen are among the high­
est paid of all employes in America, as figures 
in the box show. This strike threat doesn’t 
justify giving a greater increase thaq other 
railroad workers received.

Emergency Boards are a means provided 
by the Railway Labor Act in the public inter- 
»st to avoid strikes. The President’s Board,

after hearing evidence for 33 days, made 
recommendations based on all the fact.? in 
the case. The railroads have accepted these 
recommendations.

Who’s to blame?
Although they deplored so large an extra cost 
burden, the railroads accepted the report of 
the Board because they felt it was in the pub­
lic interest to uphold the spirit and intent of 
the Railway Labor Act.

How long will the American public stand 
for the undemocratic, arbitrary, and abusive 
use of the right to strike and the disregard 
of the obligation to provide transportation? 
How long can the American people permit 
a few dicint'u-iai union lenders to defy the 
processes provided for peaceful settlement 
of disputes?

Force seldom produces settlements that are 
either fair or lasting. Moreover, a point is 
often reached when personal interests miist 
he held subordinate to the greater public 
welfare.

Production equipment such as 

machine tools and industrial ma­
chines are in the war surplus 
spotlight again during the month 
of May. In Texas and the south­
west such equipment has been 
held from sale pending a screen­
ing by a special armed forces 
committee which earmarked a 
considerable portion for an emer­
gency reserve. Some, however, 
now has been released and is to 
be offered on a competitive bid 
basis to all buyers. Sales of a 
total of $600,000 worth of such 
equipment have been scheduled 
to be held at the McAlester, 
Okla., Naval Depot and the Grand 
Prairie Dal 6 Warehouse during 
the latter part of May. In each 
case a thirty day inspection pre­
ceded the sale to allow priority 
claimants ample time to select 
items needed and also to allow 
the armed forces to make addi­
tional withdrawals. Another 
smaller machine tool sale is to be 
held at Camp Gruber.

Congressional proposals for the 
withdrawal from surplus and re­
activation of Camp Maxey, Camp 
Gruber and Sheppard Field will 
halt indefinitely any further dis­
posals of real property at these

sites. Any personal property 
deemed unneeded for the possible 
reactivation will probably be dis­
posed of by the War Assets Ad­
ministration. In many cases, W AA 
officials have pointed out. it is a 
greater saving to the government 
to market and remove st, ill, scat­
tered stores of surplus property, 
than to continue the cost o f stor­

age, maintenance and warehous­
ing.

Real property offerings for the 
week in Texas include a public 
sale of 207 Pampn A ir Field 
buildings concluding Thursday, 
May 6, and various utility facili­
ties of North Camp Hood near 
Gatesville. The utility sale will be 
by sealed bid under the jurisdic­
tion of the regional office for real 
property disposal, with a cut-off 
date of Mav 17.
