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MEETING TOMOR­
ROW EVENING TO 

DISCUSS ROADS
AT MASS MEETING LAST FRI­

DAY AFTERNOON IT WAS 
DECIDED TO CALL A COUNTY 
WIDE MEETING TO GO OVER 
ROAD SITUATION.

At a meeting Friday afternoon call­
ed primarily to discuss the feasi­
bility of a road from here to Sil 
verton, it was decided by some 
thirty business men and citizens to 
call a meeting in the court house 
tomorrow evening for the purpose of 
considering road conditions of Don­
ley. Facts are transpiring in other 
counties that, if Donley sits still and 
does nothing, will place these coun­
ties far ahead in every respect. It 
became apparent at this time that 
Hall county commissioners, since 
petitions have been received from 
every part of the county, have call 
ed an election to vote on the adop­
tion of a half million dollars worth 
•of bonds for the thorough improve­
ment of the roads in that county.

. H. Lott, one of the principal speak 
ers of the meeting, and who has 
been working for sometime on’ the 
project of the road joining this city 
with Silverton, stated that he had 
circulated a petition among the land 
-owners of Hall county who would be 
affected by the proposed road, and 
something like fifty-eight of the 

5y-four favored issuing forty thou­
sand dollars worth of bonds for the 
improvement of the part of the road 
passing through Hall county. He 
took this proposition up with the 
commissioners court of Hall county, 
and they promised him, if he would 
let the proposition sit still that they 
-would call an election of the large 
bond issue and would allow the 
amount that he is asking in the peti­
tion for the improvement of the sec­
tion of road that he and the other 
petitioners were interested in. This 
would built a bridge across Red River 
and would improve the road in Hall 
county in the line of Donley county. 
Memphis, however, proposes to in­
tersect the road from Silverton to 
Clarendon with a road direct into 
Memphis. Clarendon would, how­
ever be closer to the fine fanning 
-communities in Antelope Flat and 
Quitaque than would Memphis.

Prominent citizens speaking at the 
meeting stated thRt the only thing 
that they think that Donley can af­
ford to do is build a road from the 
Donley line such as is constructed in 
Hall county. Secretary McCardell ask­
ed for suggestions and Tom Connally 
stated tat he though the only plan 
is for this county to get busy, and 
build roads as it should, and not 
let Hall county secure the large 
trade territory that will be open with 
the opening of the new road.

County Commissioner Anderson 
was asked his opinion about the 
matter and he stated that he be­
lieved live cotton buyers here would 
bring more trade here than a good 
condition of the road. J. T. Sims, 
M. M. Noble and other prominent 
business msen replied that if the 
roads were put in condition th a t the 
crops could readily be hauled here, 
the buyers and the market would 
come as a result; and that the pro­
position of good roads cannot be 
avoided on such a basis.

As it became apparent that Briscoe 
county is preparing to issue bonds 
in the sum of seventy thousand 
dollars for the building of .bridges, 
this with the probability of the 
large bonds in Hall County spurred 
the meeting to greater interest, and 
ic was decided to call'll mass meet­
ing in the court house tomorrow 
evening; and everyone in Donley 
county who is interested in roads in 
all parts of the county should be pre­
sent.

The school board awarded the con­
tract for the construction of the new 
school building to Stewart and Com­
pany of Oklahoma City Saturday 
afternoon. The agreement calls for 
the finish of the work by September 
20th and the successful bidder stated 
that the work would commence with 
in the next ten days. The price of 
the bids accepted by the school board 
was $45,700.

This structure will be an up-to-the 
minute one, with two stories and base­
ment comprising eleven rooms and a 
fine gymnasium. The price does not 
include the heating, but only the 
building and plumbing. The heat­
ing will be effected from the pre­
sent high school building with the 
enlargement of that plant. Toward 
the accomplishment of the heating, 
and the repair of other buildings, the 
remainder of the $75,000 bond issue 
will be used.

Five bids were received, and W. 
W. Taylor, secretary of the school 
board, states that all the bids were 
close together. With the finish of 
the building, Clarendon will be pro­
vided thoroughly with school facili­
ties, and the city’s fame as a school 
center will be enlarged.

