We remember
the greed of the saloon keepers and brewers in seeking
to build up their list of victims by enticing boys into their
dives. We remember their political ambitions, their de-

fiance of law abiding citizens, Rush back to such condi-!

tions? Never!

Today the young women of the country demand, and
largely get, equelity. The high school girl wishes the
same rules her brother and her mother’s chum—no
more, no less. Shall the girls and young women be subjected
to the temptations of the saloon and all the saloon crowds
stand for?

We have no illusions gbout the shortcomings of pro-
hibition enforcement, especially in eastern states. But this
admission only magnifies the enormity of the problem of
dealing with the liquor question, It proves our point that
this is no time for haste. Outright repeal of the 18th
amendment would in no way solve the problem. Taxes on
liquor would be offset by declining tax revenue from other
sources, including the soft drink and milk business. Liquor
would not put any more money in  the hands of most
laboring men, but would merely transfer it from one busi-
ness to another.

Bootlegging is a problem. The saloon and the wealth
that went with the old-time liquor traffic constituted a
problem. Any so-called solution which does not avoid these
problems is not a solution. The liquor question can wait
until the people have been given jobs, bread, equitable
shares in the national income.—Pampa Daily News.

MIGHT HELPY TO MAKE TAXATION HURT

as

One need not be an gdvocate of the general sales tax

to appreciate that it would have one desirable effect: It|

would make taxation hurt. It would give every citizen,
regardless of income, a new understanding of the gigantic
cost of the government,

All of us pay taxes. But comparativeiy few of us pay
them directly—and a great many persons who pay indirect
taxes think they are escaping taxation altogether.

We pay a tex when we cook and eat a meal, turn on the
light, attend a movie, buy clothes, go for a ride, or do
almost anything else. These t xes mav be concealed in the
cost of necessities and pleasures, but they are there never-
theless. ;

No business can pick more - from bushes—every cost
of operation, whether it be labor, supplies or taxes, must
be passed on to the customer.

If more of us felt taxes directly, the chance for really
obtaining economical and efficient gaovernment would be
tremendously improved.

If the sales tax comes, government extravagance and
expansion will have again added to the cost of the things
we buy—and when it hurts all the people, they may then
demand a lower cost of government.

Before considering a seles tax, however, or anv other
new and increased taxation, public officials would do well
to remember that in seeking office at recent state and
national elections, they, one and all, stressed the need for
economy in public affairs, reduced taxmion and, in a num-
ber of instances, promised a 25 per cent cut in the cost of
government.

The people will be slow to consent to new and added
taxes and it will be an ill-advised program that attempts
to force such burdens on them unless pre-election promises
for reduced cost of government have been kept.—Industrial

WILL PAY TO PATCH
UP THE HEN HOUSE

At the “present price of eggs
a good hen house will enal a
flock of 100 hens to ir
owner at least $10 to $1 ore
this winter than they could if
kept in a poor house, says E. N.
Holmgreen, poultry husbandman
in the Extension Service at Texas
A. and M. College. He bases it
on records of hundreds of demon-
stration flocks supervised by
county and home demonstration
agents last winter. These show
that well housed hens laid two
and one-third more eggs per
month than birds in poor houses,
even though the winter was mild,
If the weather is severe this
winter the difference may be ex-
pected to be greater, he says.

“1t” is not necessary to go to
a lot of expense to build a com-
fortable new house,” Mr, Holm-
green states. “As a rule a farmer
can make the old one comform
to good practices with little cash
outlay. There are five winter
housing essentials every poultry-
man should observe. First, what-
ever the size and shape’of house
it should be dry and protected
from cold drafts. Second, there
should be 2% feet of space
allowed each hen in the house.
Third, there should be 9 inches
of roosting space per bird for
the light breeds, and 10 to 11
inches for the heavier breeds.
Fourth, mash troughs should be

| kept full and in the houses con-

venient to the hens, with 1 foot
of double side provided for each
10 hens. Fifth, water should be
provided in enough wessels that
hens do not have to wait in line.
Water should be kept from*freez-
ing if npossiblee Warming the

Action by the United States on
the foreign debt business seems
to have approached something
like a standstill, The President

FALSE CONFESSIONS

While there is no doubt that
a large percentage of murderers
and other criminals escape the
punishment they deserve, the
number of innocent persons who
are convicted, some of whom are
put to death, is perhaps greater
than is generally supposed.

This is true even among some
who confess to the crimes with
which they are charged, particul-
arly in cases where confessions
are extorted through “third de-
gree” methods. Several cases were
cited by Robert Cantwell of the
Chicago bar recently, including
the following:

In the Boorne case in Vermont,
two brothers confessed to a mur-
der, but the man supposed to
have been murdered showed up
later, alive and well. In Illinois,
three Trailor brothers confessed
to murdering a man named Frish-
testified to

ed a new trial and before the
second trial could be held the
alleged victim returned.

These are only three out of
a large number of similar cases

declares that he has authentic
records of no less than 129 per-
sons who confessed and were exe-
cuted for murders, although their
supposed victims were found to
|‘be alive afterwards.

This is not intended as a plea
|for laxity in bringing the guilty
to justice, but it serves to show
the great sesponsibility which
rests upon juries and judges, as
well’ as to emphasize the unre-
liability of circumstantial evi-
dence, even when accompanied by
a confession of guilt, in some
cases. It particularly illustrates
the frightful injustice of lynch-
ing under any circumstances.
