Carter, of Brice, whose
land lies in Hall county just across
the Donley county line, raised the
cotton. The bale was ginned at
Brice, and turned out an excellent
sample.  Charles Baldwin, of this
city, bought the cotton at twenty
cents per pound. This morning a
premium is being made up; and as
usual the premium will be divided.
Each year it is the practice of the
local merchants to make up a pre-
mium, giving half the money to the
lﬂut bale, if brought here from out
ithe county, and the other half of'
{the money to the first bale produc-
ed in the county. A premium of
$64.25 was made up and divided as
indicated above.

In the first primary that year the
vote stood: Colquitt, 119,598; Cul-
berson, 87,421; Brooks, 78641 ; Camp-
bell, 65,721; Henry, 37,726; Davis,
9,924; Riddle, 825. The run-off gave
Culberson 163,182 and Colquitt 94,
098, the total vote in the second pri-
mary being 257,820.

Two years ago in the race for gov-
ernor in which Neff, Bailey, Looney
and [Thomason were contenders the
total vote was about 100,000 and in
that race in the first primary Bailey
led Neff, the voters of the four can.
didates being as follows: Bailey,
152,240; Neff, 149,818; Thomason,
99,002; Looney, 48,640. In the
run-off Neff got 246,075 and Bailey
184,702, Neff's majority being 79,372
and the total vote being 448,777.

HEDLEY OIL TESTS

ATTRACT ATTENTION

Three cable tool test wells on
20,000 acres of leases in Donley and
Hall counties are being drilled near
Hedley simultaneously by the Swan-
son Company of Oklahomu City, with
headquarters in Hedley. The first
has reached a depth of 2200 feet,
the second has 12 1-2 inch easing set
at 400 fect, and the third recently
was spudded.

|CAN REQUIRE AFFIDAVIT

OF VOTERS IN PRIMARY

An opinion recently handed down
by the Attorney-General's depart-
ment states that every
goes into the primary of any party
can be made to sign an affidavit that
he voted for the nominees of that
party in the last general election.
Of course, the opinion goes ahead to
say, if the voter did not vote in the
last election, then the rule does not
apply; but it is laid down as with-
out exception that one who votes in
any primary of a party, like that of
the Democratic primary July 22nd,
or the run off which will take place
next Saturday, must have voted for
the nominees of such party at the
last 4 eral election. The opinion
goes ahead, in response to further
inquiries. to state that this. Texas
statute is not in conflict with any
penal law either state or federal.
