The Veterans Administration
reminds veterans that July 31 is
the last day for reinstatement of
lapsed National Service Life In-
surance on a ‘“comparative
health” basis.

Before August 1, an
veteran may reinstate any a-
mount of term insurance—from
[$1,000 to $10,000 in multiples of
$500—regardless of the length of
time it has been lapsed, and usu-
ally without a physical examina-
tion. He need only fill out a sim-
ple application form, in which he
certifies that his health is as good
as when the policy lapsed, and
pay premiums for two months.

The privilege of reinstating on
this basis will be available after
July 31 only to veterans whose
policies have been lapsed for less
than three months. Where the
period of lapse is three months or
longer, the veteran will be re-
quired to take a physical exami-
nation and qualify as an insurable
risk, VA said.

Veterans carrying
Service Life Ingurance term
policies will be able to renew
them for an additional five years
upon expiration of the present
term period, under Public Law
838 passed by the last Congress.
Term insurance taken out be-
fore January 1, 1946, carries a
term period of eight years from
date of issue. Policies issued af-
ter that date are for a five year
term.

COMPOSED OF MEMBERS
I1th AIRBORNE DIVISION

Amarillo, Texas will play host
to a special recruiting team com-
posed of members of the 11th Air-
borne Division and the 1st Caval-
ry Division on July 14-15, 1948, it
was learned this week from Capt.
Eugene Saffold, Commanding Of-
ficer of the U. S. Army and U. S.
Air Force Recruiting Station at
12 Post Office Bldg., Amarillo,
Texas. Veterans of the 11th Air-
barne Division point proudly to
the record the Division attained
during World War II.

Known as “The aAngeis”, theé
11t Airborne Division was orig-
inally the 11th Infantry Division
in World War I. It was reactivat-
ed in February, 1943 under Air-
borne Command and stationed at
Camp Polk, La., participating in
the Louisiana maneuvers in 1944
and finally going overseas as a
unit to the Southwest Pacific in
April 1944,

The Division went into action
as ground troops on 18 November
1944, landing at Leyte; followed
by an amphibious landing at
Luzon, 60 miles from Manila, on
26 January 1945.

The first combat parachute
jump was made by the Division
on 3 February 1945 to a ridge
near the Manila Hotel annex. By
