The oil and gas industry is not altogether responsible for
the urgency of better roads.

There is much talk of & belt system of hard-surfaced roads
through the counties of Childress, Collingsworth, Wheeler, Gray,
Armstrong, Donley and Hall. This would provide avenues of
quick transportation throughout the Panhandle oil field coupled
with the roads built and building in the counties to the north.

Clarendon is so situated that many years will pass before
we are likely to get another rzil line, but there is no reason why
we shall not profit in Donley County from a greatly increased
and profitable traffic over a connected system of hard-surfaced
roads.

It is not a matter of a4 day dream. It is a stern demand
of modern advancement that we face—and one that will pay us
greater dividends than any other public improvement that we
might accomplish.

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E. R. CHAPPELL GIVES PRAC-
TICAL HEALTH TALKS AND
COOKING DEMONSTRATION.

The all important su iect of bodily
health is the subject o series of
lectures that are being given by E.
R. Chappell, food specialist who has
spent tge past several dayl workm‘
in Donley County. l
lays special stress on dlet an
relation to health. He explains tho
causes, symptoms, and effects of
malnutrition and gives sim ntfl. and
scientific methods of preve
curing this serious and sadly pteval-
ent malady. The sixteen essential
elements of the body must be pro-
vided for, Mr. Chappell says, or the
body will become weak and deficient,
with the result that the brain fune-
tions sluggishly. Natural foods,
proprly selected and prepared, pro-
vide for the sixteen elements and
keep the body in trim and the mind

normally alert. In the course of
his lecturt‘ Mr. Chappell gives a
demonstration of practical methods

of cooking to retain all nutriment
in the food. “Foods as people re-
ceive them from Mother Nature are
rich in elements necessary to heal-
th,” say Mr. Chappell, “but in nine
cases out of ten many of these ele-
ments are destroyed or discarded in
preparation and process of cooking.”
To strengthen his point, the lecturer
serves a portion of the food he has
cooked-——usually meat, vegetables,
and fruit—to each of his listeners.
Cooked by the “health method,”
these foods are not only nutritious,
but delicious with the natural, “live”
flavor which is found only in foods
that have retained their minerals
and vitamines,

Mr. Chappell has given a large
portion of his time to working in
the rural districts of the County,
working with the Home Demonstra-
tion Clubs in most instances. He
has also given a number of lectures
and demonstrations in Clarendon.
His talks in the auditorium of the
Baptist Church, the First Christian
Church, and the Methodist Church
were well attended and wers receiv-
ed with evident interest by all his
hearers.  Mothers of young child-
ren are showing the greatest enthus-
iasm. Before leaving the city, the
specialist will probably talk at the
public schools and in the College.