A good sized crowd was present, 
and occasion was taken to announce 
the fact that no luncheon will be 
held next week as several people will 
be at the conventions to be held in 
Plainview and Amarillo.

six points each. In the mile relay 
race, which the locals won, the aver­
age speed per quarter was fifty-five 
seconds. Canyon Normal offered 
gold medals impressed with imag •* 
of buffaloes to the winner of each 
first place including the individual 
men in the relay race; and tfie comic 
part is that Clarendon almost broke 
up their herd of buffaloes, bringing 
home thirteen of them nnd leaving 
only three with Canyon.

In baseball Clarendon divided the 
last two games with Canyon. The 
first one was an eleven inning con­
test in which Youngblood held the 
Normalities to one hit, at the same 
time getting fifteen strike outs on 
them. Cravts for Canyon got el­
even strike outs on the locals, and 
held them to three hits. The result 
was a two to one victory for Claren­
don, with two errors slated against 
them and three against their oppo- 
nentes.

The game on the second day re­
sulted in a five to two victory for 
Canyon. Smalley struck out nine of 
the Normalites and Whittaker struck 
out eleven of the locals. Clarendon 
got eight hits and Canyon seven; 
Clarendon made one error and Can­
yon three. In the tenth inning 
Mitchell for Canyon, broke up the 
game when he got a home run with 
two men on. This was Clarendon's 
first defeat in the regular schedule, 
and the second defeat of the season, 
the first having been at the hands of 
the Amarillo Grays. Thus Claren­
don has the record of having won 
fourteen of the sixteen games played 
thus far.

APPARENT HALT IN-
CITY' BOND ISSUE

Word received yesterday morning 
from Dunn and Carr, the purchasers 
of the city’s recent issue of bonds 
for water works improvement, was 
to the effect that their attorney was 
of opinion that the bonds were in­
valid and consequently they would 
bt unable to pay for the bonds as 
they bid. This seems more than 
peculiar, under the circumstances, and 
it has been with hesitancy that those 
irterested in the project could be­
lieve that the matter is as serious 
as the bond buyers have declared.

In issuing the bonds, the work was 
done under the direction of instruct­
ions from the Attorney-General’s de- 
partment; and when the final tran­
script was sent to the Attorney- 
General'* department, tha bonds were 
approved. Now, in the face of these 
facta, it sessns strange that the at­
torneys for. the bond buyers should 
be better Informed on the laws of 
Texas, than to tbs Attora*y<.GenorsFa

of the bonds stated that the articles 
under which the bond issue was cal - 
ed were rejiealed by tbe Legislature 
in February 1921 . On the face of
things, as the law is read, this ro- 
pral scents certain; hut there seems 
reason to believe that the attorneys 
in the department at Austin would 
have been aware of this repeal as 
anyone else; and it is thought that 
there is matter in the context that 
keeps the repeal from being as 
sweeping as the purchasers have de­
clared. However, upon the receipt 
of the communication, the Attorney- 
General’s department was imme­
diately notified; and their reply is 
awaited with much anxiousness.

Some are inclined to the theory 
that the bond buyers grew sorry of 
heir deal, as they paid 104.83 for the 

bonds, a figure almost unheard of in 
Texas for many years. It is also 
known that the firm purchasing these 
bonds had been organized only about 
three days at the time of this pur­
chase ; and this was their first pur­
chase of bonds; and the high figure 
which they paid for the bonds would 
almost make any firm wish that the 
bonds were invalid.

However, it is possible that the 
Attorney-General's department would 
declare the bonds invalid; and in that 
event it would be necessary to call 
another election and go through the 
process of selling them again, thus 
delaying the work on the water 
works for some forty to sixty days. 
In the event that the Attorney Gen­
eral should again declare the bonds 
valid, there are many other bond 
buyers who are anxious to purchase 
this issue. Th* whole matter, tbon. 
depends on the word received from 
Austin.

STUNT FLYER MEETS
DEATH AT VERNON

With several hundred horrified spec­
tators watching the aviator’s des­
perate efforts to grasp the broken 
parachute harness, “Daredevil” Ed 
Lirette, one of America's foremost 
stunt flyers fell 2.0(*0 fiet to his 
death in the American Legion avia­
tion meet at Vernon Sunday after­
noon, according to a message receiv­
ed here Sunday afternoon.

Til's body, reached first by his 
pilot and pal through many years, 
M. M. Merrill, who made a quick 
landing near the spot where he had 
marked the body’s fall, was hor­
ribly mangled in the plunge to earth 
through nearly half a mile of space.

When the pilot reached the 
body it was floating face down­
ward in about four feet of water 
in a small rreek running near the 
aviation field.
The position of the body near the 

spot where it had caved in the bank 
and slid to the water indicated that 
the flyer would have been drowned if 
lie bad not been killed.

The anxiety of the flyer, who had 
thrilled thousands during the Amer­
ican Legion meet here last week and 
the week before, not to disappoint the; 
spectators, was the reason for his 
tragic death.

The parachute jump—he' had made 
about 250, according to Merrill, and 
considered it one of the least hazard­
ous of his many daring flying stunts 
—was made with borrowed parachute 
and harness. His own, through mis­
take, had been shipped back to his 
home in Dallas from Wichita Falls, 
and he borrowed the parachute and 
harness from another flyer.

The harness was too small for him 
—Lirette was a powerful man and 
weighed about 175 pounds—and in­
stead of adjusting the full harness he 
decided to make the jump with just 
the safety belt about him. The belt 
snapped under the terrific strain 
from the flyer’s heavy body when the 
parachute opened perfectly to check 
the fall after the usual drop of a 
hundred feet or so, and Lirette’s 
body crashed right on down to the 
earth a half mile below.

Spectators were some time in 
reaching the body—the flyer was 
performed some distance out from the 
field to prevent a full view of the 
performance by spectators who had 
not paid to enter as had happened at 
the meet held in Wichita Falls 

The dead flyer’s body will be 
shipped back to his home in Dallas 
where a widow and three children 
survive, this afte r n o o n.—Wichita 
Falls Record.

DONLEY COUNTY FARMERS
SAVE SOIL BY TERRACING

The farmers in this county are 
realizing the value and importance of 
terracing rolling land as a means of 
soil conservation. Certainly never be­
fore has there been so much interest 
manifest In an endeavor to check 
the terrific losses caused by soil ero­
sion. Last year, it was appalling 
to see the rolling land in the county 
which had produced three quarters 
of a bale of cotton per acre, washed 
into a chaos of hillside ditc'nej, leav­
ing the land destitute of all the 
valuable surface soil.

In the spring of 1921, only a small 
percent of the owners of rolling 
farms called on me to assist them 
in terrace work. Since the first of 
this year we have made about 37 
miles of terraces on farms in Donley 
Coilhty. These men all tell me that 
it is their intention to turn this 
land over to the next generation in 
as good condition as they found it, 
when the time comes. There is 
little doubt that the haphazard pro­
cess or land erosion has depicted 
the soil of more fertility than was
ever marketed off through crops. a thoughfu! talk on how the church

CHILD LABOR LAW IS -
HELD UNCONSTITUTIONAL

BY SUPREME COURT

Washington, May 15.—The Child 
Labor Law was today held by tho 
Supreme Court to be unconstitution­
al and not valid.

The decision of the Court was 
rendered in a case brought by the 
Government against the Drexel Fur­
niture Company of North Carolina 
and was one of three cases brought 
in that state testing the validity of 
the law in all of which the United 
States District Court decided against 
the Government.

The law held unconstitutional to­
day by th: Court was enacted after 
the Supreme Court had declared in­
valid an act of Congress which ex­
cluded from interstate commerce pro­
ducts in whose manufacture child 
labor had been us?d.

Tbe law affected by today’s decis­
ion was virtually the same except 
that it impo**d an excise tax of 10 
per cent upon the annual net pro­
fits of establishments employing child 
labor. Opponents of the law con­
tended the new law was an uncon­
stitutional invasion of the police 
powers of the states.

MAGNOLIA WILL ERBCT
MOOKRN machine shops

Construction work will be started 
immediately on the new machine shop 
of the Magnolia Petroleum Company 
whlA will be located juat south of
the Magnolia’s warehouse just west of 
Electra and adjacent to the city lim­
its. The Magnolia shop located one 
and a half miles north of Electra 
will be moved to town and consoli­
dated with the new plant.

The new plant will be considera­
bly larger than the present machine 
shop and these improvements will 
cost approximately $150,000. The

I OCATION FOR LUBBOCK

lilt.II SCHOOL DECIDED ON

At a meeting of the Board of Trus­
ties and the committee on the select­
io n  of n location for the New High 
School Building bald Wednesday night, 
the location was decided Upon. Block 
43 in the Overton Addition to the 
Original town of Lubbock wus chosen.

Many tilings had to be considered 
by this committee in the selection 
of this location, the question of eco­
nomy and central location, being the 
prime factors involved. The West­
ern pnrt of the city in some direc­
tion was the only practical place for 
the building, and the general opinion 
of the committee seemed to be that 
neither the extreme soutwi st or 
northwest was the proper place, but 
endeavored to select the location as 
near the center of the city as pos­
sible on an east and west line. Sev­
eral locations were discussed, but for 
reasons of price and undesirability 
i therwise, they were discarded. The 
block selected is the one between 
13th and 14th Sts., on the fourth 
block due west of the present High 
School building. Although this is 
a little far out at present it is only 
a matter of a very short time until 
that part of town will be thoroughly 
settled. We must look beyond the 
present and prepare for the future, 
for such is the progress of the city 
of Lubbock that we must already be 
looking ahead.

The bonds have been disposed of 
and the location decided upon. Th-> 
next thing is a beautiful new high 
school building worthy of the 
patronage and support of the pro­
gressive citizens of Lubbock. As 
has been said before, the building will 
probably be put up in units, so that 
it can he added to in the future 
without destroying the other part of 
the structure, and with very little 
expense to joining on.

The ward buildings will be located 
one in the northwest, one southwest 
afflT one in the southeast, the exact 
locations to be left with the patrons 
of that ward and with a nice ward 
building already in the northeast 
part of town, with the grammar 
school and primary departments of

instruction of a cotton compress to 
come to Cottle County.- Long has 
been the need of such an industry 
ir this section of the country; ow­
ing to the enormous amount of cotton 
that is yearly shipped from Paducah, 
nnd it will mean much to the county 
in general.

H. F. Underwood, who is the pro­
moter and at the head of the com­
pany, assisted by F. J. Phillips and 
E. V. Milner, are all of Athens, 
Texas. They ure well known busi­
ness men throughout the State of 
Texas and are capable of making the 
cotton compress of Paducah a suc­
cessful enterprise.

The capacity of the compress is 
not known nt present, although it 
has "been made known that it will 
be an up-to-date modern plant, 
capable of taking care of the cotton 
industry of Cottle and adjoining 
counties.

Construction will begin as soon 
as business matters can be terminated, 
The machinery has already been pur­
chased by the company and they 
expect to have the plant completed 
in sufficient time to handle the com­
ing fall crop.—Paducah Post.

ALL YEAR SCHOOL SYSTEM
ADVOCATED BY EDUCATORS

Austin. May 5.—J. K. Beretta, of 
San Antonio, a member of the San 
Antonin school board, advocate of 
an all-year school term, was here 
Monday. Mr. Beretta stated that 
the system, of which he is the author 
is meeting with much favorable 
comment everywhere.

The system which he proposes calls 
for four sessions of twelve weeks 
each, with a week's vacation at the 
end of each session This is optional 
both with the pupil and teacher. 
The pupil and the teacher can either 
do this or they can attend any three 
consective terms. By adopting tin- 
four sessions with a week’s vacation 
at the end of each term Mr.

tern both as being economical and 
beneficial.

The question of paying the teach­
ers was another hone of contention 
against the adoption of the new sys­
tem. It was pointed out, however, 
that the teacher would benefit by the 
twelve-month period by being paid 
for the extra time on a  proportionate 
basis of the nine-months term. For 
instance, if the teacher was receiv­
ing $1200 under the old system sh* 
would receive $1500 under the new 
plan. This would be the procedure 
provided the teacher" taught the en­
tire year as some of them would do.
